Apart from this, in many
South Asian countries, Hintfus face economic and social margin-
alization, physical attacks, foreed conversions, rape, discrimina-
tion, attacks on places of worship, restrictions on their freedom
of religion, humsan rights violations and discriminatory laws.
Islamic fundamentalists continue to carry oul ethnic cleansing
targetting  Hindu minority population in  Afganistan,
Bangindesh, Pakistan and some other countries, This includes
everyday acts of foreed conversions, murder, rape, kidnapping,
demolition of Hindu community sacred places and physical
intimidation. According to various reported incidents that have
been documented. Hindus who live outside of Bharat face dis-
erimination, murder, sexual violence, foreed conversions, ethnic
cleansing, temple destruction, socio-political exclusion, and dis-
enfranchisement.

“Continued detention and harassment of journalists risks eroding” India's “reputation as
the world’s largest democracy and a leading voice of the Global South”, CPJ warned.

New Delhi: Against the backdrop of reporters Irfan Mehraj and Rupesh Kumar
Singh being set to spend International Human Rights Day on Wednesday (December 10)
in jail, the Committee to Protect Journalists (CPJ) has appealed that India ought to mark
the occasion by releasing all journalists to “return to their families and continue their work
without fear of reprisal”.

In a letter addressed to Prime Minister Narendra Modi and copied to Union home minister
Amit Shah and Press Council of India chairperson Justice (retired) Ranjana Desai among
others, CPJ noted that India's “continued detention and harassment of journalists risks
eroding” its “reputation as the world’s largest democracy and a leading voice of the Global
South”.

Two journalists in jail marks a fall from the high of seven seen in 2021-2023, but at least
15 journalists have been probed under the draconian anti-terror Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act since the Modi government came to power, CPJ's Asia-Pacific director
Beh Lih Yi recalled.

“Mr. Prime Minister, you have said that “democracy is in our DNA” and “the entire country
runs on” basic democratic principles. We urge your government to uphold these values,
including the right of journalists to report safely,” Lih said on Monday.

Dear Prime Minister Modi,

The Committee to Protect Journalists (CPJ), an independent, nonprofit press freedom
organization, writes to request your urgent attention to the matter of journalists imprisoned
in India ahead of International Human Rights Day on December 10.

India currently holds two journalists in prison on a combination of security, anti-terror, and
state-level criminal charges, CPJ data shows. One of those is Rupesh Kumar Singh, an
independent journalist from the state of Jharkhand, who has been imprisoned for more
than three years, most recently at Patna’s Adarsh Central Jail. According to Singh’s
family, he has faced poor-quality and insufficient food; inadequate medical attention
despite high cholesterol and other health concerns; long hours of confinement in his cell
with no access to open spaces; and restricted access to the canteen and other basic
facilities.

While we recognize the number of imprisoned journalists in India has decreased from a
historic high of seven between 2021 and 2023, at least 15 journalists have been
investigated since 2014 under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, an anti-terror law
that allows for detention without trial or charge for up to 180 days.

As India is a signatory to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, it is
incumbent upon the government to uphold its international and domestic human rights
obligations. India’s Constitution guarantees freedom of speech and expression under
Article 19(1)(a), and successive governments have recognized the critical role that an
independent press plays in strengthening democratic institutions.

Mr. Prime Minister, you have said that “democracy is in our DNA” and “the entire country
runs on” basic democratic principles. We urge your government to uphold these values,
including the right of journalists to report safely.

Continued detention and harassment of journalists risks eroding India’s reputation as the
world’s largest democracy and a leading voice of the Global South.

To mark International Human Rights Day, we ask that your government take steps to
allow all journalists imprisoned in India to return to their families and continue their work
without fear of reprisal.

Our advocacy is supported by more than 1,500 journalists, representing over 100
countries, who joined CPJ in a solidarity action at this year’'s Global Investigative
Journalism Conference in Malaysia to call on governments around the world to free
imprisoned journalists and end impunity for those who attack the press.

Your personal attention to this matter would further demonstrate India’s dedication to
humane governance, justice, and open public discourse.

Thank you for your consideration. We look forward to your reply and welcome continued
dialogue with the relevant offices of the government of India.

Asian story and Indian standing

The National Human Rights Commission of India (NHRC) is one of the founding members
of Asia Pacific Forum (APF) which has been established in 1996 as a regional counterpart
of Global Alliance of NHRIs for regional collaboration among NHRIs across Asia. At the
Asian level, a civil society counterpart to APF, the Asian NGO Network on National
Human Rights Institutions (ANNI) was established in December 2006. It is a network of
Asian human rights organisations working on issues related to National Human Rights
Institutions (NHRIS). It is the one and only network of its kind that globally advocates for
independent, effective, credible and accountable NHRIs. In India, the All India Network of
NGOs and Individuals Working with National and State Human Rights Institutions (AiNNI)
established in 2010, collaborates with ANNI as a member.

