Rights Commission (NHRC) Moot Court Competition, 2026 held from January 9-11, 2026.

The winning team comprised Kanishka Mittal, Unnati Padela and Manisha Choudhary.

The runners-up team from NALSAR, Hyderabad included Abhisaar Singh, Pracheta Waikar and Aarsh Pandey.
Abhisaar Singh was also awarded the Best Speaker.

The team from Symbiosis Law School, Noida comprising Babhravi Singh, Vrinda Kamra and Aditi Singh won the
Best Memorial (Petitioner).

Devika Deshkar, Aarzoo Ansari and Sheen Wanchoo from Hidayatullah National Law University, Raipur won the
Best Memorial (Respondent) award.

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NHRC issues notice on non-vegetarian food served on trains:Railway Board asked for report within 4 weeks if train
meat is 'Halal or Jhatka'

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to the Railway Board and the Secretary of the
Ministry of Tourism over the serving of non-vegetarian food on trains.

In a letter issued on Monday (January 12), the NHRC said the report submitted by the Railways on non-vegetarian
food served on trains was incomplete and lacked key details. The Commission has asked the Railway Board to
submit a fresh report within four weeks.

The NHRC acted after receiving a complaint from Sikh organisations claiming that only halal-prepared meat is
served in non-vegetarian meals on trains. The complainants said this practice is discriminatory. Following the
complaint, the NHRC issued a notice to the Railway Board.

4 major points of NHRC notice

The railway report does not clearly answer the issue. Passengers have a fundamental right to know how the food
served to them is prepared.

According to Darul Uloom Deoband, meat is considered halal only if it is slaughtered by a Muslim. This raises
concerns that job opportunities for people from other religions may be restricted.

Details about how meat is prepared should be made public. The Sikh Rehat Maryada forbids Sikhs from
consuming halal meat.

IRCTC works with many vendors and contractors on trains, at stations, and in hotels and restaurants. However, the
railway report does not clearly explain which contractors serve halal meat, jhatka meat, or both.

NHRC sought three pieces of information

A complete list of all food vendors and contractors must be provided.

It should be clearly stated what type of meat (halal, jhatka, or both) each contractor supplies. Details should be
given on which trains and stations this food is being served.

The Commission has also asked the Railway Board to submit a separate report explaining how these concerns will
be addressed in railway quality and service standards.

Railway’s response- No official rule on Halal

Earlier, the Railway Board said that Indian Railways and IRCTC follow the Food Safety and Standards Authority of
India (FSSAI) rules. It stated that there is no official policy or system for serving halal-certified food on trains.

The issue had earlier been raised before the Central Information Commission (CIC), where it was found that there
is no record of any policy, approval process, or passenger consent related to halal food.

Ministry of Tourism asked to respond to hotel rules

The NHRC noted that the Ministry of Tourism’s hotel rating and classification rules do not include any requirement
to mention how meat is prepared. The Commission has asked the Tourism Secretary to review the matter and
submit a report within four weeks.
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Is Scrapping 10-Minute Delivery Enough To End Gig Workers' Exploitation?

Gig worker representatives say extreme delivery timelines fuel rash driving, accidents and algorithmic penalties

nationwide gig worker protests

Without clearer labour definitions platforms may simply rebrand ultra-fast deliveries under new timelines

India’s labour ministry on Tuesday did away with the 10-minute delivery system on which platforms like Blinkit,
Zepto, Zomato and Swiggy thrive.

The move came after the gig-workers across the country held a strike on December 31, raising concerns of
exploitative nature of work. However, their long-standing demand of removing the time-frame for deliveries is not
standalone.

The actions taken by the Labour ministry are surely welcome, said Sunand, President of Rajdhani App Workers
Union.

He also flagged broader concerns about how the government’s directives would be implemented, including
whether any changes would be made to the mobile applications used by delivery workers to display delivery
timeframes.

Inside dark stores—retail outlets or distribution centres designed for e-commerce—supervisors continuously
track delivery times. Although there is no empirical evidence, Sunand said that failing to meet delivery timelines
can negatively influence the algorithm via supervisory assessments and poor customer reviews, ultimately
affecting the number of orders assigned to delivery workers.

However, secondly, there are other grievances which require immediate addressal, he added.

He further said the government’s actions must also be seen in the context of concerns that the 10-minute delivery
model is hurting brick-and-mortar stores.

Given that political parties may have vested interests in protecting such businesses, the outcome has emerged as
a welfare measure for gig workers, even if that was not the original intent. “It's not only because of concern for
the delivery workers, but also because of concerns raised by traders and their associations.”

