Controversy Surrounds 'Ghooskhor Pandat' Film Over Title Claims

Protests arise over Netflix's 'Ghooskhor Pandat' film title, prompting Neeraj Pandey to apologise and withdraw
promotional material amid backlash.

The anticipated Netflix film 'Ghooskhor Pandat' has ignited controversy in India, leading to legal action following
objections regarding its title. On February 6, 2026, the Uttar Pradesh Police filed a First Information Report (FIR)
against the film's creators after numerous complaints suggested that the title could disrupt social harmony and
offend religious and caste sensibilities.

The FIR was initiated in response to the film's teaser, which features Manoj Bajpayee in the role of a corrupt police
officer. This teaser, released during a recent Netflix event in Mumbai, attracted swift backlash, particularly
concerning the perceived derogatory implications of the term 'Pandat' — a colloquial term for Brahmins — when
combined with 'Ghooskhor,' which refers to a bribe-taker. Critics argue that this association unfairly stereotypes
the Brahmin community.

Prominent political figures have joined the outcry against the film. Mayawati, leader of the Bahujan Samaj Party,
stated on social media that it was disheartening to see the term 'Pandit' depicted negatively in cinema.
Additionally, Vinod Bansal, spokesperson for the Vishwa Hindu Parishad, denounced the title as 'totally
unacceptable,’ viewing it as an affront to a respected segment of Hindu society.

Further escalating the situation, a petition was lodged in the Delhi High Court, claiming that the film title
intentionally maligns the Brahmin community by linking it to corruption. In light of these events, the National
Human Rights Commission has also taken action, issuing a notice to India's Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting regarding the negative portrayal of a recognised social group.

In response to the backlash, Neeraj Pandey, the film's producer and director, expressed regret for any distress
caused by the title. He clarified via social media that 'Ghooskhor Pandat' is not a commentary on any community,
stating, 'Our film is a fictional cop drama'. Pandey further underscored that 'Pandat' was used merely as a
character name in the narrative, describing it as a depiction of morally ambiguous actions rather than a reflection
on real-life communities.

Additionally, Manoj Bajpayee took to social media to share his perspective, urging that the film should not be
interpreted as targeting any group. He noted, 'I respect the emotions and concerns people have shared.' His
commitment to addressing the hurt caused was clear when he remarked that filmmakers must listen when a
project evokes negative feelings.

The Federation of Western India Cine Employees (FWICE) has also condemned the title. BF Tiwari, the President of
FWICE, stated that such filmmakers disrespect communal sentiments and called for a ban on the film and its
creators. He emphasised that the organisation would not offer any cooperation to the producers or the streaming
platform.

The uproar surrounding 'Ghooskhor Pandat' has highlighted the challenges filmmakers face regarding sensitive
portrayal of communities in contemporary cinema. While the film is slated for release later this year, the ongoing
discussions suggest a potentially tumultuous journey ahead for the project's completion and public reception.
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Ghooskhor Pandit controversy freedom of expression limits

In a brewing storm that has engulfed Bollywood even before a single frame hits the screens, the film Ghooskhor
Pandat, directed by Niraj Pandey and starring Manoj Bajpayee, is at the centre of intense controversy. Critics and
members of the Brahmin community have accused the film's title of deliberately tarnishing the image of Hindu
priests. The title, which loosely translates to "bribe-taking Brahman" or "corrupt priest," is seen by many as a
direct attack on a respected caste identifier, linking it to criminality and generalizing an entire community. This
backlash has escalated rapidly, drawing in political leaders, police action, and legal interventions across India.
The outrage began with allegations that the title defames Brahmins by portraying them as inherently corrupt. In
Uttar Pradesh, Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has directed the filing of First Information Reports (FIRs) against the
filmmakers. Former Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Mayawati has been vocal in her condemnation, describing the
title as a matter of "great sorrow and concern" that spreads anger nationwide and negatively stereotypes the
Brahmin community. She has demanded an immediate ban on the film and supported the FIR lodged at
Lucknow's Hazratganj police station.

Adding to the pressure, the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued a notice to the Ministry of
Information and Broadcasting, alleging that the film promotes negative stereotypes and vilifies a social group. In
response, the filmmakers have insisted that the movie is being judged solely by its title, not its content. Director
Niraj Pandey has clarified that Ghooskhor Pandat is a fictional cop thriller, where "Pandat" serves as a colloquial
nickname for the flawed police officer character, Ajay Dikshit, played by Bajpayee. Bajpayee himself has
emphasized that the character's journey is about self-realization, not social commentary. As a conciliatory gesture
amid the uproar, the team has removed all promotional materials, including the teaser, while awaiting court
decisions.

This incident is far from isolated in Indian cinema, where films have repeatedly bowed to social and political
pressures. Historical precedents abound: In 2007, then-Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Mayawati demanded a
nationwide ban on Madhuri Dixit's comeback film “Aaja Nachle” over a lyric deemed derogatory to Dalits.
Filmmaker Yash Chopra issued an apology, and the film was released only after interventions from the Central
Board of Film Certification (CBFC) and the National Commission for Scheduled Castes.

