Taking cognisance of the matter the
NHRC observed that, prima facie, the
allegations point to a violation of the
victim’s human rights and directed the
Registry to issue notices to the DCP,
North Delhi, and the Vice Chancellor of
Delhi University.

He
underlined that leprosy
should not be seen only as
amedical condition, but al-
50 as a social issue shaped
by stigma and discrimina-
tion.He called for a com-
prehensive, rights-based

coordination.

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NHRC orders action taken report within two weeks on assault of DU journalist

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has directed the Deputy Commissioner of Police (DCP) of North
Delhi and the Vice Chancellor of Delhi University to conduct an inquiry into the alleged assault of a female
journalist and content creator at Delhi University during a protest on February 13, 2026. The Commission has
instructed them to submit an Action Taken Report within two weeks.

The NHRC notice outlines the complainant’s allegations that the journalist was violently attacked by a mob on
North Campus while covering a UGC protest. The attackers reportedly targeted her because of her caste identity,
subjected her to verbal abuse and physical assault, threatened her with violence, and attempted to outrage her
modesty.

According to the notice, the complainant contends that the incident constitutes caste-based violence, infringes
upon press freedom, and seriously violates her fundamental rights to life, dignity, and personal security. The
complainant has requested an impartial investigation, legal action against those responsible, provision of security,
legal aid, and compensation.

The NHRC observed what appeared to be prima facie violations of the victim’s human rights. Taking cognisance
under section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the Commission, presided over by Member Priyank
Kanoongo, has issued the notice to the DCP and the Vice Chancellor.

The notice states: “The Registry is directed to issue a notice to the DCP, North Delhi and the Vice Chancellor, Delhi
University, with directions to get the allegations made in the complaint inquired into and to submit an Action
Taken Report within two weeks for perusal of the Commission.”

Member Priyank Kanoongo also expressed on his official X account: “A complaint has been received of violent
misconduct towards a female journalist at Delhi University. We are taking cognizance, and the miscreants will be
dealt with as per the law.

DU journalist assault: NHRC issues notice to DCP, VC for report

NHRC issues notice to Delhi Police and DU VC over the alleged assault on a female journalist during a UGC
protest. The commission has demanded an Action Taken Report within two weeks, citing a prima facie violation of
human rights.

NHRC Takes Cognizance of Assault

The National Human Rights Commission on Monday issued a notice to Deputy Commissioner of Police (DCP) of
North Delhi and the Vice Chancellor of Delhi University regarding the recent incident where a female journalist
and content creator was allegedly assaulted by a mob at Delhi University during a UGC protest, directing them to
make an inquiry into the case and submit an Action Taken Report within two weeks.

Details of the Complaint

The notice detailed the allegations made by the complainant, stating, "The complainant alleged that a woman
journalist and content creator was violently assaulted by a mob while she was covering a protest in support of
UGC at a Delhi University's North Campus on 13.02.2026. The complainant further alleged that the attackers
targeted her on the basis of her caste identity, verbally abused her, and physically assaulted/ attacked her,
threatened her with violence, and attempted to outrage her" "The complainant also alleged that the incident
amounts to caste-based violence, an attack on the freedom of the press, and a serious violation of her
fundamental rights to life, dignity, and personal security. The complainant sought the intervention of the
Commission in the matter and requested an impartial investigation, action against the culprits/accused,
security/safety, legal aid and compensation to the victim.", the letter reads.

Action Taken Report Demanded

It added that Prima Facie the allegations seem to be violations of the human rights of the victim. As per the letter,
the Bench of the National Human Rights Commission, which is presided over by Priyank Kanoong, Member, took
cognizance u/s 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, in the matter. "The Registry is directed to issue a
notice to the DCP, North Delhi and the Vice Chancellor, Delhi University, with directions to get the allegations
made in the complaint inquired into and to submit an Action Taken Report within two weeks for perusal of the
Commission," the NHRC stated in the notice.

