MUMBAL: Five days after a

If the report suggests
negligence, we are prepared o
hook those responsible nnder
Section 307 of the IPC" Fundlar
confirmed.

The minister further dis-
closed rhat 21 individuals,
including the owner of the com-
pany, have been booked for cul-
pable nomicide due o non-
compliance with safety proto-
cols. *This is the first time an
owner has been booked in such
a case,” Fundkar stared. He
esmphasised that the govern-
ment would not hesitate to hold
actountable anyone [ound
guilty, including labour offi-
cials, if negligence is discovered
on their part

Despiie Mg company under-
going six safety andits in the
past, it had been repeatedly
cited for failing 1o meet safety
standards. Fundkar also
revealed that each audit led 1o
legal action for non-compliance.

NHRC takes suo motu cognisance

THE NATIONAL Human Rights Com-
mission (NHRC), India has taken suo
motu cognizance of a media report
stating that at least 18 workers died
and 24 others were injured after anex-
plosion at an explosives manufactur-
ing unit at Raulgaon in Katoltaluka
area of Nagpur, Maharashtra.

The press release issued on Thurs-
day mentioned that the incident hap-
pened inthe factory's packing section
around 7 am on Sunday, 1st March
2026. Several victims have suffered se-
vere burn injuries ranging from 30 to
80 per cent apart from serious trauma.

The Commission has observed that
the contents of the news report, iftrue,

raise serious issues of human rights vi-
olations of the victims.

Therefore, it has issued notices to
the Maharashtra Chief Secretary and
the Director General of Police, calling
for a detailed report on the matter
within two weeks.

The report is expected to include
the status of health of the injured per-
sons and investigation as well as dis-
bursement of compensation to the in-
jured and to the next of kin of the
deceased.

According to the media report, car-
ried on 2nd March 2026, preliminary
findings have suggested possible viol-
ations of Explosives and the Factories
Acts' provisions. Reportedly, a case of
culpable homicide has been registered
against the factory management.

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National Human Rights Commission takes suo motu cognisance of Boisar gas leak, seeks report in 2 weeks

Palghar: The National Human Rights Commission has taken suo motu cognisance of the toxic oleum gas leak in
Boisar in which around 2,600 people, including 1,600 school students, were evacuated. The gas leak took place at
Bhageria Industries Limited, located at plot D-17 in the Boisar MIDC area in Palghar district, on March 2. No one
was hurt in the incident.

Authorities had said that the oleum gas leak originated from the level indicator glass of a 2 KL (2,000-2,500 litre
capacity) day tank. Initially minor, the leak intensified and resulted in the release of dense fumes containing sulfur
trioxide. The thick, fog-like fumes significantly reduced visibility on the factory premises and spread nearly 4-5km
in the locality.

Taking note of the incident, NHRC has issued a notice to the chief secretary of Maharashtra, seeking a detailed
report within two weeks on the circumstances surrounding the gas leak and the measures taken by the
administration.

The NHRC press release, released on March 5, said: "The commission observed that if the media reports are
accurate, the incident raises serious concerns regarding the violation of human rights, particularly relating to
public safety and industrial hazards." It also mentioned: "The NHRC has directed the Maharashtra government to
submit details regarding the cause of the incident, the response measures taken, the impact on local residents,
and steps proposed to prevent similar accidents in the future.”

Police have already registered an FIR under relevant sections against the company management and are awaiting
reports from the Directorate of Industrial Safety and Health (DISH) and the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board
(MPCB) to further investigate the incident.

BHOPAL: Taking cognizance of the recent suicidal death of a female assistant professor of the All-India Institute of
Medical Sciences (AIIMS-Bhopal) allegedly following harassment by her male head of department (HoD), the
National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has ordered inquiry and sought an action taken reportin 15 days.

A complaint was received by the NHRC in the matter related to January 5, 2026 suicidal death by the female
assistant professor. The complainant alleged that the assistant professor died by suicide on January 5, 2026, due
to severe mental harassment and a toxic work culture created by the HoD of Trauma and Emergency Medicine,
AIIMS Bhopal. The complainant further alleged that despite sending three emails regarding her (assistant
professor’s) distress, the administration took no action.

