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UDF launches legal offensive against Pranit More and show organisers, moves NHRC over cadaver-related dignity
concerns

NEW DELHI: The United Doctors Front (UDF) has escalated its response to a recent controversy involving stand-up
comedian Pranit More by initiating a multi-pronged legal campaign. The doctors’ body has served a formal legal
notice to More and the organisers of the comedy show while simultaneously approaching the National Human
Rights Commission (NHRC) with a Public Interest Representation-cum-Petition, urging the Commission to take suo
motu cognizance of the matter.

The move marks a significant development in the growing debate over the boundaries of freedom of expression,
ethical responsibility in digital entertainment, and the impact of viral content on public institutions and social
values.

Legal Notice Demands Removal of Content and Public Apology

According to UDF, the legal notice seeks the immediate removal of videos that it describes as objectionable and
harmful. The organisation has also demanded an unconditional public apology from those responsible and called
for an end to content that allegedly demeans the dignity of women, trivialises deceased individuals, and
undermines public trust in the medical profession.

UDF clarified that its action is not aimed at individuals who may have already expressed regret over the incident,
nor is it intended to interfere with any proceedings currently before competent authorities. Instead, the
organisation stated that its primary concern lies with digital entertainment platforms and event organisers that
repeatedly commercialise controversial content for publicity and financial gain.

The doctors’ body argued that creators and platforms with large audiences have a responsibility to ensure that
content does not compromise public morality, social sensitivity, or constitutional values.

Concerns Over Cadaver-Related Remarks and Medical Education

A key point of concern for UDF is the circulation of remarks related to cadavers used in medical education. The
organisation stressed that every cadaver represents an individual who voluntarily donated their body for the
advancement of medical science and education.

Medical institutions across the country rely on body donation programmes to train future healthcare
professionals. UDF warned that insensitive jokes or commentary about cadavers could discourage citizens from
participating in organ and whole-body donation initiatives at a time when the Government of India is actively
promoting such programmes.

The organisation noted that maintaining respect for deceased persons is essential not only from an ethical
perspective but also for sustaining public confidence in medical education and healthcare systems.

NHRC Petition Seeks Wider Examination of Human Rights Impact

In its petition before the NHRC, UDF has requested a broader examination of the human rights implications
arising from recurring controversial content across digital platforms. The representation calls upon the
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Commission to assess the impact of such content on the dignity of women, respect for deceased individuals, and
public confidence in organ and body donation programmes.

Dr. Lakshya Mittal, Chairperson of United Doctors Front, said that the issue extends beyond comedy itself and
concerns the repeated monetisation of content that normalises disrespect and erodes public trust.

“Freedom of expression cannot become a licence to commercialise content that normalises disrespect towards
women, deceased persons or the medical profession. Our concern is not comedy; our concern is the repeated
monetisation of content that erodes constitutional values, human dignity and public confidence in nationally
promoted initiatives such as organ and body donation,” he stated.

As discussions around digital accountability continue to intensify, the NHRC's response to the petition could
potentially shape future conversations on the balance between creative freedom, commercial entertainment, and
the protection of human dignity in the digital age.

The complaint was filed earlier this year following a series of incidents reported from Himachal Pradesh, Haryana,
Uttarakhand, Delhi, Maharashtra, and Uttar Pradesh. It documented instances in which Kashmiri shawl sellers
were allegedly assaulted, threatened, humiliated, prevented from carrying out their trade, and, in some cases,
forced to leave areas where they had been living and working peacefully for decades.

From rat-infested mortuaries to vaccine shortages, recurring failures expose deep cracks in state’s public
healthcare system

Repeated incidents of negligence in Haryana's government hospitals — from rats nibbling bodies in mortuaries at
Hisar and Jind to the shortage of life-saving anti-rabies vaccine allegedly leading to a patient’s death in Sonepat
and non-functional ambulances in Jhajjar — have highlighted systemic shortcomings that continue to weaken
public confidence in the state’s healthcare system.

