In an official communica-
tion on Tuesday, the NHRC
instructed the Kendrapara
administration to conduct a
thorough inguiry into the al-
legations and furnish its find-
ings along with relevant docu-
ments, records and witness
statements.

and transparency while exam-
ining the matter and directed
authorities to take appropri-
ate action based on the out-
come of the investigation.

The NHRC also asked offi-

cials to ensure timely sub-
mission of the report
through both postal and
electronic modes.

Observing that the
allegations, if true, raise
serious  concerns  of
human rights violations,
the commission sought a
detailed report from the
chief secretary within two
weeks.

The NHRC referred to
media reports published

on June 11, which alleged
that the woman's family
had been socially
ostracised after they failed
to pay a penalty imposed
by villagers when her
daughter had briefly left
home with a man belong-
ing to another caste.

The commission
expressed concern that the
family allegedly contin-
ued to face social boycott
for over a decade and that
the ostracisation persisted
even after the woman's
death, affecting the con-
duct of her final rites.

The NHRC said it
would examine the matter
further after receiving the
report from the Odisha
government.
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India's NHRC Raises Alarm Over Digital Arrest Scams

Indians lost 52,976 crore to cyber fraud in six years, with 8% linked to digital arrest scams.
NHRC recommends recognizing digital arrest as a distinct criminal offense with a clear legal definition.
Commission calls for a golden hour transaction freeze and a dedicated compensation fund for victims.

India’s National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has expressed serious concern over the rapid rise of digital
arrest scams, warning that cyber-enabled frauds are destroying the financial security and fundamental rights of
ordinary citizens at an alarming rate.

During an open-house discussion on safequarding human rights against these scams, the NHRC revealed that
Indians have lost an estimated ¥52,976 crore to cyber-enabled frauds over the past six years, with nearly 8% of
those losses directly linked to digital arrest schemes.

What a Digital Arrest Scam Is

The scam works by exploiting trust in government institutions and fear of law enforcement. Fraudsters
impersonate police officers, CBI agents, ED officials, TRAI representatives, and judges, then falsely tell victims they
are implicated in money laundering, identity theft, or financial crimes.

Through phone calls and WhatsApp video calls, sometimes using Al-generated deepfakes of real judicial figures,
they keep victims on continuous calls to prevent them from seeking advice, create panic through explicit arrest
threats, and pressure them into transferring money or revealing sensitive information.

The National Cybercrime Reporting Portal received more than 30,000 digital arrest complaints in 2025 alone,
averaging nearly 90 complaints every day. The Supreme Court estimated nationwide losses at nearly ¥3,000 crore
in the same year. A 93-year-old retired railway engineer in Karnataka lost over ¥60 lakh in life savings through
WhatsApp video calls.

What the NHRC Is Recommending
The Commission called for a series of reforms targeting both the legal framework and the victim protection
system:

Recognizing digital arrest scams as a distinct criminal offense with a clear legal definition

Criminalizing mule accounts and other infrastructure that enables cyber fraud

Strengthening oversight of messaging platforms used by scam networks

Creating a dedicated compensation fund for cyber fraud victims

Building faster transaction freeze mechanisms during the critical golden hour after a scam is reported
Establishing a single government verification portal, allowing citizens to confirm the authenticity of law
enforcement notices and official communications
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India's 14C coordination centre, the 1930 helpline, and anti-spoofing controls on international calls have already
saved over 4,386 crore across more than 13 lakh complaints. The NHRC's intervention signals that institutional

momentum needs to accelerate further before digital arrest fraud moves from a devastating national problem to
an uncontrollable one.
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NHRC Seeks Report From Kendrapara Collector, SP On Tikhiri Sarpanch Case

Bhubaneswar: The National Human Rights Commission on Tuesday took cognisance of the case involving Tikhiri
sarpanch Chameli Ojha and sought a detailed report from local authorities.

The Commission has issued notices to the Kendrapara district administration, directing both the District Collector
and the Superintendent of Police to conduct a thorough inquiry and submit reports on the incident.

The NHRC stressed the need for a fair and comprehensive investigation into the allegations and circumstances of
the case. As per the directions, district authorities have been asked to complete the inquiry and submit a detailed
report within 15 days. The Commission has also sought an Action Taken Report, asking officials to furnish details
of steps taken in response to the matter within two weeks.

The NHRC's intervention has brought fresh attention to the case and is expected to speed up the investigation.
The move signals the Commission’s concern over the issues raised in the complaint and its intent to ensure
accountability through an independent review of the facts.
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NHRC Seeks Report On Odisha Woman Sarpanch Chameli Ojha Case

Bhubaneswar: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has sought a detailed report regarding the recent
incident involving Chameli Ojha, Sarpanch of Tikhiri Gram Panchayat in Odisha’'s Kendrapada district.

The Commission has directed the Collector & District Magistrate and Superintendent of Police of Kenddrapada to
submit reports about the incident.

Sources said the NHRC has asked both officials to conduct a proper investigation and submit an Action Taken
Report (ATR) within 15 days.

