On Wednesday, government of-
ficials, under heavy police pro-
tection, removed his body from
the hospitalandtransported it to
the Thathaneri crematorium, a
day after the Madras HC ruled

that the body could not remain
indefinitely in the mortuary.
Hisparents, sister anduncle
were permitted to accompany
the remains and pay their final
respects. But the cremation itself
was conducted by the author-
ities, acting on an order issued a
day earlier by the Madurai
Bench ofthe Madras HC.
Outside the hospital,
relatives and supporters pro-
tested the government’s deci-
sion, asking formoretimetoap-
peal. Fourteen people were
taken into custody as they at-
tempted to prevent officials
fromremovingthebody. Family
membersallegedthey hadbeen
threatened with detention.
The confrontation marked
the final, painful stage of acase
that began with an arrest on
March6anddevelopedintoone
of the most disturbing allega-
tions of custodial torture in

Tamil Nadu inrecent years.

Theallegations

Delison, a resident of Krish-
nargjapuram in Manamadurai
and a member of the SC Pallar
community, wasdetained along
with anotherman in connection
withanattempted -murder case.
The two were accused of attack-
ing PJavakumar and R Azhagar
with sharp weapons.

The police said Delison sus-
tained a seriousleg injury while
attempting toescape. Hisfamily
said the explanation concealed
abrutal interrogation.

Delison had given a state-
mentto ajudicial magistrate de-
scribing what he said had hap-
pened in police custody before
he died on March 8 . According
tothedeclaration, officersblind-
folded him, positioned stones
beneath his ankle and knee,
covered his leg with a wet sack

and struck it with an iron rod.
“"Immediately upon being hit,
the bone broke and protruded
out, andthere wasbleeding,” he
said in the statement.

The alleged use of a wet sack
was particularly chilling to law-
yers and rights advocates with

activists claiming that it is used
to reduce obvious external
markseven as blows cause frac-
tures, intermal bleeding and ex-
tensive damage to muscles,
nervesand blood vessels.
Delison’s family refused to
receive the body after the post-

mortem examination,demand-
ingthe arrest ofall 16 police per-
sonnel they believed were con-
nectedtotheepisode.

Six officers were eventually
suspended and the investigation
was transferred to the Crime
Branch-Criminal Investigation
Department, or CB-CID.

The aftermath

But the suspensions did not
satisfy the family. Its refusal to
bury or cremate Delison trans-
formed the hospital mortuary
into a prolonged site of protest.
Forensic findings added to the
questions surrounding the po-
lice account. The post-mortem
documented more than two
dozen injuries, including frac-
tures of the tibia and fibula, ex-
tensive muscle and nerve dam-
age, wounds on the elbows and
knees, and multiple abrasions.

Alarge internal contusion,

measuring roughly 45 cen-
timetres by 12 centimetres, was
recordedaroundthe injuredleg.
Forensic experts also allegedly
identified apparent discrep-
anciesbetween the initial medi-
cal records and the final autopsy;,
including differences concern-
ing the possible role of a fat em-
bolism in Delison’s death,

The pattern and severity of
theinjuries prompted questions
over whether they couldreason-
ably have resulted from a fall.
Concerns were also raised over
whether all NHRC protocols
governing custodial deathshad
been followed.

The state continued to deny
that Delison had been tortured.
Its lawyers told the HC that he
had never been taken to Mana-
macdurai police station and that
his injuries occurred during his
attempt to escape. The govern-
mentsaid the criminal case had

nevertheless been altered to in-
clude murder and provisions of
the SC/ST Act. The family was
given Rs6lakhincompensation.
On Tuesday, Justice L Vic-
toria Gowrl ruled that the body
could not remain indefinitelyin
the mortuary. Adecentburialor
cremation, the judge said, was
anextension of human dignity.
Thecasehascarried political
consequences beyond Mana-
madurai. Custodial deaths and
allegations of police excess be-
cameoneoftherecurringstains
on the former DMK govern-
ment, damagingits claims of so-
cially just and humane govern-
ance. They were among the
issuesthat opposition parties
used to portray the administra-
tion asunaccountable before its
electoral defeat. For Delison’s
family, however, the political
reckoning remains secondary to
anunanswered demand.
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NHRC steps in as children trek 14 km through forest in Karnataka

Pachedoddi students reportedly trek through tiger-prone forests to reach school.

