home. In its June 19 order,
the commission called at-

tention to the serious hu-
man rights violation of the
16-year-old boy and issued
notices to the Uttar Pra-
desh Director General of
Prisons  Administration
and the Director General of
Police, seeking a detailed
report within two weeks.
The NHRC also directed
its Director General (Inves-
tigation) to depute a team
of officers to conduct a
spot inquiry and submit a

report within a week.

The juvenile was appre-
hended on April 14 follow-
ing protests by factory
workers in Noida seeking
higher wages and better
working conditions, which
turned violent on April 13.
He was shifted to a juvenile
home on June 12 and was
released on bail on June 18.

In a statement, the Cam-
paign for the Release of
Workers and Activists of

Noida (CaRWAN) alleged
that following the NHRC or-
der, a U.P. Police team visit-
ed the juvenile’s home and
forced him to sign some
papers. “They took a copy
of his elder brother’s Aad-
haar and have been calling
and pressuring him into re-
cording a video claiming
that the juvenile used his
Aadhaar card to enrol in a
factory,” a CaRWAN mem-
ber alleged.

Hyderabad: Telangana Transport Department has cracked down on the sleeper buses with glass cabins for safety
reasons.

Officials said glass cabins installed inside sleeper buses can become deadly during accidents and fires by
obstructing emergency exits and delaying rescue operations.

Intensifying its inspections against what they call a “"death trap’, the authorities have seized three buses registered
in Arunachal Pradesh. Officials warned that more stringent action would follow against operators violating safety

normes.

The department has launched special enforcement drives across all districts to identify sleeper buses fitted with
glass chambers and other unauthorised modifications that compromise passenger safety.

Authorities said buses found violating prescribed standards would be immediately seized and action initiated
under the Motor Vehicles Act and Central Motor Vehicle Rules.

NHRC concerns triggered crackdown

The intensified inspections come against the backdrop of several sleeper bus fire accidents reported across the
country.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) had expressed concern over enclosed cabins and structures that
hinder evacuation and rescue efforts during emergencies.

It stressed that passengers should have unobstructed access to exits and that rescue personnel should be able to
reach them quickly.

CIRT study flags evacuation risks
Studies conducted by the Central Institute of Road Transport (CIRT), Pune, have found that glass chambers and
fully enclosed cabins inside sleeper coaches significantly hamper evacuation and rescue operations during

accidents and fires.

Such structures can obstruct emergency exits, accelerate smoke accumulation and delay rescue efforts, thereby
increasing the risk to passengers.
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Violation of AIS safety standards

According to the Transport Department, the modifications violate provisions of AIS-119 and AIS-052 (Bus Body
Code), which mandate adequate gangways, accessible emergency exits, functional emergency windows and roof
escape hatches, and prohibit unauthorised structural changes.

Authorities said the internal layout of sleeper coaches should facilitate quick evacuation during emergencies.

Notices sent to Arunachal Pradesh authorities

The department has forwarded details of the seized buses to registration authorities, permit-issuing agencies and
officials responsible for granting fitness certificates in Arunachal Pradesh.

It has sought verification of whether the vehicles conform to approved designs and safety norms and requested
appropriate action, including cancellation of fitness certificates and permits, if violations are established.

Warning to private operators

The Transport Department warned private travel operators that buses found with glass chambers or other unsafe
modifications would be seized without delay.

It also appealed to passengers to avoid travelling in such vehicles and report any violations to the nearest
transport office.

Officials reiterated that passenger safety remains the government's top priority and that strict enforcement
against erring operators would continue.

New Delhi, June 21 (IANS) A representation has been submitted before the Supreme Court seeking it take suo
motu cognisance of the alleged encounter killing of Bharat Bhushan Tiwari in Bihar's Bhojpur district and
directions for the registration of an FIR, an independent investigation, and strict compliance with the apex court’s
guidelines governing police encounter deaths.

Addressed to Chief Justice of India (CJI) Justice Surya Kant, the representation was filed by advocate Narendra
Mishra, who urged the apex court to order a court-monitored probe, preferably by the Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) or a Special Investigation Team (SIT), into the June 17 incident in Bilauti village under Shahpur
police station limits.

