The eighth
victim, G Sita Hasda, was from
Assam.

Development Minister J Mo-
hamed Parvas told the Assem-
bly on Monday that the gas
leak occurred due to an unex-
pected fault in a valve con-
nected to a pipeline leading to
an ice flake generator
machine.

Sunday’s incident was not
the first at the facility. Police
sources said an ammonia leak
was reported at the same unit
in 2014. An affected worker,
hospitalised on October 23
that year, died of complica-
tions on January 15, 2015. A
case registered in connection
with that death is being heard

by a Tiruvallur court. P7

ACCORDING to a health depart-
ment bulletin on Monday, the
leak affected 77 workers, includ-
ing 70 women, of whom 68 re-
main under treatment in Vels
Hospital (28), Venkateswara Hos-

MCH (10). Workers from Odisha
(29) accounted for the highest
number of affected persons, fol-
lowed by Assam (20), Jharkhand
(#), TN (5), Kerala (3), WE(1). The
home state of two persons is vet
to be ascertained.

The bodies of those who died
at government hospitals would
be kept in the mortuary of the
respective hospitals for post-
mortem, while those who died at
private hospitals were shifted to
the Tiruvallur GH mortuary
Odisha officials have arrived in
Tiruvallur and are coordinating
with local authorities over treat-
ment of the survivoers and ar-
rangements to carry the bodies
to their native villages.

Since the deceased includes a
child labourer, the Periya-
palayam police have added Sec-
tion 3(a) (14) of the Child and
Adolescent Labour (Prohibition
and Regulation) Act, 1986, in ad-
dition to the case they had earli-

er registerad under Sections 105
and 125(a) of the Bharativa
Nyayva Sanhita (BNS). Three per-
sons — owners M Joseph Jegan

R Daniel (70) of Perungudi
were arrested, and remand pro-
ceedings are under way
Doctors at Government
Stanley MCH said several of the
affected workers were brought
in with cardiac arrest, altered
sensorium, coma and nasal
bleeding, indicating exposure to
high concentrations of the gas,
“The patients were placed on
ventilator support as they were
unable to breathe, Treatment
was administered based on the
organs affected,” the doctors
sald.

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Rayagada horror: NCW demands action taken report within 7 days

Bhubaneswar, June 22 (SocialNews.XYZ) The National Commission for Women (NCW) has taken suo motu
cognisance of media reports concerning the mob assault, molestation, and public stripping of a 22-year-old
woman intern in Rayagada district of Odisha on June 16, following false rumours of “child kidnappers”, the
commission informed on Monday.

Taking to its X handle, the commission strongly condemned the incident and sought an Action Taken Report (ATR)
from the Director General of Police, Odisha, within seven days. It has also asked the DGP to share details
regarding the persons arrested in the case and the steps taken to prevent recurrence of such situations in the
future.

“The Commission has sought details of the FIR and the provisions invoked under the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita
(BNS), 2023, the status of the investigation and arrests made, action taken against those responsible for
spreading rumours, medical care, counselling, and rehabilitation provided to the survivor, measures adopted to
ensure the safety of NGO workers and interns, and steps taken to prevent mob vigilantism through community
policing and public awareness campaigns,” stated NCW.

Notably, petitions have also been filed by human rights activists at the National Human Rights Commission,
seeking an independent inquiry into the mob violence, arrest of the persons involved in the attack on the woman
and the man from outside the state, arrest status, and examination of administrative lapses.

According to police, the victims, who work for an NGO, were travelling from Daringbadi in Kandhamal district to
Thuamul-Rampur in Kalahandi district via Kalyansinghpur using Google Maps.

Meanwhile, the victims were reportedly stopped and questioned by some villagers on suspicion of being child-
lifters at Kandulaguda village under Dhamunipanga Panchayat, located about 7 km from Kalyansinghpur police
station.

Later, as the two volunteers were returning to Kalyansinghpur after being frightened by the situation, some
people allegedly spread rumours over phone calls in nearby villages that child-lifters were on the move.

The rumour quickly spread across Sainagar, Intaliguda, and the surrounding areas. Near a roadside dhaba at
Sainagar, a group of youths intercepted the two volunteers and assaulted them. Within a short time, more than a
hundred people gathered at the spot and joined the mob attack.

The victims were later rescued by the local police and some brave and alert youths of the locality who rushed
them to the hospital for treatment.

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Mass transfer bid puts tribal education at risk

Nandapur: A total of 648 teachers in the undivided Koraput region have sought transfer to their home districts on
medical grounds, raising concerns over potential disruption to education in tribal areas.

To verify their medical claims, the state government has constituted a special medical board, which will conduct
health assessments at Shaheed Laxman Nayak Medical College and Hospital (SLNMCH), Koraput, from July 2 to
July 7.

The board will examine the applicants’ conditions before their transfer requests are considered.

The development has drawn criticism from local stakeholders, who fear that a large-scale transfer of teachers
could adversely affect the education system in the tribal-dominated region.

Jeypore-based lawyer and human rights activist Anup Patra has written to the President, Prime Minister, Union
Education Minister, Chief Minister, School and Mass Education Minister, Chief Secretary, Education Secretary and
the collectors of the four districts, urging immediate intervention.

He has also approached the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), alleging that the proposed transfers
could weaken the education system in the region. The NHRC has registered the complaint under Diary No.

14232/IN/2026 for consideration.

Sources said the applicants are teachers from other districts currently posted in the four districts of the undivided
Koraput region, who have sought transfers to their home districts on medical grounds.

Of the 648 applicants, 219 are serving in Koraput district, 179 in Nabarangpur, and 125 each in Rayagada and
Malkangiri districts.

