Chandigarh: Taking cog-
nisance of BJP leader and
Tik-Tok star Sonali Phogat
allegedly slapping and
manhandling mandi secre-
tary Sultan Singh, Haryana
Human Rights Commission
has sought areport from SF,
Hisar.

Commission passed these
orderson Friday after recei-
ving a reference from the
National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC). “It
has been alleged in the
complaint that a woman na-
med Sonali Phogat assaul-
ted one Sultan Singh publi-
cly and beat him with a slip-
per. It has been alleged that
human rights of the victim
have been violated. Videos
of thesaid incident have be-
en circulated through soci-
al media. The complaint
was originally sent by an

NGO, Human Rights Fo-
rum, Bahadurgarh. In view
of this, let areport be requi-
sitioned from the superin-
tendent of police, Hisar
through the director of in-
vestigation within a period
of six weeks,” observed De-
ep Bhatia, member of the

state human rights com-
mission, Haryana in his or-
der.

The matter will come up
for hearing before the com-
mission on September9. On
Junes, avideowent viralon
socialmedia in which Sona-
1i Phogat, who had unsuc-
cessfully contested state as-
sembly pollsfrom Adampur
Seat on BJP ticket in Octo-
ber 2019, beat up govern-
ment official Sultan Singh
in full public view. The inci-
dent allegedly took place at
the grain market of Balsa-
mand village of Hisar dis-
trict, where Phogat was vi-
siting with her supporters.

The matter also reached
the state women's commis-
sion, Haryana. An FIR was
registered by Hisar police
against Phogat and her sup-
porters. She was also arres-
ted and produced before co-
urt, which granted her bail.
Police have submitted a
chargesheet against her. At
present, she isouton bail.
