The girl has reportedly com-
mitted suicide inside the hos-

tel premises i.e. in the lawful
custody of the school author-
ities which is a matter of
concern,” said a statement
from the Apex body of the
Human Rights.
Accordingﬁy. notices have
been issued to the Chief
Secretary and the Director
General of Police,
Government of Andhra
Pradesh calling for a detailed
report supported by a thor-
ough probe within four
weeks, added the statement.
It is expected to include the
status of the police investiga-
tion and post-mortem exam-
ination including the cause of
death.

The authorities are also
directed to share the report of
any other enquiry conducted
in the matter, said an official
from the NHRC.

New Delhi [India], October 25 (ANI): The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC),
India has taken suo motu cognizance of a media report that a 13-year-old girl student in
VIII standard at a private school, allegedly died by suicide in Guntur district of Andhra
Pradesh on October 23, 2024.

Reportedly, the incident happened in the school hostel campus at Reddypalem village
panchayat area of the District, as per the press release of the National Human Rights
Commission.The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true,
raise a serious issue of violation of the human rights of the victim girl.

The girl has reportedly committed suicide inside the hostel premises i.e. in the lawful
custody of the school authorities which is a matter of concern.Accordingly, notices have
been issued to the Chief Secretary and the Director General of Police, Government of
Andhra Pradesh calling for a detailed report supported by a thorough probe within four
weeks.

It is expected to include the status of the police investigation and post-mortem
examination including the cause of death. The authorities are also directed to share the
report of any other enquiry conducted in the matter.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) of India has initiated an investigation
following media reports of a tragic incident involving a 13-year-old girl student. The girl,
an eighth grader at a private school, allegedly died by suicide in Guntur district, Andhra
Pradesh, on October 23, 2024, according to NHRC sources.

The incident reportedly took place within the school hostel at Reddypalem village
panchayat, sparking serious concerns about human rights violations. The NHRC noted
that if the reports are accurate, they reflect a failure by school authorities, who were
responsible for the child's welfare while she was in their custody.

In response, the NHRC has issued notices to the Chief Secretary and the Director
General of Police in Andhra Pradesh.

The NHRC stated that if the media report is accurate, it presents a grave issue of
human rights violation, as the alleged incident took place within the school's hostel
premises, implicating school authorities while under their legal responsibility. As a
result, the NHRC has issued notices to Andhra Pradesh's Chief Secretary and Director
General of Police, demanding a comprehensive probe within four weeks.

The commission has specified that this report should encompass the progress of the
police investigation and findings from the post-mortem examination, including the cause
of death. Authorities are also required to include details of any additional inquiries
conducted related to the tragic incident.

She was not interested in studies and unable to get good marks, say police officers

The 13-year-old girl who allegedly committed suicide at Sri Chaitanya school’s hostel at
Reddypalem on the Inner Ring Road (IRR) of the Guntur Municipal Corporation three
days ago, reportedly took the extreme step unable to cope with the academic pressure.

Guntur district Superintendent of Police S. Satish Kumar told The Hindu on Friday
(October 25) that as per the preliminary inquiry, the student, who hailed from
Chilakaluripet in Palnadu district, was not interested in studies and committed suicide
on the hostel premises. Since it was a suicide, the police did not name any accused in
the case so far, he added.

The circle inspector of Nallapadu police station, Vamsidhar Kandepu, who is the inquiry
officer (10) of the case, said the girl committed suicide as she could not study well. “The
mother of the deceased girl said she was not well during the recent Dasara holidays,
when she went home. Her classmates informed that she was not getting good marks
and was unable to concentrate on studies,” he said.

The student allegedly committed suicide on October 22 night. The hostel warden and
other students found the girl hanging from the ceiling. A case was filed the next day,
according to the police.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) on Friday ordered an inquiry into the
death of the girl.
