Kochi: Ernakulam district collector NSK Umesh has issued an order to do retrofitting on
Chander Kunj Army Towers, situated in Silver Sand Island, Vytilla. The retrofitting
should be done after evicting residents of the B and C towers.

The collector’s recent order is based on the report prepared after joint inspection by
engineers from GCDA, PWD buildings division, Tripunithura municipality and joint
director of PWD regional design. The report raised concern about the precarious
condition of the building and recommended evacuation of residents from B and C
towers. The inspection was conducted following a complaint filed by colonel (retd) Ciby
George, a resident of the apartment complex.

The collector has directed that the residents from the building should be evacuated
under the supervision of Army Welfare Housing Organisation (AWHO), which should
also give accommodation facilities for residents at its expense. The retrofitting should be
completed in 10 months and the apartments should be handed over to the residents
after making them inhabitable.

New Delhi: The NHRC has issued a notice to the Andhra Pradesh government and the
state’s police chief over a college student committing suicide allegedly due to sexual
harassment by a faculty member, officials said on Tuesday.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) in a statement has observed that
apparently, the “negligent and reckless attitude of the authorities” of the institution has
led to this incident.

The Andhra Pradesh Police arrested five people in Visakhapatnam on Tuesday in
connection with the death by suicide of the 17-year-old girl, who made sexual
harassment allegations against her college officials.

She ended her life by jumping to death from a building in the intervening night of March
28 and 29, alleging that some unidentified persons had threatened to post her
objectionable pictures on social media.

The NHRC has taken suo motu cognisance of a media report that “unable to bear the
sexual harassment by a faculty member, a first-year diploma student committed suicide
by jumping from the fourth floor of Chaitanya Engineering College in Kommadi area,
Visakhapatnam district, Andhra Pradesh on March 287, it said.

Reportedly, in a message to her father on his mobile-phone, she had said alleged that
sexual harassment of girl students is “common in the college and the management was
not able to stop it”, the statement said.

The commission has observed that the content of the news report, if true, raise a
serious issue of violation of human rights and it is a matter of concern.

The NHRC said that accordingly, it has issued notices to the chief secretary and the
director general of police of Andhra Pradesh, seeking a detailed report in four weeks. It
should also include the status of the investigation, the rights panel said.

Also, allegations of sexual harassment of other students in the college, require to be

New Delhi, Apr 2 - The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken a
significant step by issuing a notice to the Andhra Pradesh government and the state's
police chief following a tragic incident where a college student took her own life. The
student's drastic action was allegedly motivated by sexual harassment she faced from a
faculty member, according to officials. This incident has sparked a conversation about
the safety and well-being of students in educational institutions.

The NHRC, in its statement, highlighted that the apparent negligent and reckless
attitude of the college authorities might have contributed to this unfortunate event. The
commission's concern was raised after it came to light that the 17-year-old girl, a first-
year diploma student, ended her life by jumping from a building. This occurred after she
allegedly received threats over social media regarding objectionable pictures of her.

Following this incident, the Andhra Pradesh Police took prompt action by arresting five
individuals in Visakhapatnam. These arrests were connected to the allegations made by
the deceased student against her college officials. The NHRC's involvement came after
it took suo motu cognisance of a media report detailing the student's ordeal. According
to this report, the student had communicated to her father through a message that
sexual harassment was a common issue within the college, and the management had
failed to address it effectively.

The NHRC's statement further elaborated on the gravity of the situation, stating that if
the allegations mentioned in the news report were accurate, they would constitute a
severe violation of human rights. This situation not only raises concerns about the
violation of the right to life and dignity but also calls for an urgent need to ensure such
incidents do not recur.

In response to these alarming developments, the NHRC has demanded a detailed
report from both the chief secretary and the director general of police of Andhra
Pradesh within four weeks. This report is expected to shed light on the status of the
investigation into this matter. Additionally, the commission has emphasized the
importance of thoroughly investigating allegations of sexual harassment against other
students in the college. The objective is clear: to bring the perpetrators to justice and
prevent any future violations of students' rights.
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This incident serves as a stark reminder of the challenges students face regarding their
safety and dignity within educational institutions. It underscores the need for authorities
at all levels to take decisive actions to protect students and ensure a safe learning
environment for all.
