Human Rights Commission, with effect from June 2, 2024, until the appointment of a
new Chairperson in the NHRC to fill such a vacancy.

On December 28, last year, Sayani joined as a member of NHRC.

Former Supreme Court Judge Justice Arun Kumar Mishra, who was Chairperson of

the NHRC, retired on June 1. He was appointed as NHRC Chairperson on June 2,

With former Supreme Court judge Arun Mishra demitting office as chairperson of the
National Human Rights Commission after a three-year stint, the Centre on Monday
appointed Vijaya Bharathi Sayani as acting chairperson.

“The President, under Section 7(1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, is
pleased to authorise Smt Vijaya Bharathi Sayani, Member, National Human Rights
Commission, to act as the Chairperson of the National Human Rights Commission,
with effect from 02.06.2024, until the appointment of a new Chairperson in the NHRC
to fill such vacancy,” a notification by the Ministry of Home Affairs stated. Sayani, an
advocate practising before the Telangana High Court was appointed as an NHRC
member in December 2023. According to NHRC, Sayani handled cases of women
harassment and dowry providing pro bono legal aid to those belonging to the
economically weaker sections of society.

Nine months after he retired from the SC, Justice Mishra was appointed as the
eighth chairperson of the human rights body in June 2021. The post of NHRC
chairperson had been vacant for nearly seven months before Justice Mishra was
appointed. In 2019, Parliament had amended the Protection of Human Rights Act,
1993, to revise the eligibility criteria for the post of chairperson of NHRC and state
human rights commissions. While only a retired Chief Justice of India could be
appointed as NHRC chairperson earlier, the amended law allowed a judge of the
Supreme Court to be considered for the position.

Incidentally, in February 2020, months before his retirement, Justice Mishra had
praised PM Narendra Modi at an international judiciary conference. The remarks
were condemned by the Supreme Court Bar Association.

Thrissur: In a refreshing initiative, Guruvayur devaswom on Monday conducted a
training programme for the newly inducted devaswom security staff to be deployed at
the sopanam, in front of the sanctum sanctorum.

Though the devaswom has been conducting such training programmes for the
freshers, the initiative has assumed a special significance amid criticisms of the rude
behaviour of staff towards the devotees.

Devaswom commissioner Biju Prabhakar said such orientation programmes will be
conducted every six months to those in service also. “There was a laxity in the
training programmes for the freshers as many were being recruited for short periods
like six months. Now, this will be repeated,” Prabhakar said.

Inaugurating the training programme, devaswom chairman V K Vijayan said the
security staff must display utmost humility and friendliness while interacting with the
devotees. He claimed that the devaswom is following a ‘devotee-friendly approach’
and the staff must also remain committed to such an approach. Devaswom
administrator K P Vinayan presided.

TOI had recently reported the notice issued by the national human rights commission
directing the chief secretary and other officials to submit an action taken report (ATR)
on the complaints regarding ill-treatment of devotees by the devaswom security staff.

NHRC had sought ATR from various officials in the state, including the chief
secretary and district collector, on the complaints of rights violation of devotees
visiting Guruvayur temple.

The NHRC has also sought reports from Thrissur police commissioner and
Guruvayur municipality commissioner (secretary). The commission had issued the
notice on May 14 and had asked them to submit reports within four weeks.

The commission took this step following a complaint filed by Kerala-based RTI
campaigner K Govindan Nampoothiry.

In his complaint, Nampoothiry pointed out that thousands of devotees, including
many from other states and abroad, are visiting the temple, and they are facing
different forms of rights violations at Guruvayur.

Nampoothiry alleged that the devotees are being forced to wait for hours to have a
glimpse of Lord Guruvayurappan.
