The top rights panel passed the order on Thursday in response to a petition filed by
human rights lawyer Radhakanta Tripathy.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notice to Puri District
Collector and Superintendent of Police on the death of a toddler due to snakebite at the
premises of Astaranga police station in Odisha’s Puri district.

The top rights panel passed the order on Thursday in response to a petition filed by
human rights lawyer Radhakanta Tripathy.

A two-year-old toddler died of snakebite at Astaranga police station while her mother
had gone to the police station with the baby to lodge a complaint on 27 May.

"Unsafe environment and proper vigil at the police station led to the kid’s tragic death.
The Police officials were found wanting in immediately shifting the child to a nearby
hospital. If police would have acted in time, the precious life could have been saved. It is
the responsibility of the officials to keep the workplace safe. Neither investigation has
been conducted in the case nor has compensation been paid to the mother of the
deceased,” the petition alleged.

The petitioner, Tripathy sought for a safe environment in all the police stations with
childcare facilities to avert recurrence of such tragedy in future.

“The Commission shall be constrained to invoke coercive process u/s 13 of the
Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 calling for a personal appearance of the authority
concerned for submission of the report, in case the report is not received within the
stipulated time”, the NHRC directed in an order on 13 June.

BHUBANESWAR: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has sought an
action-taken report from the Puri district collector and superintendent of police (SP)
regarding the death of a toddler on the premises of Astaranga police station in Puri
district on May 27. The toddler, who had come with his mother, died of a snakebite at
the police station.
The Commission issued this direction on Thursday after hearing a petition filed by
human rights activist and lawyer Radhakanta Tripathy. According to the petitioner, Asha
Behera of Balidia village visited the Astaranga police station with her child to file a
domestic violence complaint against her in-laws.

While the mother was busy filing the complaint, her two-year-old child was playing on
the premises of the police station. During this time, he was bitten by a snake. The child
was rushed to a community health center at Astaranga and later shifted to the Capital
Hospital in Bhubaneswar. However, the doctors declared the child dead.

Relatives of Behera staged a protest in front of the police station and demanded
compensation for the next of kin of the deceased. After police intervention, the angry
agitators called off the protest.

Tripathy, in his petition, alleged that the child died of a snakebite due to a lack of a safe
environment and vigilance at the police station. He said the incident has highlighted
serious concerns about safety and emergency response measures in police stations in
Odisha.

The complainant also alleged that no inquiry or investigation had been conducted in the
matter. “It is a serious issue of an alleged violation of human rights. | have requested
the Commission to intervene in the matter,” he added.

The Commission took cognizance of the case and sought an action-taken report from
the Puri district authorities within four weeks. “The Commission shall be constrained to
invoke coercive process under section 13 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993,
calling for a personal appearance of the authority concerned for the submission of the
report if the report is not received within the stipulated time,” read the NHRC order.

Kendrapara: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has sought an Action
Taken Report (ATR) within four weeks from the Puri District Collector and
Superintendent of Police on the death of a toddler inside Astaranga police station.

The NHRC passed the order on Thursday after considering the submissions of
Radhakanta Tripathy, a human rights activist and lawyer.

The petitioner stated that a two-year-old child died of a snake bite at Astaranga police
station in puri district.

The toddler had come to the police station with his mother, who had visited to lodge a
complaint May 27, 2024.

Due to the lack of a safe environment and proper vigilance at the police station, such an
incident occurred, Tripathy said and alleged that due to the negligence and
lackadaisical attitude of the police officials in providing immediate medical care, the
child died.

He stated that it is the responsibility of government officials, the police in this case, to
maintain a safe workplace. The child could not receive medical care after he was bitten
by a viper inside the police station.

The petitioner further mentioned that no inquiry or investigation has been conducted in
this unfortunate case, and no compensation has been paid to the mother of the victim.
Tripathy sought an independent and impartial investigation into the incident and urged
for safety measures and a safe environment in all police stations with childcare facilities.

The Commission took cognizance of the matter and issued notices to the District
Magistrate and the Superintendent of Police, Puri, Odisha, calling for an ATR within four
weeks.

The Commission shall be constrained to invoke a coercive process under Section 13 of
the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, calling for the personal appearance of the
concerned authority for submission of the report if the report is not received within the
stipulated time, the NHRC order said.
