NHRC seeks ATR from Bhadrak SP

The National Human

Rights Commission (NHRC)
has sought an action-taken
report (ATR) from the
Bhadrak Superintendent of
Police on the issue of three
police personnel of the
Chandbali police station,
who were seen beating and
abusing a woman and her
minor sister-in-law in a
videa that went viral.

The NHRC passed the
order taking cognisance of a
petition filed by advocate
and human rights activist

Radhakanta Tripathy.

The petitioner alleged
about the incident occurred
on June 25, 2024, wherein a
woman was ruthlessly
assaulted by the police
officials in the premises of
the Chandabali PS in
Bhadral.

As per the complaint, the
incident resulted when the
woman kid was playing and
a shoe cover fell in front of
the police station. When the
on-duty Constable Ravi
Shetty asked the woman to
pick up the same, she did not
obey, following which Ravi

slapped her.

Later, two ather Con-
stables joined and assaulted
the woman with plastic
pipes. The incident was
captured in a mobile phone
by some local residents and
went viral in social media,
Tripathy alleged.

The complainant has
requested an independent
and impartial investigation
of the incident with legal
action against the accused
police officials, psychosocial
counseling of the victim and
adequate compensation to
the women.

Kendrapara (Odisha), July 10 (UNI)The National Human Rights Commission
(NHRC) has sought for an Action Taken Report (ATR) from the Bhadrak
Superintendent of Police, on gross abuse of power by three police personnel of
Chandbali Police Station. The three policemen were seen dragging, beating and
abusing a scheduled caste woman and her minor sister-in-law in a video, which went
viral on social media . Considering the petition filed by Human Rights Activist
Radhakanta Tripathy, the NHRC passed the order on Monday directing the BhadraK
SP to submit a report within four weeks. The petitioner alleged that on June 25, last
a woman was ruthlessly assaulted by the police officials in the premises of
Chandabali PS in Odiaha’s Bhadrak District. As per the complaint, the incident
resulted when the kid of the woman was playing with the shoe cover during which
the shoe cover fell in front of the police station. Constable Ravi Shetty who was on
duty asked the woman to pick up the same.When the woman refused to obey the
order, she was slapped by the accused Constable Ravi. Later two more constables
joined and they started abusing and assaulting the woman and the incident went
viral in social media. The woman, Tripathy alleged, was pulled by her legs and thrown
to the ground by the policemen.

She was also assaulted with a plastic pipe. The complainant has requested NHRC
for an independent and impartial investigation into the incident with legal action
against the accused police officials, psychosocial counselling and adequate
compensation to the victim women etc. The NHRC asked the Bhadrak SP to inquire
the allegations by a senior police officer, not below the rank of an Additional SP, and
ensure the needful action against the accused and to submit the action taken report
to the Commission within four weeks. The NHRC has also marked a copy of the
petition to the Odisha Director General of Police.
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SC Closes PIL Alleging Non-Functional Statutory Panels Exist In
J&K

EW DELHI: The Supreme Court on Tuesday closed the proceedings on a PIL, which
claimed non-functional statutory panels exist in Jammu and Kashmir, after being told
by the Union Territory administration that these are now functional and the powers of
some like the State Human Rights Commission are being exercised by the NHRC.
The top court had earlier issued notices to the Centre on the 2020 PIL, filed by Pune-
based lawyer Asim Suhas Sarode, and sought the assistance of Solicitor General
Tushar Mehta in deciding it.

It was alleged that statutory panels like the state human rights commission were not
functional in the union territory after the abrogation of Article 370 which accorded
special status to the erstwhile state.

The PIL alleged seven panels, including the Jammu and Kashmir State Commission
for Women, the state commission for persons with disabilities and the consumer
disputes redressal commission are non functional.

A bench comprising Chief Justice D Y Chandrachud and Justice JB Pardiwala on
Tuesday took note of the submissions of the solicitor general that the statutory
panels are functional and the powers of some of them are now being exercised by
central panels owing to the change in the status of the erstwhile state of Jammu and
Kashmir.

The law officer said the powers of three commissions out of the seven are being
exercised by the central panels and the rest are functional in the union territory.

