A THREE-MEMBER National
Human Rights Commission
(NHRC) team, led by member
Priyank Kanungo, conducted an
in-depth investigation into the
high-profile rape and blackmail
casein Bhopal on Thursday. The
team metwith victims and police
officials handling five FIRs filed
atBagSewania, Aishbag, Ashoka
Garden, andJehangirabad police
stations, focusingon the actions
of prime accused Farhan Khan
and his associates.

The NHRC team reviewed the
ongoing investigations and pro-
vided recommendations to
strengthen the probe, urging
authoritiestoensurea thorough
investigation to secure capital
punishmentfortheaccused.The
team also visited TIT College on
Raisen Road, where some of the
accused were former students,
andissueddirectivestoenhance
safety measures for female stu-
dents. Instructions weregivento
the college administration to
promptlyaddressstudents’ com-
plaints and implement robust
security protocols.

In a post on X, Kanungo criti-
cised the local police for failing
to act decisively against those

operating Club 90, a hotel near
the college allegedly used by
Farhan Khan to exploit victims.
He highlighted that the hotel,
knownasahubforcriminal activ-
ities, was demolished by the
administration after NHRCissued
a notice, without collecting crit-
ical forensic evidence. Kanungo
pointed out that no FIR hasbeen
filed against the hotel'soperators,
raising questions about theinves-
tigation's thoroughness.
Kanungo shared a video on X
showcasing Club90’sprivate cab-
ins,equippedwithbedsandoth-
er amenities, allegedly offeredto
students and couples for high
fees. NHRC'sintervention under-
scores concerns about the sys-
temic lapses that allowed such
activities to persistnear an edu-
cational institution.
Theteam'svisitfollows reports
of a criminal network targeting
female students, involving rape,
blackmail, and coercion, with
parallelstothe 1992 Ajmerscan-
dal. Five accused, including
Farhan Khan, have been arrest-
ed, while one remains at large.
The NHRC has called for a com-
prehensive probe touncoverany
additional victims and ensure
justice, emphasising the need for
accountability at all levels.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) urges states and Union Territories to
implement Supreme Court directives from a 2023 verdict aimed at eradicating manual
scavenging. The NHRC emphasizes the practice's violation of human rights and
recommends measures for real-time compliance, education, and accountability to tackle
the issue.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued an urgent call to action,
writing to all states and Union Territories to ensure the 'immediate implementation' of
Supreme Court directives aimed at eradicating manual scavenging. The directives stem
from a landmark 2023 verdict.

In their correspondence, the NHRC stipulates a range of measures to be adopted by
authorities, highlighting the establishment of 'robust monitoring systems' to guarantee
real-time compliance and deterrence. Officials confirmed that an action taken report is
expected within eight weeks.

The NHRC underscores the human rights implications of manual scavenging, a practice
declared a 'grave violation' of basic dignities. Despite constitutional and legal bans, the
NHRC reports continuing occurrences in major cities, prompting recommendations for
education, judiciary outreach, and accountability checks.

Kendrapara: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has sought an action-
taken report (ATR) from the Chief Secretaries of Odisha and Jharkhand regarding
issues of displacement, tribal land alienation, deforestation, and the overall impact on
tribal populations caused by prolonged inaction and negligence by state authorities.

While hearing a plea filed by human rights activist Radhakanta Tripathy, the commission
Tuesday directed the authorities to submit the ATR within 15 days. In his petition,
Tripathy highlighted the severe and long-standing impact of tribal land alienation in both
states, affecting more than one lakh tribal individuals.

He brought attention to systemic exploitation through manipulation of land records,
widespread deforestation, and mass displacement resulting from development projects.

These factors, he argued, have deprived tribal communities of their primary livelihoods,
cultural identity, and legal land rights.

Tripathy urged the commission to intervene by investigating the root causes of land
alienation, enforcing protective policies, and ensuring meaningful rehabilitation for the
affected communities.

In its observations, the NHRC stated, “The commission is of the considered view that
the allegations levelled in the complaint constitute serious violations of the human rights
of the victims.”

The petitioner also called upon the NHRC to conduct a comprehensive survey and
research, and to provide recommendations to the government on the critical issues
faced by internally displaced persons due to internal conflicts, wildlife sanctuaries, and
protected areas.

