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Harassment by guide led to doc’s
suicide in ]odhpur alleges family

Jaipur: The family of the
resident doctor at Jodhpur's
SN Medical College, who di-
ed Saturday evening at SMS
Hospital after attempting to
die by suicide in Jodhpur, re-
fused to accept his body on
Sunday and demanded an
investigation againstthe de-
ceased doctor’s guide, alle-

ginghe was harassed.
Resident doctors of
Jodhpur’s SN Medical Colle-

ge and Jaipur’'s SMS Medi-
cal College gathered at SMS
hospital’s mortuary where
the body of Dr Rakesh Vish-
noi, a third-year resident
doctor of pharmacology,
was kept. They alleged a vi-
deocirculating on social me-
dia should Dr Vishnoi recei-
ving treatment while lying
on the hospital bed, purpor-
tedly naming a doctor — the
head of the pharmacology
department at SN Medical
College — who was haras-
sing him.

“It is extremely unfort-
unate that Dr Vishnoi died
by suicide in Jodhpur due to
the pressure of his thesis
and the authoritarian atti-
tude of the teachers," said
Dr Manohar Siyol, presi-
dent of Jaipur Association
of ResidentDoctors (JARD).

He said Dr Vishnoi’s family
members, Nagaur MP Ha-
numan Beniwal, JARD offi-
cer bearers and other resi-
dent doctors are sitting out-
side the mortuary to seek
justice for him.

“The pharmacology he-
ad of the department tortu-

red himmentally,” said Ravi
Vishnoi, elder brother of Dr
Vishnoi.

The United Doctors
Front (UDF) has formally
approached the National
Medical Commission
(NMC) and the National Hu-
man Rights Commission
(NHRC) seeking an urgent
investigation into the death.
Dr Lakshyva Mittal, national
presidentof UDF,statedthat
the organisation has raised
serious concerns regarding
alleged academic harass-
ment and mental torture
that may have led to Dr Vish-
noi'sdeath. He said UDF has
called for an immediate in-
quiry into the actions of the
thesisguide, college admini-
stration, and broader insti-
tutional lapses that failed to
safeguard the mental well-
being of resident doctors.

“Dr Vishnoi’s death is
not an isolated incident—it
is symptomatic of a syste-
mic crisis in medical acade-
mia,” said Dr Mittal.

They alleged a video circulating on social
media should Dr Vishnoi receiving treatment while lying on the hospital bed, purportedly
naming a doctor — the head of the pharmacology department at SN Medical College —
who was harassing him.
