Jalpaiguri: A BJP MLA’s
son and his driver were ar-
rested on Friday following
anattackonaCooch Behar
Trinamool neta.

Raju Dey, karmadhy-
aksha of Cooch Behar
Block 2 Panchayat Samity;
was going home on his bi-
ke when four persons shot
at him near Jhinaidanga
around 11pm on Thursday,
police said. The bullet hit
Dey on his right shoulder.
He underwent a surgery
early on Friday ata private
nursing home. His condi-
tion is said to be stable.

In a video message, Dey
sald: “A couple of months
back, locals in Chakchaka
held protests against the
MLA. The legislator was
travelling in the same car
back then. It was seen when
[ was attacked.”

Roy’s elder son. Later, ho-

wever, they released him
and arrested the younger
son. “A huntis on to get the
other two involved in the
attack,” said SP Dyutiman
Bhattacharya.

Following the attack,
TMC posted on X: “The
2024 Lok Sabha results
from Bengal made it clear
that @BJP4India was ra-
pidly losing ground in Co-
och Behar. Now that the
district has slipped from
theiriron-fisted grasp, the-
y've returned to what they

do best: unleashing BRU-
TE, MINDLESS VIOLEN-
CE.” TMC workers staged
protests across the dis-
trict, demanding punish-
ment for culprits.

“This is an exceptional
case where the son of a
BJP MLA is trying to kill
our man.

A day after the National
Human Rights Commission
(NHRC) issued a notice to the
Odisha Government over the
horrifying caste-based vio-
lence in Dharakote block of
Ganjam district, police in-
tensified their probe and
nabbed three more accused
on Thursday evening, taking

the total number of arrests
to 16.

The fresh arrests include
Sunil Swain (21) and Ashish
Barala (19) from Bethuar
and Santosh Kumar Polai
(32) from Nabaratnapur.
Police are continuing their
manhunt for others involved
in the brutal June 26 assault
that has sparked State-wide
condemnation.

As per an FIR, two Dalit
men Bulu Nayak (52) and
Babul Nayak (43) of Singipur
were intercepted by a mob

while transporting cattle, re-
portedly as part of a dowry
arrangement. On suspicion
of illegal cattle transport,
they were subjected to abuse:
robbed, thrashed, partially
tonsured, paraded for nearly
two kilometers crawling
with grass in their mouths,
and allegedly forced to drink
sewage water. The mob also
recorded the incident.

The prime accused Rajesh
Samal (20) from Jahada is al-
ready in custody along with
a juvenile previously de-

tained.

The NHRC termed the in-
cident a "gross violation of
human rights" and directed
the Chief Secretary and the
DGP to submit a detailed re-
port within two weeks.

Political parties including
the BID, the Congress and
the Left have condemned the
atrocity and demanded
strictest action against the
culprits. A Congress fact-
finding team visited the vic-
tims in Singipur and pledged
legal and medical support.

Expressing dissatisfaction

BHOPAL: Two months after a suspected love trap and forced conversion racket was
busted in Bhopal, the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has flagged serious
lapses in the police investigation.

The racket allegedly involved youths from one community befriending college girls from
another, raping them, making obscene videos, and pressuring them for religious
conversion and marriage.

In its four-page communication to the state’s chief secretary and DGP earlier this week,
the NHRC has mentioned, “Perusal of the facts of the case revealed that the main
accused Farhan Khan was in touch with several persons in MP and outside. His criminal
network connection with the crime in different states cannot be ruled out. However, the
findings of the investigation remain silent on this aspect. Such a network of crime within
the state as well as pan-India, if any, needs to be ascertained.”

“There is a need for more rigorous investigation to find out the possible network of crime
inside the state as well as pan-India to protect the children and teenage girls from sexual
exploitation and the pattern of dominant gender crime of trafficking,” the NHRC wrote in
the communication.

The human rights body further highlighted there being no doubt regarding the relationship
between the main accused, Farhan and one Shariq Machli, particularly as Machli appears
to be involved with the prime accused in this entire case. Importantly, the man Sharif
Machli, is a Bhopal-based businessman, who is believed to have powerful political links.

The NHRC has also recommended that the state’s Director General of Police (DGP)
initiate departmental action against the police officer who failed to take the matter
seriously.

The lapse occurred when the first of the alleged rape survivors, a college student whose
complaint led to the first of multiple cases in Bhopal, initially called the state police’s
emergency response service.
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She had explicitly stated that she had been raped by Farhan Khan in Indore, but her
complaint was not acted upon with due seriousness.

“The concerned official recorded the call in a manner suggesting that the victim had
denied the occurrence of rape and advised her to visit the police station the following
morning to file a complaint This response reflects gross negligence and a callous attitude
on the part of the police personnel in handling a complaint regarding a heinous crime
such as rape and liable to face departmental action.”