On 4 November, 2025 ANNI launched its biennial report on Performance of NHRIs in
Asia. This report covers the period from January 2023 to December 2025 and has
evaluated 13 NHRIs across Asia. The report is based on the ANNI index which conducts
both qualitative and quantitative assessment of the performance of the NHRIs.

The ANNI Index evaluated the NHRIs across five parent categories, each aligned with
the core requirements of the Paris Principles i.e., Independence, Mandate, Pluralism,
Promotion and Protection. According to the ANNI Index, Indian NHRC scores the least
with 12.48 points.

Independence is the first category in the ANNI Index which has four sub categories i.e.,
legal basis, appointments, budget and operational autonomy. The report suggests that
the NHRC of India has largely failed to be independent especially in its selection process.
No procedures were outlined to “ensure broad consultation and participation in the
screening, selection and appointment of leadership.” The current Chairperson has been
appointed despite dissent from the two opposition leaders who were the members of the
committee. Sadder still, in 2023 and 2024, “a significant portion of the commissioners’
leadership was left vacant.” The report further notes the political influence with the
appointment of staff that highly flouts the principle of independence.

Lack of pluralism and diversity is another problem that the report highlights. Since its
establishment in 1993, the NHRCI has had only 4 women appointed as its
commissioners. Despite the diverse country that India is, the representation of women,
and of those from the minority communities, Dalits and Tribals still await an entry into the
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Commission. The report opines that the lack of such representations “raises serious
concerns over the NHRCI's credibility, inclusiveness and alignment with the Paris
Principles.”

Inaction on Gross Human Rights Violations

The involvement of police in the investigation despite the HRDs and the civil society
organisations voicing out on the same, has further contributed to the NHRCI taking the
last place under all the categories. The report as well observes the inaction or rather the
very late action of NHRC in looking into the violence in Manipur, where 221 people have
been killed, 60,000 displaced and 4786 houses were burned.

The handling of complaints, as the report reveals, have faced a serious downfall. The
NHRC has safely left sensitive cases untouched, including those of human rights
defenders like Khurram Parvez from Kashmir and students from the Jawaharlal Nehru
university like Umar Khalid, Sharjeel Inam, Gulfisha Fatima, Meeran Haider and others
who have been left to languish in the prison for five years together now and the accused
in the BK 16 case. It has not even chosen to intervene in the case of Mr. Sonam
Wangchuk of Ladak now under NSA detention. Not once did the NHRCI deem it is fit to
call and discuss with those reputed CSOs who had been targeted under the FCRA from
2012 onwards till date. It has disposed of 201 custodial deaths cases out of the 302
registered, and 4386 deaths in judicial custody. The report further raises concern on the
awarding of compensation to only 60 cases of custodial death, 2 cases of police
encounter and 267 judicial deaths. The report highlights the gaps in awarding
compensations to the families of the victims. Of the 308 cases for which compensation
has been recommended, only 70 has been paid which flags a serious problem in the
accountability of the institution.

The report further records the silence of NHRC in the state of Chhattisgarh, on the
government’s counter insurgency operations against Maoists which saw 282 extrajudicial
killings, including that of a six-month old infant, in 2024.

The report highlights that the NHRCI's current Chairperson , Justice V.
Ramasubramanian, was appointed on 30 December 2024, following a six-month vacancy
after the completion of tenure of Justice Arun Misha. For more than six months in 2024,
the NHRCI functioned without a full time Chairperson and with only four members instead
of five.

Indian NHRC backdrop

The NHRCI which recently celebrated its 32nd foundation day on 17 October 2025 was
established through the Protection of Human Rights Act 1993 in accordance with the
Paris Principles 1992. These principles are based on the certain minimum standards
which are required for an effective functioning of the NHRIs. In order to monitor the
compliance of the minimum standards set under Paris Principles, a global body of NHRIs
named the International Coordinating Committee of National Institutions for the Promotion
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and Protection of Human Rights (ICC) was established in 1993. The Committee has then
changed its nomenclature and legal body to “Global Alliance of National Human Rights
Institutions” (GANHRI) in March 2016.

The NHRCI has been a member of GANHRI since 1997 and was graded ‘A’ when it was
first accredited in 1998, then in 2006 and 2011 NHRCI was re-accredited with ‘A’ status
by the Sub Committee of Accreditation (SCA) of GANHRI. In 2016, NHRCI was deferred
by the SCA for a period of one year and in 2017 the NHRCI was re-accredited with ‘A’
status. However, during the 2023 review the NHRCI has been deferred for years, in 2024
the NHRCI suffered consecutive deferrals and in 2025 the SCA has recommended
downgrading of NHRCI status from ‘A’ to ‘B’ highlighting its repeated non-compliance of
its recommendations. The recommendations of the SCA have been challenged by the
NHRC before the GANHRI bureau and the bureau has dismissed the challenge of
NHRCI.