Suman Dasmahapatra, the Karnataka coordinator of the AIGWU, also welcomed the government's move.
Nonetheless, he seconded Sunand on more concrete directives that should be implemented immediately.
10-minute delivery promises push gig workers to drive rashly, and in the event of accidents, platform companies
would merely provide a list of hospitals where the treatment would be covered by the company.

“How do you expect workers to find a hospital on the list in case of accidents,” Dasmahapatra said. The process of
getting reimbursement after being treated at a non-enlisted hospital is really difficult, he added.

“They try to manipulate multiple ways to get away from providing such kinds of benefits,” he stated, noting that
the bigger fight is to ensure that gig-workers get the status of employees, rather than “partners”.

“We have noticed that such business models are followed by Flipkart and Amazon as well. Instead of just verbal
notices, formal communication should go to the companies and governments should take initiative to create
awareness amongst the gig workers,” he said.

The fine print
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Gig workers were formally brought into India’s legal framework through the Code on Social Security, 2020. Under
Chapter I, Section 2(35), a gig worker is defined as “a person who participates in a work arrangement and earns
from such activities outside of a traditional employer-employee relationship.”

Although the definitions distinguish gig workers from both formal and informal categories, they stop short of
offering clarity on who exactly qualifies as a gig worker or the precise nature of gig work.

The country’s labour codes have opened access to schemes covering healthcare, disability and accident insurance,
as well as old-age support. Aggregators such as Swiggy and Zomato will be required to contribute 1-2 per cent of
their annual turnover to this fund, with the overall contribution capped at 5 per cent of the amount payable to
workers.

A booming market

NITI Aayog's 2022 report, India’s Booming Gig and Platform Economy, projects that the gig workforce will expand
to 2.35 crore by 2029-30 from the 21, 77 lakh in 2020.

Yet, despite such forecasts and attempts at formal definitions, India’s primary source of labour statistics — the
Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) — continues to subsume gig work under broad categories such as ‘self-
employed’, ‘own-account workers’, or ‘casual labour’. This statistical invisibility has tangible consequences.

Data from Datum Intelligence shows that the growing adoption of the 15-minute delivery option for grocery
delivery quick commerce was expected to reach $6.9 billion by 2025 accounting for 50 per cent of online grocery
sales.

Blinkit remained the largest player with 40 per cent market share in 2023 followed by Swiggy Instamart and
Zepto.

What's in a name?

After the government's Tuesday (January 13, 2026) announcement, Blinkit has rebranded its offering from
“Grocery in 10 minutes” to “Groceries & more”, according to the internet archive website Wayback Machine,
Reuters reported.

On Google’s Play Store, Zepto now brands itself as delivering ‘Groceries in minutes’. However, Tata's BigBasket still
carries the ‘10 min Grocery App'.

“We are happy to see that the government has taken the initiative and has acted upon our primary request to end
the 10-minute delivery model,” said Nirmal Gorana, National Coordinator of Gig and Platform Service Workers
Union (GIPSWU).

However, he stated that the actions need to be formalised beyond verbal affirmations, as lack of mandated rules
for platform companies leaves room for exploitation. “The companies can simply make it a 11-minute delivery
application, it would be a cruel joke at the expense of the gig-workers.”

A grey zone

The existence of time caps puts gig-work in the grey area of forced labour. GIPSWU wrote to the National Human
Rights Commission in regard that “labour practices in India’s gig economy constitute forced labour, in violation of
Article 23 of the Constitution of India."

The notice stated that target-based incentives and extreme time-bound work create fear of losing incentives and
“transform “choice” into compulsion, meeting the ILO threshold for forced labour through non-physical coercion.”
This is further intensified by ultra-fast service models, exacerbating mental and physical harm for gig-workers.
While the government has taken affirmative action to address the issues raised in the gig-economy sector,
Dasmahapatra said that “it is a systemic problem in the entire economy because the organised sector is shrinking
very rapidly.” As a result of unemployment, more people end up joining gig-work as a temporary measure, but
have to stay on for longer than anticipated.

Supply is exceeding the demand, and the platform companies are exploiting the workers as there is no strict
regulation in India on how to monitor such kind of exploitation or regularise the working condition of the
platform workers, he said.

“And even as users, they are making us get so used to these things the ease of just ordering something and
getting it at your doorstep,” he said, adding that we need to raise awareness amongst the consumers as well.
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Indore Water Crisis: Audit Links Contaminated Supply to 15 Deaths

Bhagirathpura outbreak sickened over hundreds of residents when sewage leaked into drinking water.

Summary of this article

Hundreds of residents affected and hospitalised, including ICU patients.

Sewage seeped into drinking water from a leaking pipeline under a public toilet.

Experts and civil society groups warn of systemic water governance failures and demand stricter monitoring.