Similarly, Shah Rukh Khan's Billu Barber dropped "Barber" from its title following protests from salon associations
who found the term offensive, rebranding it as Billu. Mental Hai Kya became Judgementall Hai Kya after criticism
for insensitivity toward mental health. Deepa Mehta's Padmavati was renamed Padmaavat amid Karni Sena
protests, and John Abraham's Jaffna was changed to Madras Cafe due to objections from Sri Lanka. These
examples highlight how filmmakers often navigate a minefield of demands from various societal groups, with
courts, censors, politicians, and public outrage dictating changes.

A BJP spokesperson strongly condemned the title, arguing it deliberately targets Hindus and Brahmins, inciting
unrest and promoting negative stereotypes. He questioned the filmmakers' intentions, suggesting the title was
chosen for sensationalism and eyeballs, drawing parallels to past films like Padmaavat where historical figures
were portrayed controversially. Giri emphasized that while fiction allows creativity, generalizing a community as
corrupt is unacceptable and could lead to societal division. He maintained that if content or titles cause trouble,
communities have the right to complain.

An author and film historian echoed some of these concerns, asserting that the title was intentionally provocative

to attract attention in a crowded market like Netflix, where dozens of films release daily. He pointed out that titles
are crucial for evoking reactions and cited examples like Wednesday (another Pandey film) or R... Rajkumar, where
names set expectations. He argued that if the filmmakers believed the title was harmless, they should stand by it,
but the backlash—including FIRs and potential boycotts—reflects the realities of India's diverse society.

He dismissed claims of unintentional offense, noting that in an era of short attention spans, titles are designed for
maximum impact, and filmmakers cannot feign surprise at the fallout. He also referenced broader issues in
cinema, such as stereotypes of Muslims as terrorists or villains in skull caps, acknowledging that objections arise
across communities but often lead to changes for commercial viability.

A senior film critic and writer offered a more balanced view, defending the filmmakers' artistic freedom and
integrity. He described Niraj Pandey as a mature director focused on business, not malice, citing his recent Netflix
release Tuskeri as evidence of his non-controversial track record. He argued that the title, while evocative, was
unintentional in its offense, and Netflix, as an international platform reaching 122 countries, would prioritize
avoiding communal controversy by changing it. He stressed that films mirror society and are inspired by reality,
but not meant to malign groups.

The episode underscored the confusion in drawing lines: some films educate, others entertain, yet objections
arise universally. As Netflix has already pulled promotional material and the title change looms, the incident raises
broader questions about who decides offensiveness—courts, politicians, or the public—and whether Indian
cinema can ever truly escape such scrutiny. The story continues to unfold, with the film's fate hanging in the
balance.

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Mid-Day Meal Or Medical Emergency? Bihar School Incident Leaves Over 70 Kids Ill

vernment school is usually the most ordinary thing. Steel plates, a quick line, kids complaining about the sabzi,
someone asking for extra rice, and teachers trying to keep the noise under control. But unfortunately, this was
not what unfolded at the lunch table in Bihar's Madhepura district.

Soon after children were served their mid-may meals, a side of panic from their plates took over. A few
complained of falling sick, stomach pain, dizziness, and uneasiness. Soon the number grew, as dozens of children
held their stomachs to express the growing pains. And soon after, 70 students were rushed to nearby health
centres.

How did the incident unfold?

The incident happened at a school in Karu Tola, Sahugarh area of Madhepura. The children had their mid-day
meal and soon after they started complaining of having a sick feeling in their stomachs. First, it began with 2-3
kids who faced vomiting, nausea, and sick tummies. Then the situation spread to a dozen, which cleared any or all
doubts regarding “maybe that child was ill beforehand” and revealed the true scale of the issue.

Students were shifted quickly to nearby primary health centres and later to the district hospital as the number
kept rising. Hospitals are filled with anxious families. Outside, parents gathered with a peculiar kind of fear that
shows up only when one's own children are involved.

The affected children were treated and stabilised. Doctors carefully attended to children’s issues; some faced
abdominal pain, while others felt nausea and dizziness. All in all, they all were the markers of suspected food-
related illness.

The symptoms were serious, and so is the story

Because hear us out, mid-day meals are not just any meals. For millions of children in rural parts of India, the mid-
day meal is the one food they can really count on. This programme was created for one reason: to keep kids in
school and make sure they get the nutrition they need.

So when something goes wrong, it is not about food poisoning. It affects something important. Parents start to
wonder if the school is a place for their children and children begin to see lunch as something that is connected to
fear.

At this point, we have to wait for the lab results to come back. People are still guessing what really happened.
They want to know if an ingredient was contaminated or if the food had gone bad. They also want to know if the
water that was used was contaminated. Food storage is another thing they look at or whether there was an
accident during cooking that caused contamination in the food.