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State transport dept tightens safety norms after private bus fire tragedy; 8 rules made mandatory

Bengaluru, Feb 16: Following the fire tragedy involving a private bus in Chitradurga last month, the state
government has reportedly begun taking passenger safety more seriously. The National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) has also intervened in the matter, seeking measures to prevent such fire-related incidents.
Acting on the commission’s directions, the state transport department held an important meeting with private
bus owners and has issued strict instructions to mandatorily implement eight safety regulations to prevent future
mishaps.

The meeting, held under the chairmanship of the transport minister recently, saw detailed discussions on the
design of private buses—especially sleeper buses—their safety arrangements and fire prevention measures. After
the Chitradurga fire tragedy, the NHRC had written to the state government urging a re-examination of safety
standards in private buses. In response, the transport department swung into action and directed that at least
eight major safety rules must be compulsorily implemented by the end of February. Accordingly, the transport
minister issued a stern warning to private bus owners, making it clear that compliance with these rules is
mandatory.

As announced by the transport department, the following eight safety norms have been made compulsory for
sleeper buses:

* The rear door behind the driver in sleeper buses must be opened.

* Sliders must be provided in sleeper berths.

* Fire detection systems must be installed within a month.

+ Installation of a 10-kg fire extinguisher is mandatory.

* Unauthorised extension of the chassis has been prohibited.

* Certification from an approved testing agency is compulsory.

* Fitness certificates (FC) will be issued only if passenger safety standards are met.

* Registration will be allowed only after verifying the authenticity of the bus body-building agency.

Officials clarified during the meeting that strict action will be initiated against buses that fail to comply with these
norms. Measures such as cancellation of fitness certificates, restrictions on bus operations and imposition of fines
may also be enforced.

Overall, the government, having learned lessons from private bus fire accidents, has adopted a firm stance with
no room for leniency when it comes to protecting passengers' lives. The newly announced safety rules are
expected to be implemented on the ground by the end of February.

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Human Rights Commission Can't Entertain Private Property Disputes: Gujarat High Court Issues Directions To
Prevent Jurisdictional Overreach

Observing that a grievance relating to share in property “cannot, by any stretch of imagination, be treated as a
violation of human rights,” the Gujarat High Court quashed proceedings initiated by the State Human Rights
Commission in a family property dispute.

In doing so the court also issued detailed directions to regulate the Commission's exercise of jurisdiction while
considering cases of human rights violation.

Justice Niral R. Mehta held that the present case was a “clear instance” where the State Human Rights Commission
had exercised powers not conferred upon it under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The Court
emphasised that proceedings under the Act are not meant for settlement of private civil disputes and that
entertaining such complaints amounts to usurpation of the jurisdiction of the civil court.

"On a combined reading of the relevant provisions of the Act and the Human Rights Regulations, 1994, it is clear
that the complaint filed by respondent No.4 before respondent No.3- Commission regarding her alleged share in
the property was wholly misconceived. The dispute was already pending before the competent Civil Court, and
the allegations of so-called human rights violations were made against private individuals who are not public
servants. Therefore, the proceedings initiated by the Commission were legally untenable, not maintainable, and
amount to an abuse of the process of law. The complaint was filed with mala fide intent to resolve a private
property dispute under the guise of human rights violations and to overreach the civil proceedings already
initiated by respondent No.4 herself.

It appears that after the complaint was filed, the Commission issued summons as well as bailable and non-
bailable warrants, which ultimately resulted in a settlement being reached in favour of respondent No.4 by
coercing the petitioners. The present case, therefore, is a clear example of abuse of legal process. Unfortunately,
the Human Rights Commission committed a serious error in entertaining such a complaint and in initiating
proceedings, including issuance of summons and warrants. For the reasons stated above, the Commission could
not have initiated proceedings on such a vague complaint, especially when it lacked jurisdiction..."

The court further laid down directions and guidelines "regarding the jurisdiction and exercise of powers" by the
Human Rights Commission to ensure that, in future, the powers under the Act are not abused and the process of
law is not misused:

Before taking cognizance, including suo motu cognizance, the Commission must conduct a primary scrutiny to
ascertain whether the complaint prima facie discloses a violation of human rights as defined under Section 2(d),
and such satisfaction must be recorded in writing.