The complainant further alleged institutional negligence, as no FIR has been registered and previous complaints
by other female doctors were suppressed. The complainant sought the intervention of the Commission in the
matter and has requested a high-level independent inquiry into the assistant professor’s death, the HoD’s
accountability and registration of FIR for human rights violation.

The NHRC bench presided by Commission’s member Priyank Kanoongo took cognizance u/s 12 of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993, in the matter. Following it, the Registry was directed to issue a notice to the Secretary,
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, New Delhi, with directions to get the allegations made in the complaint
inquired into.

The Bhopal Police Commissioner, Director, AIIMS-Bhopal have been directed to get the allegations made in the
complaint inquired into and furnish the copies of FIR, PM report and other relevant documents in the matter.
They are also directed to provide the details Prevention of Sexual Harassment (POSH) Committee including the
criteria for being the Member of the Committee, statements of Committee Members, activities of last 3 years
performed by the committee.

Further, the Commission has directed to provide copies of complaints received in the last three years, including
complaints filed by the victim and action taken on all complaints and copies of all statements of former
employees/doctors, as mentioned by the complainant.

The NHRC has directed the authorities to submit an Action Taken Report (ATR) within 15 days.
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NHRC Takes Suo Motu Cognizance of Indore Sewer Deaths, Seeks Report from Authorities

NHRC has taken suo motu cognizance of the death of two sanitation workers in a sewer chamber in Indore and
sought a detailed report from municipal authorities and police within two weeks.

Indore: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of the reported
death of two municipal sanitation workers in a sewer chamber in Indore, Madhya Pradesh.

According to a statement issued on March 5, 2026, the Commission has sent notices to the Indore Municipal
Corporation and the Police Commissioner, asking them to submit a detailed report within two weeks regarding
the incident.

The NHRC stated that if the contents of the media report are true, the incident raises a serious issue of violation of
the human rights of the victims.

The Commission has asked authorities to include the status of the investigation in the report, along with details of
compensation, if any, provided to the next of kin (NoK) of the deceased workers.

As per media reports published on March 3, 2026, the two workers entered a sewer chamber on March 2, 2026, to
retrieve a portion of a suction tanker pipe that had fallen during a de-watering operation. During the process,
they reportedly lost consciousness due to toxic gases inside the chamber.

They were later pulled out and rushed to a hospital, where doctors declared them dead.

The NHRC has emphasized the need for a thorough investigation into the circumstances of the incident and
accountability to ensure the safety and rights of sanitation workers.
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NHRC seeks report on AIIMS Bhopal assistant professor’s suicide amid harassment claims

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken cognisance of a complaint involving the suicide of a
female assistant professor at AIIMS Bhopal, reportedly linked to harassment by her Head of Department, and has
requested an action taken report from the relevant authorities within 15 days.

The Commission, led by member Priyank Kanoongo, directed that notices be issued to the Secretary of the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, New Delhi; the Director of AIIMS Bhopal; and the Commissioner of Police,
Bhopal. It has asked these authorities to conduct an inquiry into the allegations and to submit documents
including the FIR copy, the post-mortem report, and other case-related records within the stipulated timeframe.
Speaking to ANI, NHRC member Priyank Kanoongo stated, “We have received a complaint that a female
anaesthetist assistant professor committed suicide because of her HOD's harassment. This incident is two months
old, but the complainant said that there was no proper action taken in the case. The victim had complained three
times against her HOD to the administration before her death. There are allegations that no action was taken on
those complaints, resulting in her taking the serious step of committing suicide.”

He added, “The fact that there was no action taken even after complaints is quite worrying. Therefore, we have
sent a notice asking for a detailed report regarding the case within 15 days to the secretary of Health Ministry of
India, Bhopal Police and AIIMS administration. We have asked for FIR copy, post-mortem report and information
about the institute’s Internal Complaints resolution procedure, including the Prevention of Sexual Harassment
(POSH) committee.”