With government healthcare facilities struggling across several districts, poor infrastructure, manpower shortages
and administrative lapses have created space for private hospitals to thrive. The biggest sufferers are poor
patients who are often forced to seek expensive treatment in private hospitals, paying far beyond their means.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has also taken note of the situation, issuing at least three notices
to Haryana authorities since September 2025 over alleged medical negligence and poor hospital conditions,
including treatment-related lapses in Faridabad, rats feeding on bodies in a Jind hospital and the death of a dog-
bite victim reportedly linked to the non-availability of anti-rabies vaccine.

The Civil Hospital in Hisar, functioning from a building established in 1957, has once again come under scrutiny
after another body was found nibbled by rats. Even as nearly 50 private hospitals have come up in Hisar city over
the years, government healthcare infrastructure has failed to keep pace.

Healthcare activist Satish Chopra of Faridabad, who leads the Refer Mukta Sangharsh Samiti and has undertaken
a cycle yatra across Haryana to highlight poor public healthcare, said the problem was widespread. Chopra, who
also staged a 294-day dharna in Faridabad, said, “Primary Health Centres, Community Health Centres and even
civil hospitals have become mere referral centres. The government has promised trauma centres in 14 districts,
but none exists today. There is a shortage of around 500 doctors in government hospitals. There is not a single
super-specialist doctor in government facilities up to the civil hospital level. Cancer units exist, but there is no
oncologist. This summarises Haryana's healthcare.”

He said, “Patients end up paying nearly 10 times more in private hospitals. Families often have to sell their
property to afford treatment for serious cardiac, neurological or gastrointestinal illnesses.”

Social activist Dr Ramesh Punia alleged that the neglect of government hospitals had benefited private healthcare
providers. “An influential lobby was playing a key role in keeping government medical facilities under-utilised,” he
claimed.
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Quoting the Bhore Committee recommendations, Dr Punia said Haryana should have about 1.77 lakh
government hospital beds and over 19,000 medical officers. However, a 2018 Union Health Ministry report
recorded only 13,841 government beds. He argued that despite a healthcare allocation of Rs 14,007.29 crore for
2026-27, public hospitals remained far behind the private sector. He also alleged that the Ayushman Bharat
scheme had been misused by private hospitals, citing investigations by the Chief Minister’s Flying Squad.

Director General, Health, Dr Manish Bansal, said action had been initiated in the Hisar mortuary incident. He
acknowledged the shortage of doctors and said recruitment of doctors and specialists was underway across the
state.
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Ura Zuveh Foundation holds human rights training at Chesezu

organised a one day basic training programme on human rights at Chesezu village, Phek district on June 13, 2026.
Themed “Children and Elderly Rights: Human Rights Living in Rural Communities”, the programme saw
participation from school teachers, village leaders, students and youth leaders. Resource persons included
Sekhotso Rokha, Retainer Lawyer, Phek District Legal Services Authority (DLSA), and Vethothi Vero, Chief Legal Aid
Defense Counsel, DLSA Phek.

According to publicity secretary Vesukho Swuro, the training focused on awareness of rights of children and
elderly persons in rural areas, legal safeguards and mechanisms for accessing justice. Four sessions covered
topics such as introduction to human rights, POCSO Act, Juvenile Justice Act, child labour laws, reporting
mechanisms, rights of elderly under the Maintenance and Welfare of Parents and Senior Citizens Act, and
community based grievance redressal.

The programme emphasized the role of DLSA and legal aid services in ensuring protection and access to justice
for vulnerable groups.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken cognisance of alleged incidents of harassment,
discrimination and attacks on Kashmiri shawl sellers and students in different parts of the country, the Jammu
and Kashmir Students Association (JKSA) said on Saturday.