The notice was issued after the Commission received a complaint alleging that Sarpanch Chameli Ojha was
assaulted and verbally abused.

In a communication, the NHRC instructed the Kendrapada administration to conduct a thorough investigation
and submit findings supported by relevant documents and witness statements. The Commission emphasised
accountability and transparency in handling the matter.

Deputy Registrar (Law) Suprava Sahoo signed the letter, which was addressed to both the District Magistrate and
the Superintendent of Police.

The commission expressed concern that the family allegedly continued to face social boycott for over a decade
and that the ostracisation persisted even after the woman'’s death, affecting the conduct of her final rites.

The NHRC said it would examine the matter further after receiving the report from the Odisha government.
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NHRC Takes Cognisance of Alleged Attacks on Kashmiri Students and Shawl Sellers Across India

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken cognisance of allegations of harassment,
discrimination and attacks against Kashmiri shawl sellers and students in several parts of India, according to the
Jammu and Kashmir Students Association (JKSA).

The association said the human rights body has registered a formal case after receiving a complaint highlighting
multiple incidents of alleged intimidation, communal profiling and physical assaults in states including Himachal
Pradesh, Haryana, Uttarakhand, Delhi, Maharashtra and Uttar Pradesh.

The complaint was submitted earlier this year by JKSA national convenor Nasir Khuehami.
“Forced to leave, threatened and assaulted”: JKSA
According to JKSA, the complaint documents serious allegations where Kashmiri shawl sellers were “assaulted,

threatened, humiliated and prevented from carrying out their trade.”

The association also said that in some cases, traders were allegedly “forced to leave areas where they had been
living and working peacefully for decades.”

JKSA added that Kashmiri students in different states also reported “denial of accommodation, communal
profiling, intimidation and physical threats.”

The organisation said, “Despite repeated representations to state administrations and law enforcement agencies,
many affected individuals continued to live under fear and uncertainty.”

NHRC registers case and begins process
The JKSA said the NHRC has formally registered the matter as Case No. 684/90/0/2026 after initially
acknowledging the complaint and assigning it a diary number earlier.

The Commission is expected to issue notices to concerned state governments and seek detailed reports from
police and administrative authorities.

These reports are likely to include details on FIRs registered, arrests made, action taken against accused persons,
preventive steps taken by authorities, and measures to ensure safety of Kashmiri students and traders.

“Equal citizens, entitled to protection”: JKSA
The association welcomed the NHRC's action and said it hopes the matter will be examined thoroughly.

A JKSA spokesperson said, “We urge the Commission to ensure accountability where there have been lapses in
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protecting vulnerable individuals.”
The association also stressed that Kashmiris are “equal citizens of India” and deserve full constitutional protection.

It said, “Violence, discrimination, intimidation or social exclusion against any citizen on the basis of identity,
region, religion or attire has no place in a democratic society governed by the rule of law.”

Background of alleged incidents
JKSA said the complaint is based on multiple reports received over months, where Kashmiri shawl sellers and

students allegedly faced repeated targeting in different states.

The organisation claimed that in some cases, people were compelled to discontinue their businesses and return
to Jammu and Kashmir due to fear and insecurity.

It further said the NHRC's intervention is an important step toward addressing concerns of safety, dignity and
livelihood for Kashmiri citizens living outside the Union Territory.
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Telangana: LRPF Seeks NHRC Probe into Agape Over HIV Orphans’ Privacy, Child Safety and Regulatory Concerns

Hyderabad, June 15: The Legal Rights Protection Forum (LRPF) has approached the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) seeking an inquiry into the functioning of Hyderabad-based Agape orphanage and its US
donor organisation, Agape International Inc., alleging serious violations of child rights, privacy safeguards, and
regulatory norms involving HIV-affected orphan children.

In a detailed complaint submitted to the Commission on June 15, LRPF alleged that Agape International Inc., a US-
registered charity operating under the name “Agape AIDS Orphan Care”, has been publicly displaying
photographs, identities and personal stories of HIV-affected Indian orphan children on its fundraising platforms
and official website.

According to the complaint, the disclosures are available on the organisation’s website, fundraising portals and
YouTube channels and allegedly reveal sensitive information relating to vulnerable children. LRPF argued that
such disclosures violate the children’s right to dignity, privacy, confidentiality and protection from stigma under
Indian law.

The complaint identifies Agape International Inc., based in Medfield, Massachusetts, USA, as the foreign donor
organisation and Hyderabad-based Agape Society (Registration No. 759/2003) as the Indian recipient
organisation.

Same Individual Linked to US Donor and Indian Recipient

The Hyderabad-based legal rights advocacy group, LRPF, further pointed to publicly available Form-990 filings
submitted to the United States Internal Revenue Service (IRS) for the 2025 tax year, which list Ms. Lynne Marie
Voggu as Executive Director of Agape International Inc.

The complaint states that NGO Darpan records also show Ms. Lynne Marie Voggu serving as an Executive Member
of the Hyderabad-based Agape Society, while holding OCI (Overseas Citizen of India) status, thereby creating a
direct link between the foreign donor organisation and the Indian recipient institution.