Bengaluru: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued conditional summons to senior Karnataka
government officials over allegations that more than 50 students from a remote village in Chamarajanagar district
are forced to walk nearly 14 kilometres daily through dense forest and wildlife-prone areas to attend school.

The summons, issued through a speaking order dated June 16, have been served to the Principal Secretary of the
Department of Primary and Secondary Education and the Deputy Commissioner of Chamarajanagar district.

The case relates to students from Pachedoddi village in Hanur taluk, who reportedly traverse forest stretches,
including areas known for tiger movement, due to the absence of proper road connectivity and public transport
facilities.

The matter came before the NHRC following a pro bono complaint filed by Hyderabad-based human rights
advocate Yennam Balachander Reddy. The complaint alleged that the students are exposed to serious risks,
including wild animal attacks, physical exhaustion, psychological stress and disruption of education, thereby
affecting their constitutional rights to life, safety, dignity and education.

Details not furnished despite repeated directions

According to NHRC records, the commission had on December 23, 2025, directed the Karnataka Education
Department and the district administration to conduct an inquiry and submit an action taken report (ATR) within
two weeks. A reminder was subsequently issued on February 3, 2026. However, despite repeated directions, the
authorities allegedly failed to furnish the required report.

Taking serious note of the non-compliance, the NHRC observed that if the allegations are found to be true, they
may amount to violations of fundamental rights guaranteed under Articles 21 and 21A of the Constitution.

The Commission also referred to a 2017 Supreme Court judgment in Manager Palathingal MLP School vs
Sethumadhavan PK, which emphasised that children should not be compelled to walk long distances to access
education.

The conditional summons have been issued under Section 13 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The
officials have been directed to appear personally or through an authorised representative familiar with the facts
of the case.

The matter is scheduled for hearing before the NHRC on July 15 at Manav Adhikar Bhawan in New Delhi. However,
the commission has clarified that the personal appearance of the officials will not be required if the inquiry report
and ATR are submitted on or before July 1.

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Stakeholders back Bill to decriminalise politics, says panel chief Sarangi

Addressing a press conference, Sarangi said that the stakeholders extended support to the bill and also submitted
some written comments and suggestions

The joint committee of Parliament examining the Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill, 2025, on removal of PMs,
CMs and ministers from office if they are detained for over 30 days for serious crimes has received support and
suggestions on the proposed legislation and found no resistance to its intent to decriminalise politics, panel
chairman and BJP MP Aparajita Sarangi said on Wednesday.

The 30-member committee held a stakeholders' meet at the Delhi Secretariat with Chief Minister Rekha Gupta,
departments of Law and Home of the Delhi government, National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), Guru
Gobind Singh Indraprastha University and NGO Common Cause.

Addressing a press conference, Sarangi said that the stakeholders extended support to the bill and also submitted
some written comments and suggestions.

Sarangi said the committee has held 11 meetings so far and visited nine states and Union Territories, including
Rajasthan, Haryana, Delhi, Chhattisgarh, Telangana and Punjab.

She claimed that states such as Telangana and Punjab, which are ruled by non-NDA parties, are among those who
have expressed support for the spirit of the proposed legislation while suggesting certain modifications.

The proposed legislations seek to decriminalise politics, prevent government being run from jail and strengthen
accountability in public life, she said.

The Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill and two related legislations -- ]-K Reorganisation (A) Bill, 2025, and The
Government of UTs (A) Bill, 2025 -- were tabled in the Lok Sabha on August 20, 2025.

One of the key provisions in the Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill proposes that if the prime minister, a chief
minister, a Union minister or a state minister is arrested for an offence carrying a punishment of five years or
more and is not granted bail within 30 days, the person would cease to hold office.

The joint committee was constituted in November 2025 to examine the Bills.

Sarangi said the panel's interactions so far have indicated support rather than resistance to the intent of the bills
introduced in the Lok Sabha in August 2025.

"There have been useful suggestions and recommendations, but no opposition to the objective behind them," she
said.
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Sikkim MP Indra Hang Subba Participates In Joint Parliamentary Committee Study Visit In Delhi

Indra Hang Subba, Member of Parliament (Lok Sabha) from Sikkim and a member of the Joint Parliamentary
Committee (JPC) examining the Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill, the Jammu & Kashmir Reorganisation
(Amendment) Bill, 2025, and the Government of Union Territories (Amendment) Bill, 2025, participated in the
Committee’s study visit and consultations in New Delhi on Wednesday.