The representation contended that the incident has raised “serious questions regarding the rule of law,
constitutional protections, and compliance with the guidelines laid down by the Hon'ble Supreme Court in cases
involving police encounters”.

According to the representation, family members and villagers have alleged that Tiwari had surrendered before
the police and thrown away his pistol, and that videos circulating in the public domain purportedly suggest
circumstances indicating surrender before the shooting. “The family has consistently maintained that the
deceased was unarmed at the time of the shooting and that the incident was not a genuine encounter but an
extrajudicial killing,” it said.

The representation claimed that no criminal history or previous FIR against the deceased has been publicly
disclosed and described him as a graduate who was locally known for raising issues relating to floods, erosion,
and public grievances through social media. It further alleged that the deceased did not pose any immediate
threat warranting the use of lethal force if he had already surrendered.

“If a person has already surrendered and no longer poses an imminent threat, the use of lethal force prima facie
falls outside the scope of lawful police action and may attract offences punishable under Section 302 IPC (earlier
law)/ Section 103 of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, subject to an independent investigation,” the
representation stated.

Referring to the Supreme Court’s judgment in People’s Union for Civil Liberties (PUCL) vs State of Maharashtra
(2014), the representation said that encounter deaths require mandatory registration of an FIR, an independent
investigation, a magisterial inquiry, preservation of evidence, and reporting to the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) or the State Human Rights Commission.
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“The law is well settled that police encounter is an exceptional measure and can only be resorted to in situations
of immediate and unavoidable threat to life. It cannot become a substitute for arrest, investigation, trial, and
judicial determination of guilt,” it said.

The representation also cited reports that police personnel involved in the operation had subsequently been
suspended, arguing that this itself raises concerns regarding the legality of the encounter. It further claimed that
persons protesting the incident and demanding justice had faced criminal proceedings, creating apprehension
among witnesses and affected persons.

Seeking judicial intervention, the representation urged the apex court to direct registration of an FIR under the
applicable provisions of law, including Section 103 of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, order an independent
investigation by an agency unconnected with the local police hierarchy, and ensure preservation of all video
recordings, CCTV footage, body-camera footage, wireless communications, forensic material and other evidence
linked to the incident.

“The credibility of the rule of law depends upon ensuring that allegations of extra-judicial killings are investigated
transparently, independently, and in accordance with constitutional principles. Justice must not only be done but
must also be seen to be done,” the representation stated.

It also sought directions to the NHRC and the Bihar State Human Rights Commission to independently examine
the matter and requested protection for the deceased's family members and witnesses.

The representation comes amid a growing controversy over the Bhojpur encounter. On Saturday, the Bihar
government ordered a judicial inquiry into the incident amid mounting political pressure and public outrage. Chief
Minister Samrat Choudhary announced that a retired High Court judge would conduct an independent probe into
the encounter and examine all facts, circumstances and disputed aspects of the case. The issue has also sparked
criticism from leaders within the ruling alliance.

JD-U National Working President Sanjay Kumar Jha said that viral videos relating to the encounter had raised
serious doubts about the circumstances surrounding the incident. “The video that has surfaced regarding the
Bharat Tiwari encounter case certainly raises doubts. The suspension of four police personnel is not enough. A
time-bound investigation must be conducted and action taken against the guilty,” he said.

Senior BJP leader and former Union Minister Ashwini Choubey also questioned the police version of events,
asking why officers opened fire if Tiwari had already surrendered and was allegedly unarmed. Ara MP Sudama
Prasad, after visiting Bilauti village and meeting the deceased's family, alleged that the available video footage
and other evidence suggested that the encounter appeared to have been staged.

Authorities, however, maintain that Tiwari opened fire on a police team during an operation to apprehend him,
prompting retaliatory firing. Family members and villagers dispute this claim and allege that he was shot after
surrendering. The controversy intensified after videos purportedly linked to the incident circulated widely on
social media, raising questions over whether standard operating procedures were followed during the police
action.