The proposed transfers have sparked resentment across the region.
Human rights activists and local intellectuals said that while the government claims to be strengthening
education in tribal-dominated districts, a large-scale return of teachers recruited from outside the region to their

home districts could severely impact the local education system.

Questioning the unusually high number of applications, they asked how 648 teachers serving in Koraput, known
for its healthy natural environment, could simultaneously develop medical conditions warranting transfers.

They demanded an inquiry into the circumstances behind the mass applications.

The activists said that while employees have the right to seek transfers, the Education Department must strictly
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adhere to existing transfer norms.

They urged the medical board to conduct rigorous assessments and called on the state government and district
administrations to ensure complete transparency in the process.

Failure to do so, they warned, could seriously disrupt the education system in the undivided Koraput region.

Five persons were arrested for allegedly assaulting a Kerala-based labourer on Sunday in Odisha’s Sambalpur
town amid suspicions that he was a kidnapper, police said on Monday.

According to police the arrests were made after viral videos of the assault appeared on social media.

The victim, Vishnu Sibu, a resident of Alleppey in Kerala, was rescued by a police team on Sunday and admitted to
hospital. He was later discharged and sent back to Kerala on Monday.

Sambalpur additional superintendent of police (SP) Ajay Kumar Mishra said that Vishnu earlier worked as a
welding labourer under a contractor in Bargarh district. He was unemployed for the past few months and had
been looking for work in Sambalpur for nearly two weeks.

“While he was near Dhobapada Chhak, some locals became suspicious because of his appearance and inability to
communicate in the local language. They assumed he had come to commit a crime and assaulted him,” Mishra

said.

One of the videos circulating on social media showed a group of people surrounding Vishnu, assaulting him and
checking his bag. Another clip showed the injured man being dragged away by locals.

Police later examined the viral videos and CCTV footage from the area.

Khetrajpur police station inspector-in-charge Anil Pradhan said the assault took place in the Dhobapada area
under Badabazar.

The incident follows the arrest of at least 24 people on Saturday for the alleged assault of two NGO workers in
Rayagada district, who were also suspected of being kidnappers.

The Investigative Units for Crime Against Women (IUCAW) of Odisha police is investigating the case. A petition has
also been filed with the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) seeking monetary compensation for the two
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victims.

Doctors added that organ damage is generally associated with exposure exceeding 250 ppm.

“The patients were placed on ventilator support as they were unable to breathe. Treatment was administered
based on the organs affected,” the doctors said.

Taking suo motu cognisance of reports on the leak, the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued
notices to the Tamil Nadu Chief Secretary and the Director General of Police, seeking a detailed report within two
weeks. The state government has formed a three-member committee to investigate the incident.

After visiting the injured workers in hospital on Monday, CPM state secretary P Shanmugam termed the state's ex
gratia payment of Rs 2 lakh for each deceased worker's family inadequate and urged the government to enhance
it while ensuring substantial compensation from the factory management.

In a statement, MDMK general secretary Vaiko urged the government to implement the inquiry committee's
recommendations, provide all legally entitled compensation to the bereaved families, and ensure intensive

treatment for the injured workers.

Meanwhile, Labour Welfare and Skill Development Minister ] Mohamed Parvas, in a Rule 110 statement in the
Assembly, outlined the government's measures to treat the injured and support the victims' families.

New Delhi, 22nd June: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken suo motu cognizance of the
death of two women and illness of several workers following an ammonia leak at a private shrimp processing
factory in Tamil Nadu's Tiruvallur district.

The Commission observed that the incident, if confirmed, raises serious concerns related to human rights
violations. It has issued notices to the Tamil Nadu Chief Secretary and Director General of Police, seeking a
detailed report within two weeks.

The NHRC has asked the state authorities to provide details on the health condition of affected workers and the
status of compensation announced for the next of kin of the deceased.

According to reports, the leak occurred on June 21 when workers were resting in a nearby room. Around 59
workers were admitted to hospitals in Chennai and Tiruvallur, while the Tamil Nadu government has formed a
three-member committee to investigate the incident.

Delhi, June 22:The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media
report that at least two women died and several others fell sick after inhaling ammonia which got leaked at a
private shrimp processing factory in the Tiruvallur district of Tamil Nadu on 21st June 2026.

Reportedly, at the time of the incident, the employees were taking a rest in a nearby room.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise serious issues of human rights
violations. Therefore, it has issued notices to the Tamil Nadu Chief Secretary and Director General of Police, calling
for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks. The report is also expected to include the status of health of
the workers as well as the disbursement of the relief amount announced by the state government to be paid to
the next of kin (NoK) of the deceased workers.

According to the media report, carried on 22nd June 2026, 59 workers were admitted to various hospitals in
Chennai and Tiruvallur soon after the incident. Reportedly, the state government has ordered the formation of a
three-member committee to investigate the incident.

The apex human rights panel issued notices to the Tamil Nadu Chief Secretary and Director General of Police,
calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks

The panel said the report must include the status of health of the workers as well as the disbursement of the relief
amount announced by the state government to be paid to the next of kin of the deceased workers.

As many as seven women succumbed to injuries sustained during an ammonia gas leak accident reported at a
private shrimp processing plant in Kannigaipair locality, a bulletin of the Tamil Nadu Health Department stated.

Presenting a statement under Rule 110 of the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly, Minister for Labour Welfare and
Skill Development ) Mohamed Farvas revealed how the Sunday ammonia leak accident incident happened and
what the government has done so far.

He presented the statement amid pandemonium caused by the Opposition members from the AIADMK ranks, as
Speaker JCD Prabhakar insisted the members not to intervene in the speech.

Farvas said the Sunday accident reported at Peter and Paul Sea Food Exports Private Limited in neighbouring
Thiruvallur district was caused due to a leak developed in the pipeline supplying ammonia to the ice flakes
generator.