He also referred to the affidavit of the law, justice and parliamentary affairs
department of Jammu and Kashmir in support of his submissions.

“‘We will close the case,” the bench then said.

“It has been submitted that with the passing of the Jammu and Kashmir
Reorganisation Bill, now the laws applicable to UTs are made applicable to the union
territory of Jammu and Kashmir...moreover, the central government is vested with
the power to direct that the central commissions to function as state commissions,”
the bench said.

It disposed of the PIL, saying that in view of the present position, the plea has
become infructuous and no further directions are required to be issued.

The petitioner had made the DoPT (Department of Personnel and Training), the
National Human Rights Commission and the Law Commission of India parties to the
PIL.

In August 2019, the Centre bifurcated Jammu and Kashmir into two Union territories
and abrogated the provisions of Article 370 of the Constitution which accorded
special status to the erstwhile state.

The Jammu and Kashmir Reorganisation Bill was introduced in the Rajya Sabha on
August 5, 2019 and passed the same day. The Lok Sabha cleared it the next day.

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West Bengal Suit, Alleging Centre s Misuse of CBI, is Maintainable:
Supreme Court

The Supreme Court on Wednesday held as maintainable the West Bengal
government's suit alleging misuse of the Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) by the
Central government (State of West Bengal v. Union of India).

A Bench of Justices BR Gavai and Sandeep Mehta said the State's plaint disclosed
a cause of action and rejected the Union government's contention that was a
material suppression of facts.

"The contention of the Union is rejected. The suit by West Bengal shall proceed in
accordance with law. We observe that these findings will have no bearing when the
suit is decided on its own merits," the Court said.

It cannot be said that the West Bengal government has not made out any case
against the defendants (including the Central government and the CBI), the Court
observed further.

It added that West Bengal's suit raised a legal issue as to whether after general
consent is revoked by a State, the CBI could register and investigate cases in
violation of Section 6 of the Delhi Special Police Establishment (DSPE) Act.

The Court will hear the suit on August 13 for framing of issues.

The original suit filed by the Trinamool Congress (TMC)-led West Bengal
government against the Central government alleges that the CBI is being misused to
target State governments.

The TMC government contended that since the State had withdrawn general
consent for the CBI to investigate cases in the State, the central agency could no
longer proceed with probes in West Bengal.

If the CBI is allowed to enter a State for investigation, the Enforcement Directorate
(ED) generally follows suit and the same has huge implications for Indian polity, the
West Bengal government argued.

The Central government had countered that the West Bengal government could not
sue the Centre over cases being probed by the CBI as the central agency was
independent.

The Central government asserted that the suit by the West Bengal government was
liable to be dismissed as not maintainable since there was no cause of action
disclosed in the plaint against the Central government.

The Centre added that the CBI cannot be made a party to such suits as per Article
131 of the Constitution (original jurisdiction of the Supreme Court with respect to
Centre-State disputes).

Senior Advocate Kapil Sibal appeared for the West Bengal government, and Solicitor
General (SG) Tushar Mehta represented the Union government.

The Court had reserved its verdict on the maintainability of the suit in May this year.

The case has its origins in the results of the State Legislative Assembly elections
held in West Bengal in May 2021.

After the elections, many persons who had to flee their houses due to the violence
approached the Calcutta High Court claiming that they were not being allowed to
return home by the workers of the ruling TMC.

On May 31, the Calcutta High Court ordered the formation of a three-member
committee to ensure that persons displaced by post-poll violence in the State are
able to return to their houses.

Thereafter, the High Court proceeded to call for intervention by the National Human
Rights Commission (NHRC). Subsequently, the then NHRC Chairperson Justice
Arun Mishra constituted a seven-member committee to inquire into complaints
regarding post-poll violence.
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The committee submitted a report accusing the TMC of turning affairs in the State
into the "law of ruler", instead of a "rule of law", and called for a CBI probe in the
matter.

The State government strongly contested the NHRC report, questioning the
impartiality of the human rights body. It proceeded to file an original suit against the
Central government in the matter, wherein it also questioned the High Court's
decision to order a CBI probe.