Furthermore, Tripathy urged the commission to advocate for the enactment of a national
law addressing displacement and tribal land alienation, covering all categories of
displacements, and ensuring the implementation of tribal welfare policies across India.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has urged all states the immediately
implement the Supreme Court’s 14 directives to eliminate the practice of manual
cleaning of hazardous waste.

In view of the continued practice of manual cleaning of hazardous waste, the
Commission wrote to all the Chief Secretaries and Administrators of States and Union
Territories, asking them to ensure the immediate implementation of the directives issued
by the apex court in its landmark 2023 judgement.

The Commission noted that the practice constitutes a grave violation of human rights,
especially the right to life with dignity and equality before the law. The Commission
observed that despite the constitutional and legal safeguards, manual cleaning of
hazardous waste continues to be reported in certain parts of the country.

A complete ban on manual scavenging was announced by the Supreme Court on 29th
January this year in six major cities — Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata, Bengaluru, and
Hyderabad.

NHRC has recommended the wide dissemination of the prohibition of manual
scavenging and relevant judicial directives among stakeholders, including local
authorities, contractors, and the general public. It has also recommended sensitisation
programmes for government officials, sanitation workers, and communities on the legal,
social, and human rights dimensions of manual scavenging.

The Commission has also called for the establishment of robust monitoring systems to
ensure real-time compliance and deterrence. It said there must be regular follow-ups
and review mechanisms to track progress, identify implementation gaps, and ensure
accountability at all levels.

Authorities have been directed to submit action taken reports within eight weeks to
demonstrate compliance with the Supreme Court’s directives.

New Delhi- The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India, has called for the
immediate implementation of 14 directives issued by the Supreme Court in its 2023
judgment (Dr. Balram Singh v/s Union of India, 2023 INSC 950) to eradicate the caste-
based and inhuman practice of manual scavenging and hazardous sewer cleaning.

In a letter to Chief Secretaries and Administrators of all States and Union Territories, the
NHRC emphasized that the continued practice violates fundamental human rights,
including the right to life with dignity and equality before the law.

Despite constitutional safeguards, legal protections, and a Supreme Court ban on
manual scavenging in six major cities—Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata, Bengaluru,
and Hyderabad—announced on January 29, 2025, the NHRC noted that manual
cleaning of hazardous waste persists in parts of the country.

To address this, the NHRC has recommended immediate measures, including
widespread dissemination of the prohibition and judicial directives among stakeholders
such as local authorities, contractors, and the public. It also called for sensitisation
programmes for government officials, sanitation workers, and communities to highlight
the legal, social, and human rights dimensions of manual scavenging.

The NHRC further stressed the need for robust monitoring systems to ensure real-time
compliance and deterrence, alongside regular follow-ups and review mechanisms to
track progress, identify gaps, and ensure accountability at all levels.

Authorities have been directed to submit action taken reports within eight weeks to
demonstrate compliance with the Supreme Court’s directives.

New Delhi, The NHRC has written to all states and Union Territories asking them to
ensure "immediate implementation" of directives issued by the Supreme Court in a 2023
verdict, aimed at eradicating manual scavenging and hazardous sewer cleaning.

The rights panel has recommended a slew of measures to authorities, including the
establishment of "robust monitoring systems to ensure real-time compliance and
deterrence", the rights panel said on Thursday.

The National Human Rights Commission has also asked the authorities to submit an
action taken report within eight weeks, officials said.

In view of the continued practice of manual cleaning of hazardous waste, the NHRC, in
a letter to all the chief secretaries and administrators of states and Union Territories, has
"asked to ensure the immediate implementation of the 14 directives issued by the
Supreme Court in its landmark 2023 judgment , aimed at eradicating the inhuman and
caste-based practice of manual scavenging and hazardous sewer cleaning," it said in a
statement.

The commission has noted that the practice constitutes a "grave violation of human
rights", especially the right to life with dignity and equality before the law.

The NHRC has observed that despite the constitutional and legal safeguards, as well as
a complete ban announced by the Supreme Court in January 2025 in six major cities
Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata, Bengaluru, and Hyderabad manual cleaning of
hazardous waste "continues to be reported in certain parts of the country".