The NHRC also mentioned in the four-page communication about the Club-90 restaurant,
which was located close to the college, where the female students studied, and also
allegedly used in the crime. It was, however, demolished by authorities without prior
information and collecting crucial evidence from there.

“‘Departmental action be taken against responsible police officers for this major lapse and
forensic investigation of Club 90 is required for fair investigation of the case.”

Initial police investigation and an NHRC probe into the matter, the allegations of the
complainant appear to be true. “It is a real and serious issue, involving deceitful romantic
relationships and, thereafter, sexual exploitation and forced conversions of Hindu girls.
Forcible, deceitful or dishonest religious conversion is unacceptable, it equals the Pattern
of Dominant Gender Crime of Trafficking,” the NHRC maintained.

The Commission also criticised the silence of the concerned college’s anti-ragging cell,
which is mandated to act under UGC guidelines.

Further, the Commission has asked the state’s chief secretary to ensure that the affected
girls are admitted into new colleges without delay and that their education continues
unhindered. It has also instructed the state to provide pending scholarships and to resume
financial support for victims from SC, ST, and OBC backgrounds.

Noting that no compensation had yet been paid under the Victim Compensation Scheme,
the NHRC called on the government to immediately release Rs 5 lakh per victim and Rs
6 lakh to the minor survivor under the POCSO Act.

The NHRC noted that considering the facts of the case and the serious nature of crime,
there was a need for a more rigorous investigation to unearth the truth. The Commission
sought a compliance report on it within two weeks.

BHOPAL: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued a stern advisory
to the Chief Secretary and DGP of Madhya Pradesh, citing serious lapses in the
investigation of alleged sexual exploitation and coercion of female students from a private
college in Bhopal.

Calling it “an organised crime being committed against female students,” the NHRC said
the accused “trapped them in a love trap, raped them and made obscene videos,” while
also pressuring them for religious conversion and marriage.

Following a spot inquiry, the Commission found the investigation “incomplete and
inconclusive,” adding that links between the accused and a wider criminal network “within
the state as well as pan-India... need to be ascertained.” It also flagged a lack of action
on enforcing anti-ragging regulations and safeguarding victims.

The NHRC directed the state to ensure victims resume their education, be shifted to safe
colleges, and receive pending and fresh scholarships. On compensation, the Commission
called the proposed Rs 50,000 payout “meager,” ordering instead that each victim be paid
Rs 5 lakh and Rs 6 lakh to the minor victim under POCSO.

Victim safety was also emphasized, with the NHRC directing authorities to “provide
adequate and continuous security.” The demolition of Club-90, a site allegedly tied to the
crime, without evidence collection, was deemed a “major lapse,” prompting orders for a
forensic probe and departmental action.

The NHRC concluded the allegations reveal a “serious issue” involving “deceitful romantic
relationships... sexual exploitation and forced conversions,” describing it as a “Pattern of
Dominant Gender Crime of Trafficking.”

A compliance report has been requested by July 25.

“Our question is that, did the police try to find out more victims or accused or try to bust
the racket? There was a place called ‘Club 90’, a den of vice which was provided by
Municipal Corporation to run a restaurant. We don’t know whether they had a license of
food department or license of labour department, nothing has come to fore in police
investigation till date. It was demolished without collecting forensic evidence from the site
which brings the action under suspicion.”

Bhopal, July 4 (IANS) The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued a
scathing directive to Madhya Pradesh authorities, highlighting serious lapses in police
handling of a rape case involving allegations of ‘deceitful romantic entrapment,’ sexual
exploitation, and forced religious conversion of Hindu girls.

The Commission has demanded a rigorous re-investigation and departmental action
against erring officers, citing systemic negligence and potential links to a wider trafficking
network.

The case, registered as No 254/2025 at Bagsevania Police Station, revolves around a
complaint by a young woman who alleged that she was raped by one Farhan Khan in
Indore.

Despite her explicit statement to the Dial 100 emergency helpline, the attending officer
allegedly “downplayed” the incident, “misrecorded” her statement, and advised her to visit
the police station the next day.

The NHRC described this response as “gross negligence” and “a callous attitude” in the
face of a heinous crime.

The Commission’s investigation division, after an initial fact-finding, found the
complainant’s allegations credible and indicative of a disturbing pattern.

The report noted that the case was not an isolated incident but part of a broader trend
involving “deceitful romantic relationships” that culminate in sexual exploitation and
coerced religious conversions.

The NHRC equated such practices to a “Pattern of Dominant Gender Crime of
Trafficking", underscoring the need for a pan-India investigation to uncover any organised
network behind such crimes.

The Commission emphasised that while the right to choose one’s partner is a
fundamental right, any conversion that is “forcible, deceitful or dishonest” is a violation of
personal liberty and dignity.