The SCA recommendation to Downgrade NHRC was based on repeated non-compliance
of following recommendations :

Involvement of Police officers in Investigations of NHRC — The SCA noted that the
secondment of police officers to act as investigative staff may impact on the NHRC’s
ability to conduct impartial investigations as well as the ability of victims to access justice

Selection and appointment of its members — The NHRC was encouraged by SCA to
advocate for a process that sufficiently promotes broad consultation and participation in
the selection process and maximize the number of candidates from a wide range of
groups as well as the involvement of civil society in the process.

Lack of Pluralism — The SCA noted that the NHRC composition and staff complement
was not gender representative and pluralistic.

Appointment of Secretary General;

Addressing human rights violations — The NHRC was encouraged by SCA to take
proactive steps in addressing all human rights violations as well as pressing human rights
issues facing human rights defenders while making its positions publicly available.

Cooperation with Civil Society — The NHRC was encouraged by SCA to actively
collaborate with civil society on a regular basis including with those outside of the
Core/Expert Groups.

It is pertinent to note that two successive deferrals of NHRC in 2023 and 2024 was during
the tenure of Justice Arun Mishra as its Chairperson, and during the assessment period
for the accreditation in 2025 the NHRC only had one sole woman member functioning as
an acting chairperson for almost six months till appointment of Justice V.
Ramasubramanian as the Chairperson.

The recommendation of downgrading of NHRC is based on systematic issues that have
been repeatedly pointed out by the SCA since 2011. The 2016 deferral of NHRC has
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resulted in the amendment of Protection of Human Rights Act. However, the successive
deferrals in 2023 & 2024 and recommendation to downgrade in 2025 has not been
discussed in the parliament till date. These details have been included in the NHRCI
website only in October 2025. Why was it kept a secret and from whom was it kept?

Recommendations in ANNI report 2025

That the Government of India amends the Protection of Human Rights Act to include a
stronger diversity requirement for the NHRC’s composition, following all of GANHRI-
SCA’s recommendations.

Place the SCA’s recommendations from 2023, 2024, and 2025 before both houses of
parliament.

Ensure that the two remaining vacancies for NHRCI members are immediately filled.

That the NHRCI publicly urges the Government to implement all GANHRI-SCA’s
recommendations from 2011, 2016, 2017, 2023, 2024 and 2025.

Ensure that the NHRCI’s strategic plan strictly complies with the Marrakesh Declaration,
the APF Regional Action Plan on HRDs and the Global Action Plan to Support the
Protection and Promotion of Human Rights Defenders and Civic Space.
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Professors arrested for raping, impregnating Dalit student in Andhra; protest rages

A serious allegation of sexual exploitation at National Sanskrit University in Tirupati has
triggered widespread protests and demands for justice.

A case of alleged sexual harassment has come to light at the National Sanskrit University
in Andhra Pradesh's Tirupati, after a first-year B.Ed Dalit student accused two assistant
professors, Laxman Kumar and Shekhar Reddy, of sexually harassing and impregnating
her.

The incident has sparked widespread outrage on campus, with student unions staging
demonstrations demanding immediate suspension of the accused, strict legal action, and
stronger safeguards for women on university premises.

Acting on a formal complaint filed by the university’s in-charge registrar, the Tirupati West
Police registered a case and arrested the accused faculty members, Assistant Professors
Laxman Kumar and Shekhar Reddy.

Investigators have seized two mobile phones from the accused and sent them for forensic
analysis to verify claims of harassment, blackmail, and coercion.

YSRCP MP Maddila Gurumoorthy has written to the National Commission for Women
(NCW), Union Education Minister Dharmendra Pradhan, and the National Human Rights
Commission, urging urgent intervention in the case.

In his letters dated December 7, 2025, the MP cited the survivor's multiple written
complaints to university authorities, saying that Dr Laxman Kumar coerced the student
using personal photographs and videos, threatened to misuse her images, inflicted
severe mental trauma, forcing her to discontinue her studies and subjected her to
continuous psychological harassment and intimidation.

The MP also called for a fair, transparent, and time-bound investigation, focusing that the
safety and dignity of the survivor must be the top priority. He also demanded counselling
support, protection for the victim, and swift action against those responsible.
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“The conduct of the accused demonstrates an alarming abuse of authority, exploiting his
position as a faculty member to exert undue influence and cause long-lasting emotional
harm,” Gurumoorthy wrote. He further stressed that universities must remain safe spaces
for learning and not become centers of fear.