An audit report submitted to the Indore administration has linked at least 15 of the 21 deaths in Bhagirathpura to
a recent outbreak of vomiting and diarrhoea, sources said. The outbreak, caused by contaminated drinking water,
has also left five new patients hospitalised, including eight in intensive care, according to Indore Chief Medical
and Health Officer (CMHO) Dr Madhav Prasad Hasani.

The children and adults affected sought treatment at local outpatient departments, and 403 of the 436 admitted
patients have since been discharged, Dr Hasani added. While the local administration has officially confirmed six
deaths due to the outbreak, residents claim that as many as 23 people, including a six-month-old child, have died.
A committee of senior doctors from the Mahatma Gandhi Memorial Medical College was tasked with auditing the
deaths in Bhagirathpura.

"A committee of senior doctors from the college was formed to analyse the causes of the deaths in Bhagirathpura.
This committee has submitted its report,” District Magistrate Shivam Verma said on Tuesday. He added that while
some fatalities were likely linked to contaminated water, others were unrelated, and in some cases, the actual
cause of death could not be conclusively determined.

The district administration has so far provided financial assistance of ¥2 lakh each to 18 affected families. “All the
deaths in Bhagirathpura are very sad, regardless of the cause. We are consoling the affected families and
providing them financial assistance,” Verma said.

Source of Contamination

Investigations revealed a preventable source of contamination: a public toilet constructed at a police outpost
directly above a 30-year-old drinking water main. Without a proper septic tank, raw sewage drained into a pit,
seeping into a leaking joint in the water pipeline and contaminating the municipal supply.

Laboratory tests confirmed the presence of multiple pathogens, including E. coli, Salmonella, and Vibrio cholerae.
Experts say these pathogens can cause severe gastrointestinal illness, sepsis, and organ failure, particularly
among children, the elderly, and immunocompromised individuals.

Human Toll

While authorities acknowledge at least four deaths, independent reporting and local accounts suggest the toll
may be significantly higher. Over a thousand residents were affected, overwhelming local healthcare facilities and
exposing gaps in disease surveillance and emergency response. Residents had raised complaints about foul-
smelling and discoloured water days before the outbreak escalated. Yet corrective action—including testing and
emergency chlorination—began only after widespread illness had already occurred.

Expert On Water Safety

Dr Sunderajan Krishnan, a water-quality expert, told India Water Portal: “Communities often think ‘all is well’
because the water looks clear, but cross-contamrination with sewage (or nitrates) is often invisible until it becomes
fatal.”
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Krishnan added that treatment plants can meet regulatory standards while households still receive unsafe water:
“Also, simply having a ‘tap connection’ does not mean security if the pipes run through sewage drains—a common
sight in Indian urban clusters.”

Dr Sachin Tiwale, Fellow at the Ashoka Trust for Research in Ecology and the Environment (ATREE), highlighted
systemic challenges in urban water networks: “In cities with intermittent water supply, even small structural
defects become major contamination points during non-supply hours, when pipes operate under negative
pressure. Incidents such as Indore often trigger a renewed focus on technology-centric solutions, including
residual chlorine sensors and network redesigns. While these tools can certainly play a role, they risk diverting
attention from more fundamental questions of water quality governance, which are often the real weak link. We
need a water quality governance framework. No level of technological sophistication can substitute for an
institutionalised water quality governance framework. Crucially, these governance procedures are not capital-
intensive, unlike technological interventions that are often promoted as quick-fix solutions.”

Administrative Actions

In response to the crisis, the Chief Minister ordered the removal of the Municipal Commissioner and the
suspension of senior engineers for gross dereliction of duty. The National Human Rights Commission took suo
motu cognisance, and judicial intervention ensured free medical treatment for affected residents.

The outbreak in Bhagirathpura underscores the persistent vulnerabilities in urban water infrastructure and
governance, highlighting the human cost of administrative lapses in even India’s “cleanest city”, according to
activists.
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NHRC swings into action as students call out mining ops
In their complaint, the students of a Ratnagiri school asserted that their learning and health are getting impacted
due to dust and noise pollution

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken cognisance of a complaint filed by students of an Urdu
school in Mandivali village of Ratnagiri district, alleging violation of their fundamental rights due to dust and noise
pollution caused by nearby bauxite mining operations.

A bench of the commission, presided over by member Priyank Kanoongo, has directed its registry to issue notices
to the district magistrate, Ratnagiri, and the chairman of the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board (MPCB), Mum-
bai. Both authorities have been asked to inquire into the allegations and submit an action taken report by January
20.

The complaint was submitted by social activist Bhavesh Karekar on behalf of the students. It alleges that continu-
ous movement of heavy dumpers transporting bauxite ore from the Rowale and Umbershet mining sites has cre-
ated severe dust and noise pollution in and around the school. According to the students, the constant commo-
tion of mining vehicles passing close to the school has disrupted classes and adversely affected their health and
learning environment.