Meanwhile, The Human Scene Was Unforgettable

Teachers became the first responders as they took over the scene. They ordered and arranged to empty
classrooms and call ambulances. Soon, wrought with panic, parents too arrived at the hospitals. Local residents
hoped for just one thing, which was transparency, as when children are involved, emotions become inconsolable.
India Today said that what happened caused a lot of worry in the area and families want someone to take
responsibility and give them answers. The families are looking for accountability from the people in charge of the
incident.

This Isn't Just Madhepura, Similar Stories Keep Appearing
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That is the really unsettling part. Not because mid-day meals are bad, c’'mon, they feed millions of people every
day. But when mistakes happen, they happen at a large scale. The scale of those affected cannot be measured,
because the people involved in the case are already vulnerable.

And it is also important to remember that it is not one person, it is a whole school and many families that are
affected.

The meal that shocked everyone: Mokama, Bihar

In the year 2025, a lunch at school ended in shock and dismay, rather than with a full stomach and a happy
feeling. The Bihar case was in the news because it was so shocking that it felt like something that could not be
real. A snake, yes, a dead snake, was found in the food that the kids were served at a school in Mokama, which is
near Patna.

More than 100 children fell sick post it. Since the cause was so shocking and so deadly, the illness sparked
protests and the National Human Rights Commission took suo moto cognisance. It also called for a report from
the Bihar authorities. It became such a poignant example that people could not forget because it felt so bizarre.
But for the families that were actually living this nightmare, it was truly terrifying.

The Curious Case Of Sambar & Rice At Sangareddy, Telangana

Just earlier this year, in Telangana'’s Sangareddy district, around 22 students were hospitalised, and a
contaminated mid-day meal was behind it. They consumed the South Indian meal of sambhar and rice for lunch
that day. It was not something that the cooking specialists did not know how to make; it was more like their daily
meal.

The symptoms came fast like a big wave. The kids got sick with vomiting and stomach pain. They got ill all of a
sudden. The kids got treatment, and they got better. A story about a different city, a different incident, but the
same shock effect. The kids would eat lunch, and then they would end up in the hospital. The story of the school
and the kids is really about the pattern of kids eating lunch and then getting really sick.

So, where does that leave us?

The point is not panic, the point is care. The Madhepura incident is still unfolding and will reveal important details
once the investigation follows. The lab reports will be telling and the inquiry will solve questions. But right now,
what matters most is the simplest thing: that children are safe and families deserve clarity. And school meals,
something so basic, so everyday, should never become something parents fear, because lunch should be ordinary
and should certainly not feel like an emergency.
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10 Birhor Children Rescued from Gaya After Going Missing from Koderma

Koderma/Ranchi: Ten Birhor kids from Gadiyai hamlet in Koderma district, who had gone missing after attending
a feast at Parsabad around a week ago, were rescued from Gaya (Gayaji) in Bihar on Saturday. A team from
Koderma brought back the kids to the state after completing the formalities. SP Anudeep Singh said the children
wandered off, boarded the train at Parsabad, and were unable to get off at Yadudih station, which is near their
hamlet.

Birhors fall under the Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Group (PVTG) and are among Jharkhand’s most vulnerable
population. In Koderma, the Birhor community has a population of approximately 1,900 members across 21
villages.

On Friday, the administration went into a tizzy after their parents lodged a complaint with the Jainagar police
station about the missing kids. Koderma SP Anudeep Singh formed multiple special investigation teams to trace
them. Union minister for women and child development and Koderma MP Annapurna Devi had called for urgent
action. The Koderma police had announced a reward of Rs 1 lakh for any information leading to their
whereabouts.

The children had gone with their family members to attend a feast at Parsabad, around 3km away from their
settlement. While the adults returned home following the event, the children did not. Initially, the families
believed that the youngsters might have stayed back with their relatives or were playing nearby, but as days
passed, panic gripped the hamlet as there were no signs of the children.

After a couple of days, when Rajendra Prasad Yadav, the head of Berogai panchayat, learnt about the case from
their parents, he alerted the local block development office and the police. However, the distraught parents
managed to file a complaint with the police on Friday.

The rescue of the children was the result of a chance breakthrough involving the Gaya Child Helpline. While the
children were rescued by locals and police on February 2, the language barrier prevented them from
communicating their details, including names or home addresses, to the officials in Bihar.

The Gaya Child Welfare Committee (CWC) had placed the children in various protective shelters across Gaya,
Nawada, and Aurangabad. The deadlock was broken when Amit Pathak, the district coordinator of Childline in
Gaya, spotted news reports regarding the missing children from Koderma and alerted the Jainagar police station
on Saturday.

Human rights activist Onkar Vishwakarma on Saturday lodged a complaint with the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC), accusing police of delayed action in the 10 missing kids case. Talking to STOI over the phone,
he said, “The Koderma police, despite being apprised earlier didn't react or take any initiative. The local mukhiya
had approached the police station with the info, but they didn't take it seriously. Only on Friday, an FIR was filed
after parents turned up at the station, and the matter reached higher-ups in the administration. Hence, I have
requested the NHRC for action against erring cops.”