Regulation 9 must be borne in mind at the threshold, particularly where the complaint relates to civil disputes
such as title, possession, partition or contractual obligations.

Commission shall not entertain complaints predominantly involving private civil disputes unless there is
demonstrable State action resulting in a recognizable human rights violation.

Where proceedings concerning the same subject matter are pending before a court, the Commission must seek a
declaration regarding such pendency and refrain from running parallel proceedings or overlapping with judicial
adjudication.

Any decision taking cognizance of a complaint must be after holding preliminary inquiry and supported by a brief
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written order recording the satisfaction of the Commission that the complainant discloses a prima facie case of
violation of human rights; and Inquiry by the Commission is legally maintainable

The Bench also cautioned that issuance of summons, bailable or non-bailable warrants must not be done casually,
but only after proper application of mind, with recorded reasons, and as a measure of last resort.

Public Officials shall not be arraigned as party in any private dispute

The case arose from a dispute over agricultural lands in village Zundal, Gandhinagar. Respondent No.4 had
executed a relinquishment deed in 2015 in favour of the petitioners but later filed a suit seeking cancellation of
that deed and claiming her share. During the pendency of the civil suit, she approached the State Human Rights
Commission alleging violation of her human rights for not being given a share in the property. The Commission
issued notices and directed the parties to take steps to give her share through mediation.

The High Court noted that the complaint before the Commission was essentially based on a private property
claim between private individuals and that no allegation of violation by a public servant was made. It further
observed that the dispute was already sub judice before a competent civil court and that the Commission had
nonetheless proceeded to issue notices, summons and even warrants, ultimately resulting in a settlement.

After analysing Sections 2(d), 12, 17 and 36 of the Act along with Regulation 9 of the National Human Rights
Commission (Procedure) Regulations, 1994, the Court held that a private property dispute does not fall within the
statutory definition of “human rights,” which is confined to rights relating to life, liberty, equality and dignity
guaranteed by the State Constitution. It also underlined that the Commission is barred from inquiring into
matters beyond one year of the alleged violation and from entertaining complaints relating to civil disputes or
matters that are sub judice.

The Court further observed that the Commission must periodically sensitise and train its members and staff
regarding the statutory limits of jurisdiction, the distinction between civil rights and human rights, and the proper
exercise of inquiry powers.

The Court quashed the proceedings for being wholly without jurisdiction and allowed the plea.

Case title: MAHENDRA SHANABHAI PATEL & ORS. v/s THE DISTRICT MAGISTRATE & ORS
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Civil Disputes Needs Adjudication By Court of Law: Gujarat HC Quashes Human Rights Commission Proceedings,
Issues Guidelines

State Human Rights Commission cannot assume jurisdiction over civil disputes or run parallel to pending suits

The Gujarat High Court has held that a private dispute concerning share in immovable property cannot be
converted into a human rights complaint under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The Court quashed the
proceedings initiated by the State Human Rights Commission, observing that it acted beyond its statutory
mandate, and that such matters fall exclusively within the domain of civil courts.

Furthermore, clarifying the limits of the Commission’s jurisdiction, the Court observed that the Commission
cannot conduct parallel inquiries, issue summons or warrants, or facilitate settlement in disputes that are
essentially civil in character and already sub judice before a competent court.

It also issued guidelines directing the Commission to conduct primary scrutiny before taking cognizance, refrain
from entertaining predominantly civil disputes, avoid parallel proceedings in sub judice matters, and exercise
restraint in issuing summons or warrants.

Justice Niral R. Mehta observed,”...The Commission cannot conduct inquiries or proceedings in a casual manner
that defeats the object and intent of the legislature. It is expected to exercise its powers with due caution and
circumspection. Before initiating any proceedings, the Commission must form at least a prima facie opinion
regarding the existence of a human rights violation. The Commission is also required to be vigilant, particularly
where the complaint itself discloses that the dispute is predominantly civil in nature and requires adjudication by
a court of law. In the present case, the dispute is admittedly a private property dispute between individuals.
Therefore, the Commission ought to have applied its mind before initiating proceedings under the Act as to
whether the dispute fell within the scope of the Human Rights Act. Entertaining such a complaint, issuing
summons, and taking cognizance can have serious consequences.