According to a notice issued on March 2, the complainant alleged that the Assistant Professor at AIIMS Bhopal
died on January 5, 2026, due to severe mental harassment and a toxic work culture allegedly created by her Head
of Department. The complainant further stated that despite sending emails regarding her distress, the
administration took no action.

It was also alleged that no FIR was registered and that previous complaints by other female doctors were
suppressed. The complainant called for the Commission’s intervention and requested a high-level independent
inquiry into the death.

The NHRC observed that the allegations prima facie indicated violations of the victim’s human rights and issued
the notices to the concerned authorities, seeking a detailed action taken report within 15 days.

New Delhi, March 5 The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to the Union Health
Ministry, the Director of All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) Bhopal, and the Commissioner of Police,
Bhopal, over allegations that an assistant professor at the institute died due to severe mental harassment and a
toxic work environment.

A Bench presided by NHRC Member Priyank Kanoongo took cognisance of a complaint alleging that the doctor
died on January 5, following prolonged mental harassment allegedly caused by the “toxic” work culture in the
Trauma and Emergency Medicine department at AIIMS Bhopal.

According to the complaint, the victim had sent three emails expressing distress before her death, but the
institute administration allegedly failed to take action.

It was further alleged that institutional negligence occurred as no FIR was registered, and previous complaints by
other female doctors were suppressed.

The complainant sought the NHRC's intervention and requested a high-level independent inquiry into the
circumstances surrounding the death, along with accountability of those responsible and registration of an FIR in
the matter.

Observing that the allegations, if true, prima facie indicate violations of the human rights of the victim, the apex
human rights body issued the notice under Section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.

It has directed the Secretary, Union Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, to inquire into the allegations.

The NHRC has also asked the Bhopal Police Commissioner and the Director of AIIMS Bhopal to conduct an inquiry
and furnish copies of the FIR, post-mortem report, and other relevant documents in the case.

Further, the authorities have been directed to provide details of the institute's POSH (Prevention of Sexual
Harassment) Committee, including the criteria for selection of its members, statements of committee members,
and details of its activities in the past year.

They have also been asked to submit copies of complaints received in the last three years, including those filed by
the victim, along with the action taken reports and statements of former employees or doctors mentioned in the
complaint.

The NHRC has sought an Action Taken Report (ATR) from the concerned authorities within 15 days for its perusal.

The Punjab and Haryana High Court on Thursday asked Punjab DGP Gaurav Yadav to file an affidavit by March 17,
explaining the circumstances surrounding the alleged encounter of Ranjit Singh in Gurdaspur after he joined the
court proceedings through video-conferencing.

“We can't shut our eyes (to the questions being raised around the encounters),” the bench of Justice Anupinder
Singh Grewal and Justice Deepak Manchanda observed after amicus curiae Tanu Bedi referred to reports on
alleged encounter killings in Punjab, submitting that the incidents appeared to reflect a discernible pattern.
Appearing for the state, senior advocate Puneet Bali submitted that proper procedure was being followed in
accordance with the guidelines issued by National Human Rights Commission (NHRC). Thus, the matter was also
being looked into by a magistrate.

Bali also outlined steps being taken by the government to strengthen policing and ensure accountability. He
submitted that a new transfer policy for police officers above the rank of Inspector had been finalised and
forwarded for Cabinet approval.

During the proceedings, the DGP also told the court that all mandatory procedures and the guidelines issued by
NHRC had been scrupulously followed in the case. He added that the Chief Judicial Magistrate had already taken
cognisance and issued directions, while a Special Investigation Team (SIT) had also been constituted to probe the
incident.

The bench had earlier in the day taken suo motu cognisance of the incident. The court noted that the material
placed before it suggested that the deceased youth was about 19 years old and had no prior criminal record.
Issuing notice, the bench made it clear that the state’s stand would be taken into account in the matter before
proceeding further. “We will give you time to respond. You have to satisfy us. We will take further course of action
only after response from you,” the bench told the DGP.

Expressing concern over similarities in recent encounter incidents reported from the state, the court observed
that such developments were raising questions about adherence to the “rule of law”, particularly in a case where
the deceased had no criminal antecedents.