In a statement, the association said the Commission had registered a case based on a complaint filed by JKSA
regarding incidents of intimidation, harassment, communal profiling and physical assaults allegedly faced by
Kashmiri traders and students across several states.

According to JKSA, the complaint was submitted earlier this year by its national convenor, Nasir Khuehami,
following reports of incidents from Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Uttarakhand, Delhi, Maharashtra and Uttar
Pradesh.

“The complaint documented instances in which Kashmiri shawl sellers were allegedly assaulted, threatened,
humiliated, prevented from carrying out their trade and, in some cases, forced to leave areas where they had
been living and working peacefully for decades. Several Kashmiri students also reported denial of
accommodation, communal profiling, intimidation and physical threats,” the association said.

JKSA said the development comes months after Kashmiri students and traders were allegedly subjected to
repeated acts of violence, harassment and discrimination in different states.

“Despite repeated representations made by JKSA to various state administrations and law enforcement agencies,
many affected individuals continued to live under fear and uncertainty, with several traders reportedly compelled
to discontinue their businesses and return home,” the statement said.

The association said the NHRC is expected to issue notices to the concerned state governments and seek detailed
reports from the respective administrations and police authorities on the incidents highlighted in the complaint.

The reports are likely to include details regarding FIRs registered, arrests made, action taken against the accused,
preventive measures adopted by authorities and steps taken to ensure the safety and security of Kashmiri
students and traders residing in those states.

In a statement, a spokesperson said the NHRC on Saturday took cognisance of incidents of harassment and
attacks against Kashmiri shawl sellers and students in different parts of the country.

The Commission has registered a case (Case No. 684/90/0/2026) on a complaint filed by the JKSA concerning
incidents of intimidation, harassment, discrimination and physical assaults allegedly faced by Kashmiri shawl
sellers and students across several states in India.

He said the complaint was filed earlier this year by JKSA National Convenor Nasir Khuehami following a series of
incidents reported from Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Uttarakhand, Delhi, Maharashtra and Uttar Pradesh.

“The complaint documented instances in which Kashmiri shawl sellers were allegedly assaulted, threatened,
humiliated, prevented from carrying out their trade and, in some cases, forced to leave areas where they had
been living and working peacefully for decades.”

The spokesperson said several Kashmiri students also reported incidents of denial of accommodation, communal
profiling, intimidation and physical threats.

He said earlier, the NHRC had acknowledged the complaint and assigned it Diary No. 4836/CR/2026, confirming
that the matter had been formally taken on record. The registration of Case No. 684/90/0/2026 marks a significant
step in the Commission’s examination of the concerns raised by the Association.

“This development comes months after Kashmiri students and shawl sellers were subjected to repeated acts of
violence, harassment, intimidation and discrimination in different states. Despite repeated representations made
by JKSA to various state administrations and law enforcement agencies, many affected individuals continued to
live under fear and uncertainty, with several traders reportedly compelled to discontinue their businesses and
return home.”

The Association stated that the Commission will issue notices to the concerned state governments and seek
detailed reports from the respective administrations and police authorities regarding the incidents highlighted in
the complaint. These reports are likely to include the status of FIRs registered, arrests made, action taken against
the accused, measures adopted to prevent such incidents and steps undertaken to ensure the safety and security
of Kashmiri students and traders residing in those states.

The Association expressed hope that the Commission would thoroughly examine the circumstances surrounding
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these incidents and recommend appropriate measures to safeguard the safety, dignity, livelihood and
constitutional rights of Kashmiri citizens residing and working outside Jammu and Kashmir.

The Association further urged the Commission to ensure accountability in cases where there have been lapses in
responding to complaints and protecting vulnerable individuals. The Association reiterated that Kashmiris are
equal citizens of India and are entitled to the same rights, freedoms and protections guaranteed under the
Constitution. Violence, discrimination, intimidation or social exclusion against any citizen on the basis of identity,

region, religion or attire have no place in a democratic and constitutional society governed by the rule of law, it
added.