Complaint Revives 2017 Controversy

The petition also recalls a major controversy involving the orphanage in April 2017. Citing a media report dated
April 22, 2017, LRPF stated that HIV-affected orphan children housed at the institution were allegedly made to
clean underground septic drainage systems, triggering public outrage and raising concerns about exploitation

and child welfare violations.

The complaint further cites another media house report dated April 29, 2017, which stated that Agape did not
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possess the required licence under the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act at the time the
incident allegedly occurred.

According to LRPF, despite these controversies, the institution subsequently obtained permissions and
recognition under the Juvenile Justice framework.

Questions Raised Over Child Safety and Oversight
The complaint also draws attention to criminal proceedings reportedly involving Ms. Lynne Marie Voggu.

LRPF stated that she is allegedly an accused in Sessions Case filed in 2023 pending before the Fast Track Special
Court dealing with rape and POCSO cases at Malkajgiri. The petition further refers to Criminal Petition filed before
the Telangana High Court in 2025 seeking relief in connection with those proceedings.

LRPF argued that the existence of such proceedings raises serious concerns regarding child safety, institutional
safeguarding mechanisms and regulatory oversight, particularly given the involvement of individuals associated
with organisations working with vulnerable children.

FCRA Cancellation and Regulatory Questions

The LRPF further alleged that Agape’s Foreign Contribution Regulation Act (FCRA) registration was cancelled by
the Ministry of Home Affairs following violations. According to the complaint, the cancellation raises questions
about how permissions and recognition continued to be granted under the Juvenile Justice framework despite
earlier controversies and compliance concerns.

LRPF has questioned whether adequate due diligence, background verification, child safety assessments and
ongoing monitoring were conducted by the relevant departments before granting or renewing approvals.

NHRC Intervention Sought

In its petition, LRPF has requested the NHRC to initiate an independent inquiry into Agape orphanage and Agape
International Inc., examine the role of Telangana government departments responsible for granting approvals,
and investigate possible violations of child rights, privacy protections and HIV confidentiality safeguards.

The forum has also sought directions for the removal of photographs, identities and HIV-related details of orphan
children from fundraising platforms and websites.

Additionally, it has requested a child safety audit of the institution, examination of alleged misuse of foreign
contributions, and scrutiny of the continued involvement of individuals associated with the management of the
organisation.

The complaint contends that the matter involves highly vulnerable orphan children and requires urgent
intervention to protect their dignity, privacy, confidentiality and welfare.

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NHRC, India takes suo motu cognizance of the reported death of a girl after being attacked by stray dogs in the
Rupnagar district, Punjab

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media report that on
10th June 2026, an eight-year-old girl was mauled to death by a pack of stray dogs in the Rupnagar district,
Punjab. Reportedly, the victim was playing outside her house when the stray dogs attacked her.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise issues of violation of human
rights. Therefore, it has issued a notice to the Punjab Chief Secretary, calling for a detailed report on the matter
within two weeks. It is expected to include action taken by the authorities.

According to the media report, carried on 11th June 2026, the local residents rescued the victim and rushed her to
the PGIMER in Chandigarh, but she succumbed to the injuries on the way. Reportedly, the victim belonged to an
economically vulnerable family. Her father passed away about four years ago and her mother works as a
domestic hel.
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NHRC Steps in After 8-year-old Girl Dies Following Stray Dog Attack in Punjab

The national human rights commission (NHRC) has taken suo motu cognisance of the reported death of an eight-
year-old girl who was allegedly mauled by a pack of stray dogs in Punjab's Rupnagar district and has sought a
detailed report from the state government.

The Commission has issued a notice to the Punjab chief secretary, directing the state authorities to submit a
detailed report within two weeks. The report is expected to include the action taken in connection with the

incident.

According to NHRC, the action was initiated on the basis of media reports stating that the girl was attacked by
stray dogs on 10 June 2026 while she was playing outside her house in Rupnagar district.

The Commission observed that if the contents of the media reports are found to be true, the incident would raise
serious concerns about a violation of human rights.

"Therefore, it has issued a notice to the Punjab chief secretary, calling for a detailed report on the matter within
two weeks," NHRC said in a statement.

The Commission said it would examine the report after receiving it from the state government.

According to the media reports cited by NHRC, local residents rushed to rescue the child after the attack and took
her for medical treatment.

She was reportedly being taken to the Postgraduate Institute of Medical Education and Research (PGIMER),
Chandigarh, but succumbed to her injuries on the way to the hospital.

The incident has triggered concern among local residents over the growing stray dog menace and public safety in
the area.

NHRC noted reports that the victim belonged to an economically vulnerable family.

According to information referred to by the Commission, the girl's father died about four years ago and her
mother works as a domestic helper to support the family.

The Commission's intervention comes amid ongoing concerns across several parts of the country about attacks by
stray dogs, particularly involving children and the elderly.
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Further action will depend on the findings submitted by the Punjab government in response to the NHRC notice.