The study visit was conducted under the chairpersonship of Aparajita Sarangi, Member of Parliament and
Chairperson of the Joint Parliamentary Committee. As part of the programme, the Committee held a series of
consultations with key stakeholders at the Delhi Secretariat.

During the visit, the Committee interacted with representatives of the Government of the National Capital
Territory of Delhi, the Ministry of Home Affairs, the Ministry of Law and Justice, the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC), Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University (GGSIPU), and civil society organisation Common
Cause.

The Committee also met the Chief Minister of Delhi to discuss issues related to governance, administration, and
the potential implications of the proposed legislative amendments.

The study visit was undertaken as part of the Committee’s ongoing examination of the Bills, with the objective of
conducting a comprehensive review and formulating recommendations for consideration by Parliament.
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Joint committee seeks views of NHRC on bills for removing PM, CMs detained on serious charges

New Delhi, Jun 17 (PTI) A joint committee of Parliament examining a key bill on automatic removal of the prime
minister, chief ministers and ministers detained in custody for 30 consecutive days on serious criminal charges on
Wednesday held consultations with the NHRC and other stakeholders here.

The local study visit focused heavily on evaluating the civil liberties and administrative implications of the
proposed laws.

The committee’s meeting with the National Human Rights Commission served as the anchor of the day’s
deliberations.

The panel, which has been boycotted by the opposition, also met Delhi Chief Minister Rekha Gupta.

The Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill, 2025, The Jammu & Kashmir Reorganisation (Amendment) Bill, 2025
and The Government of Union Territories (Amendment) Bill, 2025 were referred to the joint committee of
Parliament for threadbare consultations.

The Indraprastha (GGSIP) University offered academic and constitutional viewpoints on the legislative drafts.
The JPC is expected to compile these diverse inputs from administrative leaders, human rights defenders,
academics, and legal activists as it prepares its final report for Parliament.

The opposition has described the bills as a tool to target states not ruled by the NDA. PTI NAB RT RT
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NHRC Orders UGC, Police to Act on Student's Death

According to the complaint, Praneeth allegedly died by suicide on April 19 at Hayathnagar.

Hyderabad:The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has directed the University Grants Commission (UGC)
and the Rachakonda police commissioner to take appropriate action on a complaint alleging that harassment by
college staff preceded the death of an engineering student in Telangana, and to inform the complainant of the
action taken within eight weeks.

The commission issued the direction after examining a complaint filed by Hyderabad-based Devarala Yadav
regarding the death of M. Praneeth, a 21-year-old third-year engineering student of Sri Indu Engineering College
in Ibrahimpatnam, Rangareddy district.

In its communication dated June 17, the NHRC said the complaint had been placed before the Commission and
was being transmitted to the concerned authorities for action deemed appropriate. It directed the authorities to
take necessary steps, associate the complainant and victim’s side in the process, and communicate the outcome
within eight weeks.

According to the complaint, Praneeth allegedly died by suicide on April 19 at Hayathnagar. The representation
cited media reports and alleged that the student had been subjected to mental harassment and coercion by a
staff member over payment of a condonation fee linked to attendance shortage. The complaint further alleged
that the student’s family had held the college management responsible and sought an inquiry into the role of the
institution and its staff.

The complainant urged authorities to ensure a fair investigation and sought action if any violations of student
rights or institutional safeguards were established. “The matter requires a thorough inquiry and accountability if
lapses are found,” the complaint stated.

The NHRC has not made any findings on the allegations. The matter will now be examined by the UGC and the
concerned police authorities, which have been asked to take appropriate action and submit their response within
the stipulated period.

The
development, which follows an HC order, brings to a close an extraordinary standoff between the state and a
family alleging custodial torture and seeking justice

For more than 100 days, the body of Akash Delison lay inside the mortuary of a government hospital in southern
Tamil Nadu, preserved as evidence of a death his family said the police had caused — and as the centrepiece of
their demand for accountability. On Wednesday, that vigil ended without the resolution they had sought.