New Delhi: Following The Wire Hindi's report of a 16-year-old being arrested by the Gautam Buddh Nagar Police
despite having no connection with the Noida protests, the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken
cognisance saying the minor was "arrested and kept illegally at the Kasna jail as an adult in the Gautam Buddh
Nagar district for two months".

"NHRC, India takes suo motu cognizance of the reported illegal confinement of a minor boy as an adult inmate at
Kasna jail in Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pradesh for more than two months before being shifted to a juvenile
home," a statement read.

He was arrested following protests by labourers in the district demanding a pay hike and improved working
conditions. Nitin's family and lawyer had said that he was not even present at the protest.

In a report by The Wire Hindi's Shruti Sharma, published on June 16, it was stated that a medical examination
confirmed that Nitin* was a minor. The court granted him bail on May 29, more than a month after his arrest on
April 14 but his family was still unable to afford the bail sum of Rs 45,000 for his release.

In a PIB release, the NHRC has now noted that it took six more days to shift him to a juvenile home in the district
after the ossification test confirmed him as a minor. "But he continues to remain in the juvenile home despite
having been granted bail by the court, as his poor family could not manage the surety bond," it stated.

The NHRC goes on to say that it has observed that the contents of the report - published by The Wire Hindi - raise
"a serious issue of human rights violation of the victim". It states that it has issued notices to the Uttar Pradesh
Director General of Prisons Administration and Reform Services and the Director General of Police, calling for a
detailed report on the matter within two weeks.

The NHRC has also directed its Director General (Investigation) to depute a team of officers to conduct a spot
enquiry and submit a report within a week.

"The Commission issues notices to the Director General of Prisons Administration and Reform Services and the
Director General of Police, Uttar Pradesh, calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks. The NHRC
DG (I) also asked to depute a team of officers to conduct a spot enquiry and submit a report within a week," it
stated.
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The arrest

The Wire earlier reported that Nitin was employed at a grocery store in Noida. His elder brother, 18-year-old
Dinesh, works at a brick kiln in Punjab alongside their mother, whereas the younger brother is only 13-years-old.

Dinesh had told The Wire that at the time of the arrest, Nitin was working at the grocery store. According to Nitin's
lawyer, Nitin had received a phone call regarding a parcel for him. Although he stated that he hadn't placed any
order for a parcel, he was asked to step outside and when he reached the designated spot, he found the police
there ready to arrest him.

An FIR was registered against him under several serious sections of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita. Both Nitin's
lawyer and Dinesh had also alleged that he was subjected to assault and made to sign certain documents while in
detention. The NHRC has made a note of this.

Police responds to NHRC statement

After the NHRC took cognisance of the matter, Gautam Buddh Nagar Police Commissionerate issued a statement
in which the arrested minor was identified as Nitin “alias Dinesh”. It appears that the police are mixing up Nitin
and Dinesh's identity, referring to them as the same person while attaching Dinesh's Aadhaar card.

According to the police statement, the arrested individual had been employed at a private company in Noida and
that the Aadhaar card submitted at the time of his employment recorded his date of birth as January 1, 2007.

Gautam Buddh Nagar Police Commissionerate's statement.

The police further claimed that at the time of his arrest, he stated that he was 19-years-old, while his age was
recorded as 18 years in the initial medical examination. However, the minor, through his lawyer, told The Wire
Hindi that he had never told the police that he was 19.

He also refuted the police's claim regarding his employment at a factory and noted that he was employed at a
general store.

The police maintained that, based on the documents and information available at the time, he was treated as an
adult. The commissionerate also stated that a legal inquiry into the entire matter has been ordered.

'Attempt to create confusion'

The minor's lawyer, Manik Gupta, has alleged that the police are trying to create confusion between the siblings,
Nitin and Dinesh. According to him, Dinesh is not an alias of Nitin - he is his elder brother. He questioned why the
police statement was treating the siblings as the same person and argued that the commissionerate should
clarify the basis on which it identified the arrested minor as "...alias Dinesh".

He also suspected that the police may now attempt to implicate Dinesh in the case. "It appears that the police are
now trying to save their faces after what happened in Nitin's case. We fear that Dinesh may also be dragged into

the matter," Gupta told The Wire Hindi.