Therefore, the NHRC has recommended the immediate implementation of measures
including wide dissemination of the prohibition of manual scavenging and relevant
judicial directives among stakeholders, including local authorities, contractors, and the
general public, it said.

Other measures include sensitisation programmes for government officials, sanitation
workers, and communities on the legal, social, and human rights dimensions of manual
scavenging; and regular follow-ups and review mechanisms to track progress, identify
implementation gaps, and ensure accountability at all levels.

In a significant development in the Bhopal private college rape and blackmail case, the
prime accused, Farhan Khan, has been remanded to judicial custody until May 26,
following his court appearance via video conferencing. Concurrently, a National Human
Rights Commission (NHRC) team has launched an investigation into the case, raising
concerns over deficiencies in the initial police probe and signalling a deeper inquiry into
the funding sources behind the accused. Farhan Khan, implicated in serious charges
including rape, blackmail, and alleged ‘Love Jihad’ at a private college, faced court
proceedings on May 13 after his prior custody period ended. Due to the absence of
POCSO Court Judge Neelam Mishra, the hearing was conducted before Special Judge
Pallavi Dwivedi. Khan, accused of assaulting a minor among other victims, faces
charges under the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act, Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita, Information Technology Act, and Madhya Pradesh Freedom of Religion
Act. He was initially detained on April 30 by Bagsewania police following interrogations.

The NHRC team, led by member Priyank Kanungo, arrived in Bhopal from Delhi on
Tuesday evening to conduct a two-day investigation. The team has criticised the Bhopal
police’s preliminary investigation as “incomplete,” pointing to lapses such as inadequate
forensic analysis and failure to interrogate the accused’s family or probe their lavish
lifestyles, including the use of expensive vehicles. Kanungo questioned the hasty
demolition of structures linked to the accused, like Farhan’s Club 90 restaurant, without
proper evidence collection, calling it “reckless.” The NHRC aims to uncover the funding
sources behind the accused, suspecting external networks or influences, including the
role of certain madrasas. The team will visit the private college, Technocrats Institute of
Technology, and Club 90 to gather evidence, with the possibility of filing new FIRs
based on findings. The case, which has sparked widespread outrage and protests
across Bhopal, involves allegations of a systematic racket targeting Hindu female
students. Farhan, along with associates Sahil Khan, Ali, Saad, Nabeel, and fugitive
Abrar, allegedly lured victims into relationships, sexually assaulted them, and
blackmailed them using recorded videos.

Five accused have been arrested, with Ashoka Garden police sending Farhan, Nabeel,
and Ali to jail on May 6, while Jahangirabad police interrogated Sahil and Saad. Abrar
remains at large, with a Rs. 20,000 reward for information leading to his arrest. The
NHRC'’s involvement, prompted by complaints of sedation, assault, and forced
conversions, underscores the case’s gravity. Seven victims have been identified, with
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expectations of more emerging. Chief Minister Mohan Yadav has vowed strict action,
emphasising zero tolerance for such crimes. The investigation continues to unravel the
network behind this disturbing case, with the NHRC'’s findings likely to shape further
legal actions. Speaking to the media, NHRC member Priyank Kanungo, leading a three-
member team probing the Bhopal private college rape and blackmail case, outlined key
concerns and directives.

“The NHRC has received complaints about a group of Hindu female students being
targeted with sexual abuse and drug addiction, blackmailed with obscene videos, and
coerced into religious conversions. While some victims have come forward, we suspect
the victim count may exceed a dozen. We urge anyone with information to approach our
team,” Kanungo stated. He expressed dissatisfaction with the police investigation,
urging a deeper probe into the accused’s funding sources. “The accused used
expensive bikes and spent lavishly to lure victims. Police must seize these assets and
trace the money trail for potential money laundering or Hawala links,” he said. Kanungo
also criticised the lack of evidence collection from Club 90’s six cabins before its
demolition, noting its role as a student hangout linked to drug use. He highlighted local
individuals facilitating college admissions for cash and influencing students, calling for
scrutiny of their activities and the local police’s inaction.