It called for a forensic investigation of “Club 90", a location linked to the alleged crime,
and urged the state to submit a compliance report within two weeks. A complete report
has been requested by July 25, 2025.
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The NHRC's intervention comes amid growing national concern over cases involving
“‘love jihad” — a controversial term used by some groups to describe alleged efforts by
Muslim men to lure Hindu women into relationships for the purpose of religious
conversion.

While the term lacks legal standing, several states, including Madhya Pradesh, have
enacted laws to curb forced conversions under the guise of marriage.

The Commission’s directive is expected to intensify scrutiny on law enforcement agencies
and their preparedness to handle sensitive gender-based crimes.

It also raises questions about the efficacy of existing safeguards for women and minors
in vulnerable communities.

As the deadline for the compliance report approaches, all eyes will be on the Madhya
Pradesh government’s response — and whether it leads to meaningful accountability and
systemic reform.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) on Friday has raised serious concerns
over the handling of a disturbing case in Bhopal, where several college girls were
allegedly raped, blackmailed, and were pressured to get converted to another religion.
The Commission has directed the Madhya Pradesh Chief Secretary (CS) and the Director
General of Police (DGP) of MP to conduct a fair, detailed investigation and take
departmental action against negligent officers.

Says- Rs 50k compensation is inadequate

The NHRC said in the notice that the Rs 50,000 compensation being given to the survivor
women from the Chief Minister’s Relief Fund is grossly inadequate. It recommended an
interim relief of Rs 5 lakh for each survivor and %6 lakh for one minor victim.

NHRC observes pattern of grooming, assault, and coercion

According to complaints received by NHRC, students from a private Bhopal college were
initially befriended by the accused, who hid their true identities. These girls were later
sexually assaulted, filmed in obscene acts, blackmailed, and then coerced into converting
and marrying their abusers.

The Commission noted that the case reflects an organised pattern of exploitation,
possibly connected to a wider interstate network.

Lapses by police come to light

Between May 13 and 17, 2025, an NHRC team visited Bhopal, inspected the college,
police stations, Club-90 premises, and survivors' homes. The team found serious lapses,
including:

Police probe was incomplete and weak

Key evidence was ignored

Dial-100 call by the first survivor was not taken seriously

College lacked anti-ragging mechanisms

Club-90 was used for criminal activity and demolished without record

Three out of five victims have dropped out of college due to fear

The Commission has instructed the government to ensure victims resume education in
new institutions with full security. Scholarships must be reinstated for all SC-ST-OBC
survivors.

It also demanded that forensic analysis of Club-90 be conducted, unidentified victims
located, and legal protection offered. NHRC concluded that the case goes beyond ‘love
jihad' and points to a network of sexual abuse, religious coercion, and trafficking.

Towards the end of the notice, NHRC mentioned that the final report is to be submitted
to it by July 25, 2025.

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NHRC Takes Cognizance Of Complaint Against Loyola College & Don Bosco Paris;
Directs Ministry of External Affairs To Probe Education Fraud

In a major blow to the credibility of two prominent Catholic institutions, the National Human
Rights Commission (NHRC) has officially taken cognizance of a serious human rights
violation complaint against Loyola College, Chennai and its foreign partner, Don Bosco
International Media Academy (DBIMA), Paris.

The Legal Rights Protection Forum (LRPF), a legal advocacy group, had filed a formal
complaint with the University Grants Commission (UGC), Ministry of Education, and the
University of Madras against Loyola College, Chennai, accusing the institution of running
an unauthorized diploma program in filmmaking in collaboration with a foreign institute,
thereby violating key higher education regulations and potentially endangering the visa
status of Indian students abroad.

The complaint—based on a detailed Right to Information (RTI) reply—alleges that Loyola
College ran an unapproved foreign diploma programme in collaboration with Don Bosco,
Paris, without seeking the mandatory clearance from the University of Madras or the
University Grants Commission (UGC).

According to the NHRC proceedings, students were sent abroad on student visas
obtained through false representations, raising the possibility of deportation and legal
consequences. The complaint further states that this constitutes cross-border trafficking
disguised as education, causing severe financial and emotional harm to the affected
students.

Taking cognizance under Section 12 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the
NHRC has:

— Directed the Registrar of the University of Madras and the Chairman of the UGC to
submit an Action Taken Report within two weeks

— Forwarded the case to the Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India, for further
investigation and necessary diplomatic action

— The proceedings note that the allegations “prima facie seem to be serious violations of
the human rights of the victim.”
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The complaint also seeks:

* Immediate student protection

» Refund of fees collected

* Prosecution of those responsible for misrepresentation and educational fraud

The NHRC Bench, presided over by Hon’ble Member Shri Priyank Kanoongo, has
attached a copy of the original complaint and instructed the Registry to issue formal
notices.

This case comes amidst growing allegations of misuse of foreign collaborations by Loyola
College, which has already been in the spotlight for corruption, money laundering via its
alumni network, and unexplained links to controversial figures in Tamil Nadu’s political
and entertainment spheres.