The students highlighted serious health concerns such as respiratory problems, allergies, asthma and potential
long-term lung damage. They contended that this amounts to a violation of Article 21 of the Constitution, which
guarantees the right to life, including the right to a clean and healthy environment.

The complaint also pointed to infringement of the right to education under Article 21A, as the noise caused by fre-
qguent movement of heavy vehicles allegedly hampers classroom teaching, students’ concentration and the overall
learning atmosphere.

Further, the students expressed alarm over the proposed Mandivali mining boundary being barely 100 metres
from the school, terming it a grave threat to the physical safety, mental wellbeing and environmental security of
children. They argued that permitting mining activity so close to an educational institution is contrary to basic
principles of child safety and environmental justice. The complainants also alleged that despite repeated repres-
entations to local and district authorities, no effective steps were taken.

The students urged the NHRC to direct authorities to immediately halt mining transportation near the school dur-
ing school hours, order an independent inspection of dust and noise pollution levels around the school, and

ensure that no mining activity or transportation is allowed in the vicinity of educational institutions.

The NHRC observed that the issues raised prima facie appear to involve violations of human rights, and has taken
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cognisance of the matter under Section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The commission will now
examine the matter and appropriate actions will be taken once they receive reports from the district administra-
tion and the pollution control board.
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Delhi HC to resume hearing on SIT pleas in Delhi riots, Jamia violence on Jan 23

The Delhi High Court on Wednesday revived the long-pending petitions seeking an independent and court-
monitored probe into the 2020 North East Delhi riots and the violence that erupted at Jamia Millia Islamia during
protests against the Citizenship Amendment Act, listing the batch for further hearing on January 23.The cases,
filed in 2020, raise serious allegations of hate speeches by political leaders, police inaction and excesses and
demand accountability through an SIT or an independent agency.A Division Bench of Justice Navin Chawla and
Justice Ravinder Dudeja noted that the matters were already “part heard” before a coordinate bench. As the
petitions were placed before them for the first time, the judges took note of an earlier order dated December 11,
2025, which had directed that the matters be listed next for further arguments.Observing that judicial propriety
required continuity, the Bench said the petitions would be listed before the same bench that had earlier heard the
matter. “The order says list for further arguments. We are listing it before the same bench for propriety reasons,”
the court said, while directing that the cases be placed before a Division Bench headed by Justice Vivek Chaudhary
on January 23, subject to orders of the Chief Justice.

The batch of petitions seeks an independent SIT investigation into the 2020 riots in North East Delhi, which left
over 50 people dead, as well as the 2019 violence at Jamia Millia Islamia. The pleas also seek the registration of
FIRs against political leaders for alleged hate speeches and action against police officers accused of failing to
prevent the violence or of using excessive force.

One of the petitions, filed by Shaikh Mujtaba, seeks the registration of FIRs against BJP leaders Kapil Mishra,
Anurag Thakur, Parvesh Verma and Abhay Verma, alleging that their speeches incited violence. The plea also
seeks action against errant police personnel.

Another petition by Lawyers Voice seeks action over alleged hate speeches by a wide range of political leaders and
public figures cutting across party lines. The names cited include Congress leaders Sonia Gandhi, Rahul Gandhi
and Priyanka Gandhi Vadra, former deputy chief minister Manish Sisodia, AAP MLA Amanatullah Khan, AIMIM
leaders Akbaruddin Owaisi and Asaduddin Owaisi, former AIMIM MLA Warris Pathan, activist Harsh Mander, actor
Swara Bhasker, student leader Umar Khalid, lawyer Mehmood Pracha and former Bombay High Court judge B G
Kolse Patil, among others.

CPM leader Brinda Karat has also approached the court, seeking an independent investigation into complaints
alleging offences and atrocities by members of the Delhi Police, the Rapid Action Force and other state
functionaries during the riots.

Another petitioner, Ajay Gautam, has sought a probe by the National Investigation Agency into the alleged
funding and sponsorship of protests against the Citizenship Amendment Act. He has also sought FIRs against
leaders such as Waris Pathan, Asaduddin Owaisi and Salman Khurshid for allegedly making inflammatory
statements.

Separate pleas have been filed by Jamia students who allege they were assaulted by the police during the campus
violence. One such petitioner, Nabila Hasan, had approached the National Human Rights Commission, which later
observed that the protest amounted to an unlawful assembly. The Delhi Police has maintained that CCTV footage
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from the campus and surrounding areas was preserved in time and has opposed any transfer of investigation.
The Supreme Court has repeatedly flagged the prolonged pendency of these cases. In December 2021 and again

in October 2023, it urged the High Court to hear the matters expeditiously, noting that the petitions have
remained pending for years.