“...In the present case, no such due consideration was shown, and the proceedings were initiated in a casual
manner, which, in the opinion of this Court, amounts to usurpation of the jurisdiction of the Civil Court. A
grievance relating to share in property cannot, by any stretch of imagination, be treated as a violation of human
rights. Even assuming that the Commission was of the view that there was a human rights violation, it was still
incumbent upon it to first ascertain whether any civil proceedings were pending before a court of law and, if so, to
obtain prior permission from the concerned court before proceeding further, as mandated by law” .

Advocate Tattvam K. Patel appeared for the petitioner and Kanva Antani, AGP appeared for the respondent.

In the present matter, a relinquishment deed was executed on 15-12-2015 by respondent No. 4 in favour of the
petitioners in respect of ancestral property situated at village Zundal, District Gandhinagar.

Pursuant to which, nearly ten years later, respondent No. 4 instituted a civil suit seeking cancellation of the
relinquishment deed along with reliefs of declaration, injunction and partition, where the civil suit remains
pending before the competent court.

During the pendency of the suit, respondent No. 4 approached the State Human Rights Commission alleging
violation of her human rights on the ground that she had not been granted her share in the property.
Therefore, acting on the complaint, the Commission issued notices to the petitioners and also to senior revenue
officials, including the District Magistrate and Mamlatdar. The Commission directed the parties to explore
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settlement and subsequently issued summons and warrants, which ultimately led to a compromise between the
parties.

Accordingly, challenging the Commission’s actions under Articles 226 and 227 of the Constitution of India, the
petitioners contended that the dispute was purely civil in nature and did not involve any violation of human rights
as defined under Section 2(d) of the Act. They also argued that the complaint was barred by limitation under
Section 36(2), as the alleged cause of action related to a deed executed in 2015.

The Court while examining the statutory framework, analysed Sections 2(d), 12, 17, 18, 29 and 36 of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993, along with Regulation 9 of the National Human Rights Commission (Procedure)
Regulations, 1994.

The Court said that “human rights” under the Act are confined to rights relating to life, liberty, equality and dignity
guaranteed by the Constitution or embodied in international covenants and enforceable by courts in India.

“...this Court is firmly of the opinion that the initiation of inquiry by respondent No.3 in a private dispute between
two private individuals not only exceeded its jurisdiction but also amounted to usurpation of the powers of the
Civil Court. The Human Rights Commission is a statutory body constituted under the Act and is expected to
function strictly within the limits of its statutory authority. Proceedings under the Act are not meant for settlement
of private property disputes”, it noted.

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Grant medical college MBBS students on indefinite hunger strike over gymkhana control, dilution of elected
body's powers

Mumbai: More than 200 medical students of Grant Government Medical College and Sir J] Group of Hospitals,
Mumbai, have gone on an indefinite hunger strike from today (February 16) over concerns about the college
administration's control in the functioning of the GMC Gymkhana and reducing the powers of the elected student
body, affecting 'student autonomy.'

The students decided to take this step after months of written representations to the college administration
allegedly received no response. The protest has been called by the Grant Medical College Students Association
(GMCSA) to protect their fundamental, academic, and democratic rights.

According to the association, students and resident doctors have formally submitted written representations
through institutional channels, citing guidelines and regulations of the National Human Rights Commission
(NHRC), the National Medical Commission (NMC), the Maharashtra University of Health Sciences (MUHS), and the
University Grants Commission (UGC), but did not receive any concrete and written solution.

"The central issue leading to this decision is the continued interference in the functioning of the GMC Gymkhana
and the dilution of powers of the officially elected student body, GMCSA," said the association in a press release.
The association stated that the Advisory Committee has been turned into an Administrative Committee, which
takes decision-making powers away from elected student representatives. They also allege that the
administration is interfering in matters that were traditionally handled by students. The proposed Public-Private
Partnership (PPP) model is opposed by students as they believe it affects transparency and the college’s
autonomy.