“You may catch them, but you cannot take the law totally into your hands. They have to be dealt with in
accordance with law,” the bench remarked.

Earlier, Bedi informed the court that media reports suggested several encounters that took place in the recent
past and appeared to follow a similar pattern.

The court was also informed that 500 additional patrolling vehicles had been introduced to reinforce field policing
and that more personnel were being deployed for patrol duties. In addition, about one acre of land in Mohali had
been earmarked for setting up a facility aimed at strengthening the emergency response system.
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NHRC issues notice to Maharashtra Government over death of 18 workers at explosives unit

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) sought an explanation from the Maharashtra government on
Thursday (March 5, 2026), regarding the deaths of at least 18 workers in a blast at an explosives manufacturing
unit at Raulgaon, in Katol taluka of Nagpur.

According to reports, the blast occurred in the factory’s packing section on March 1, leaving 24 additional workers
seriously injured. Initial investigations indicate that the incident may involve violations of the Explosives Act and
the Factories Act. Authorities have reportedly registered a case of culpable homicide against the factory's
management.

Taking note of the seriousness of the incident and its possible human rights implications, the NHRC has issued
notices to the State's Chief Secretary and the Director General of Police asking them to submit a detailed report
within two weeks.

The report is expected to provide updates on the medical condition of the injured workers, progress in the
investigation, and the status of compensation for the injured as well as for the families of those who lost their
lives.

In a post on X, he stated that a female Assistant Professor at the
institute allegedly died by suicide after facing repeated harassment and humiliation from a senior official in her
department. According to him, the doctor had filed three separate complaints against the Head of Department,
accusing him of harassment. However, instead of initiating strict action, the hospital management allegedly
attempted to suppress the issue.

Priyank Kanoongo further stated that according to the complaint, the Assistant Professor, distressed and
frustrated over the circumstances, consumed a sedative drug in an attempt to render herself unconscious. She
later died.

Describing the episode as “extremely tragic,” Kanoongo said the suicide of a promising young doctor has deeply
saddened everyone. He informed that the NHRC has issued notices to the Bhopal Police, the management of
AIIMS Bhopal, and the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, directing them to submit a detailed investigation
report, ETV Bharat reported.

The Commission has stated that it will closely monitor the case and ensure strict action against those found guilty.

Therefore, we have sent a notice
asking for a detailed report regarding the case within 15 days to the secretary of Health Ministry of India, Bhopal
Police and AIIMS administration. We have asked for FIR copy, post-mortem report and information about the
institute's Internal Complaints resolution procedure, including the Prevention of Sexual Harassment (POSH)
committee," Kanoongo said.

Media reports claimed that the victim faced severe mental harassment and a toxic work culture allegedly created
by her Head of Department.

Calling the matter "extremely tragic," Kanoongo said the suicide of a promising young doctor has deeply
saddened everyone. He added that the NHRC has issued notices to the Bhopal Police, the management of AIIMS
Bhopal, and the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. They have been directed to submit a detailed investigation
report.

The commission has assured that it will closely monitor the case and ensure strict action against those found
guilty. It also stressed the need for system reforms to prevent such incidents in the future.

New Delhi, March 5 (IANS) The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to the Union Health
Ministry, the Director of All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) Bhopal, and the Commissioner of Police,
Bhopal, over allegations that an assistant professor at the institute died due to severe mental harassment and a
toxic work environment.

A Bench presided by NHRC Member Priyank Kanoongo took cognisance of a complaint alleging that the doctor
died on January 5, following prolonged mental harassment allegedly caused by the “toxic” work culture in the
Trauma and Emergency Medicine department at AIIMS Bhopal.

According to the complaint, the victim had sent three emails expressing distress before her death, but the
institute administration allegedly failed to take action.

It was further alleged that institutional negligence occurred as no FIR was registered, and previous complaints by
other female doctors were suppressed.

The complainant sought the NHRC's intervention and requested a high-level independent inquiry into the
circumstances surrounding the death, along with accountability of those responsible and registration of an FIR in
the matter.

Observing that the allegations, if true, prima facie indicate violations of the human rights of the victim, the apex
human rights body issued the notice under Section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.