Delison’s family had refused to accept the 26-year-old Dalit man’s body from the Government Rajaji Hospital in
Madurai, alleging that he had been tortured to death in police custody. On Wednesday, government officials,
under heavy police protection, removed his body from the hospital and transported it to the Thathaneri
crematorium, a day after the Madras High Court ruled that the body could not remain indefinitely in the mortuary.
His parents, sister and uncle were permitted to accompany the remains and pay their final respects. But the
cremation itself was conducted by the authorities, acting on an order issued a day earlier by the Madurai Bench of
the Madras High Court.

Outside the hospital, relatives and supporters protested the government’s decision, asking for more time to
appeal. Fourteen people were taken into custody as they attempted to prevent officials from removing the body.
Family members alleged they had been threatened with forcible detention.

The confrontation marked the final, painful stage of a case that began with an arrest on March 6 and developed
into one of the most disturbing allegations of custodial torture in Tamil Nadu in recent years.

The allegations

Delison, a resident of Krishnarajapuram in Manamadurai and a member of the Scheduled Caste Pallar community,
was detained along with another man in connection with an attempted murder case. The two were accused of
attacking P Jayakumar and R Azhagar with sharp weapons.

The police said Delison sustained a serious leg injury after jumping from a bridge while attempting to escape. His
family said the explanation concealed a brutal interrogation.

Delison died on March 8 at Government Rajaji Hospital, after being transferred through government hospitals in
Manamadurai and Sivaganga. By then, he had given a statement to a judicial magistrate describing what he said
had happened in police custody. According to the declaration, officers blindfolded him, positioned stones beneath
his ankle and knee, covered his leg with a wet sack and struck it forcefully with an iron rod.

“Immediately upon being hit, the bone broke and protruded out, and there was bleeding,” he said in the
statement.

The alleged use of a wet sack was particularly chilling to lawyers and rights advocates. The method — placing
soaked cloth over a limb before striking it — has long been described in allegations of police torture in Tamil
Nadu, with activists claiming that it is used to reduce obvious external marks even as blows cause fractures,
internal bleeding and extensive damage to muscles, nerves and blood vessels.

Delison’s father, A Rajeshkannan, alleged that officers had deliberately crushed his son’s leg between stones,
causing catastrophic blood loss. The family refused to receive the body after the post-mortem examination,
demanding the arrest of all 16 police personnel they believed were connected to the episode.

Six officers were eventually suspended: Inspector Dileepan of the Thiruppuvanam police station, Manamadurai
Sub-Inspector Gugan, head constables Deivendran and Sarathkumar, and constables Kalishwaran and

The government said the criminal case had nevertheless been altered to include murder and provisions of the
Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act. The family was provided Rs 6 lakh in
compensation under the law.

On Tuesday, Justice L Victoria Gowri ruled that the body could not remain indefinitely in the mortuary. The post-
mortem and other medico-legal procedures had been completed, samples preserved and the investigation
transferred to an independent agency, she noted.

A decent burial or cremation, the judge said, was an extension of human dignity, and that dignity could itself be
defeated by the indefinite preservation of mortal remains. She directed officials to document the body through
photographs and video, follow the family’s religious customs as far as they could be ascertained and ensure that
the cremation did not prejudice the CB-CID investigation.

The case has carried political consequences beyond Manamadurai. Custodial deaths and allegations of police
excess became one of the recurring stains on the former DMK government, damaging its claims of socially just
and humane governance. They were among the issues that opposition parties used to portray the administration
as unaccountable before its electoral defeat. For Delison’s family, however, the political reckoning remains
secondary to an unanswered demand.

G7 Leaders Raise Alarm Over Illegal Migration
and Human Trafficking

-The 52nd G7 Summit held in France expressed
serious concern over rising illegal migration and
human trafficking worldwide, resolving to take
stricter action against international criminal
networks that profit from smuggling and
trafficking. Member nations pledged coordinated
efforts to curb drug production, supply chains, and
illicit financial transactions linked to these
criminal organizations. The summit highlighted
that women, children, and refugees are the most
vulnerable to exploitation by these criminal
groups, and urged member state ministers to more
effectively implement the G7 action plan on
controlling illegal migration. A joint declaration
was issued on behalf of the G7 at the conclusion
of the summit. Additionally, G7 leaders voiced
concern over the global market being flooded with
cheap Chinese goods, warning that ultra-low-cost
Chinese exports are damaging domestic industries
and causing job losses — drawing comparisons to
the situation in the United States around the year
2000, when a surge in Chinese imports wiped out
millions of American jobs, a scenario they fear
could now unfold across Europe.