They further claimed that student spaces and facilities are being taken over, the Gymkhana's financial and
operational independence is being reduced, and the authority of elected GMCSA members is being weakened.
The students insist that all powers and decision-making related to the Gymkhana should remain with GMCSA, and
the administration should only play an advisory role, not as a controlling administrative body.

Medical Dialogues had earlier reported that for medical students at the Grant Medical College, the Grant
Government Medical College Students' Association (GMCSA) Gymkhana near Marine Drive has been more than
just an open ground. It is a space where medical students unwind, play sports, organise cultural programmes,
and look after their mental and physical well-being. However, a change in the control of the Gymkhana and the
ongoing plan to build a clubhouse there triggered protests from around 60 to 80 medical students in December
2025, who gathered at the gymkhana grounds near Marine Drive to express their disappointment.

The issue began earlier in 2025 when the management of the GMCSA Gymkhana was shifted from the college's
elected general secretary to a government-appointed governing body. The new committee includes
representatives from the Directorate of Medical Education and Research, officials from the Medical Education and
Pharmaceuticals Department, the dean, the student general secretary, and the superintendent of Sir JJ Group of
Hospitals.

This reportedly left the students anxious, who fear that this shift will erode their longstanding access to what has
traditionally been a student-governed space. The gymkhana currently includes an open field, old sports facilities,
and a cricket pitch shared with the Police Gymkhana.
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Among these, the other critical issues highlighted by the students that remained unsolved include Inadequate
and unsafe hostel facilities for resident doctors, lack of access to clean drinking water, insufficient campus
security, especially for resident doctors and female students, and poor quality of mess/canteen facilities and
irregular and delayed payment of stipends to resident doctors and interns

The movement has received official support from the Maharashtra Association of Resident Doctors (MARD JJH),
which will actively participate.

"GMCSA reiterates that this step has been taken within the framework of law, university regulations, and human
rights principles, solely to protect democratic student governance, institutional integrity, and the dignity of
students and resident doctors. The concerned authorities are urged to intervene immediately and resolve the
issues at the earliest," mentioned the press release.

Speaking to Medical Dialogues, J.J. Hospital MARD president Dr Mahesh Tidke said, "As of now, ug students are
doing a protest, and we are supporting them. If the issue is not resolved, then resident doctors will actively
participate in a protest. If needed, Central MARD, BMC MARD & all residents' associations will support us."

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NHRC seeks report from Delhi Police, DU over alleged assault of woman journalist at protest

NHRC intervenes in alleged attack on journalist at Delhi University protest

New Delhi, Feb 16 (IANS) The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to the Deputy
Commissioner of Police (North Delhi) and the Vice Chancellor of the University of Delhi over allegations that a
woman journalist and content creator was violently assaulted while covering a protest at the varsity's North
Campus.

A Bench presided over by NHRC Member Priyank Kanoongo took cognisance of a complaint alleging that the
journalist was attacked by a mob on Friday while reporting on a protest in support of the University Grants
Commission (UGCQ).

According to the complaint, the attackers allegedly targeted her on the basis of her caste identity, verbally abused
her, physically assaulted her, threatened her with violence, and attempted to outrage her modesty.

The complainant stated that the incident constitutes caste-based violence, an attack on press freedom, and a
serious violation of her fundamental rights to life, dignity, and personal security.

Seeking the NHRC's intervention, the complainant requested an impartial investigation into the incident, action
against those responsible, adequate security and safety measures for the victim, and provision of legal aid and
compensation.

Observing that the allegations, if true, prima facie indicate violations of the human rights of the victim, the apex
human rights body took cognisance of the matter under Section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.
The NHRC has directed the DCP (North Delhi) and the Vice Chancellor of Delhi University to inquire into the
allegations and submit an Action Taken Report (ATR) within two weeks for its perusal.

Established under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the NHRC, an autonomous statutory body, is an
embodiment of India's concern for the promotion and protection of human rights.

Its primary role is to protect and promote human rights, defined as the rights relating to life, liberty, equality,
privacy and dignity of individuals guaranteed by the Constitution or embodied in international covenants and
enforceable by courts in India.