It has directed the Secretary, Union Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, to inquire into the allegations.

The NHRC has also asked the Bhopal Police Commissioner and the Director of AIIMS Bhopal to conduct an inquiry
and furnish copies of the FIR, post-mortem report, and other relevant documents in the case.

Further, the authorities have been directed to provide details of the institute’s POSH (Prevention of Sexual
Harassment) Committee, including the criteria for selection of its members, statements of committee members,
and details of its activities in the past year.

They have also been asked to submit copies of complaints received in the last three years, including those filed by
the victim, along with the action taken reports and statements of former employees or doctors mentioned in the
complaint.

The NHRC has sought an Action Taken Report (ATR) from the concerned authorities within 15 days for its perusal.

Delhi: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to the Uttar Pradesh Chief Secretary
and the Senior Superintendent of Police, Gorakhpur, in connection with a botched cataract surgery at a private
hospital, which resulted in at least nine patients losing an eye and nine others losing vision in one eye.
Reportedly, the surgeries were conducted on 30 patients during an Eye Camp on 1st February 2026 at the private
hospital.

Medical Dialogues had earlier reported that in a shocking incident, nine patients lost vision in one eye, and
another nine patients had to get an eye removed after developing infections following cataract surgeries at a
private hospital in Gorakhpur, Uttar Pradesh. The incident prompted authorities to seal the facility and order an
inquiry.

The incident took place at New Rajesh Hitech Hospital on February 1, during an eye camp where 30 patients
underwent cataract surgeries. They said that within 24 hours of the surgeries, several patients began complaining
of severe pain and discharge from the operated eye.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise serious issues of violation of
human rights of the victims. Therefore, it has issued notices to the Chief Secretary, Government of Uttar Pradesh
and the Senior Superintendent of Police, Gorakhpur, Uttar Pradesh, calling for a detailed report on the matter
within two weeks, the PIB stated.

The Punjab and Haryana High Court on Thursday issued a notice to the Punjab Police in connection with the
alleged encounter killing of Ranjit Singh and directed the director general of police (DGP) to file an affidavit
explaining the circumstances of the incident. DGP Gaurav Yadav appeared before the bench through video
conference and responded to the court’s queries during the hearing.

The bench, headed by Justice Anupinder Singh Grewal and also comprising Justice Deepak Manchanda, said it
could not “close its eyes” to the concerns being raised about recent encounters in the state and sought a detailed
response from the police.

The court observed that the material placed before it suggested the deceased youth was around 19 years old and
had no criminal antecedents. “You have to satisfy us,” the bench told the police, adding that the court would
examine the response before deciding the next course of action, including whether the matter should be handed
over to an independent agency.

“We cannot close our eyes to what is happening,” Justice Grewal observed during the hearing, while emphasising
that suspects must be dealt with strictly in accordance with the law.

Ranjit Singh was one of the three youths named by police in the sensational February 22 double murder of
Assistant Sub-Inspector Gurnam Singh and Home Guard jawan Ashok Kumar at a joint checkpost in Adhian
village, barely 2 km from the Pakistan border. Investigators had described the attack as an ISI-orchestrated strike
aimed at spreading terror, with the trio allegedly paid around Rs 20,000 to carry it out. While Dilawar Singh was
arrested immediately and Inderjit Singh was picked up later from Amritsar, Ranjit was declared killed in an
“encounter” three days after the police officials’ killings.

Appearing through video link, the DGP submitted that mandatory procedures were being meticulously followed in
all such cases. He told the court that the directions issued by the Supreme Court in the PUCL versus State of
Maharashtra (2014) judgment, along with the National Human Rights Commission guidelines on encounter
deaths, were being scrupulously adhered to.

He also said that wherever required, magisterial inquiries were being initiated and informed the bench that in the
present case, the chief judicial magistrate concerned had already taken cognisance and passed certain orders. A
special investigation team had also been set up to probe the alleged encounter, he informed.

The bench, however, pointed to similarities between the present case and other recent incidents in which accused
persons were allegedly taken for recovery of weapons, attempted to escape, and were subsequently shot in police
firing.

Amicus curiae Tanu Bedi referred to another such incident in Mohali, where the narrative in the First Information
Report (FIR) appeared similar. She also brought to the court’s notice a recent report in The Indian Express
highlighting multiple police encounters in Punjab over the past three months.

The court said the similarities in these cases raised questions about the broader issue of adherence to the rule of
law. “You may catch them, but you cannot take the law totally into your hands. They have to be dealt with in
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accordance with law,” the bench observed.

The judges also noted that in such situations, eliminating suspects could hinder efforts to identify those behind
larger criminal conspiracies. “You need to find out the real conspirators and the people behind the scene,” the
court said.

What the police told the court

During the hearing, senior counsel Puneet Bali, appearing in the matter, along with the DGP, also informed the
bench about steps being taken by the state to strengthen policing and accountability. They told the court that a
new transfer policy for the police force had been prepared and was expected to be notified by the state
government shortly.

The DGP further submitted that the state was in the process of strengthening ground-level policing and said
additional personnel would soon be deployed for patrolling duties. He also informed the court that about one
acre of land in Mohali had been earmarked for the establishment of a new police facility as part of the effort to
improve policing infrastructure.

The bench clarified that it was not making any final observations at this stage and that the police would be given
an opportunity to place their stand on record.

“We will give you about a week to ten days to file your reply. After that, we will consider the next course of action,”
the court said, adding that it would examine whether further steps such as the constitution of a special
investigation team or a probe by an independent agency were required.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media report that at
least 18 workers died and 24 others were injured after an explosion at an explosives manufacturing unit at
Raulgaon in Katol taluka area of Nagpur, Maharashtra. Reportedly, the incident happened in the packing section
of the factory at around 7:00 am on 1st March 2026. Several victims have suffered severe burn injuries ranging
from 30 to 80 per cent apart from serious trauma.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise serious issues of human rights
violations of the victims. Therefore, it has issued notices to the Maharashtra Chief Secretary and the Director
General of Police, calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks. The report is expected to include
the status of health of the injured persons and investigation as well as disbursement of compensation to the
injured and to the next of kin of the deceased.

According to the media report, carried on 2nd March 2026, preliminary findings have suggested possible
violations of Explosives and the Factories Acts' provisions. Reportedly, a case of culpable homicide has been
registered against the factory management.

NHRC Takes Suo Motu Notice After Two Indore Sanitation Workers Die Inside Toxic Sewer Chamber

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media report that on
2nd March 2026, two sanitation workers died in a sewer chamber in Indore, Madhya Pradesh. They were workers
of the Indore Municipal Corporation.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise a serious issue of violation of the
human rights of the victims. Therefore, it has issued notices to the Indore Municipal Corporation and Police
Commissioner, calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks. The report is expected to include the
status of the investigation as well as compensation, if any, paid to the NoK of the victims.

According to the media report, carried on 3rd March 2026, the victims entered into the sewer chamber to retrieve
a portion of a suction tanker pipe that had fallen into it during de-watering process when they fell down
unconscious due to toxic gases. They were pulled out and taken to a hospital, where they were declared dead.

The National Human Rights Commission of India took suo motu cognisance of reports that over 2,600 people,
including 1,600 students, were evacuated after a major oleum gas leak at a chemical unit in Boisar MIDC.

Three people reportedly
suffered minor eye irritation.

Mumbai: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media report
that over 2,600 people, including 1,600 students, were evacuated due to a massive leak of hazardous oleum gas
(fuming sulfuric acid) at a chemical unit in Palghar district of Maharashtra on 2nd March 2026. Reportedly, the
incident took place at Boisar MIDC area and the gas was spread within a radius of approximately five kilometres.
The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise a serious issue of violation of
human rights. Therefore, it has issued a notice to the state Chief Secretary, calling for a detailed report on the
matter within two weeks.

According to the media report, carried on 3rd March 2026, three persons complained of minor eye irritation due
to the effect of the gas. Reportedly, the exact cause of the leakage is yet to be determined.
