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“Case Ruined My Life”: Pragya Thakur After Acquittal in Malegaon Blast

A special NIA court in Mumbai on Thursday acquitted BJP MP Pragya Thakur and six
others in the 2008 Malegaon blast case, stating that there was no concrete evidence
linking the accused to the explosion that killed six and injured over 100 people.

Special Judge A.K. Lahoti observed that while the blast was proven, the prosecution
failed to establish that the LML Freedom motorcycle used in the blast was owned or
possessed by Pragya Thakur. The engine and chassis numbers were found to be
tampered with, and there was no conclusive evidence proving her connection to the
vehicle.

A Long and Controversial Trial

The acquittal concludes a 17-year-long legal battle in one of India’s most high-profile
terror cases. Pragya Thakur, a former Sadhvi and now a BJP MP from Bhopal, had
been accused of orchestrating the attack as a form of retaliation for earlier terror
incidents, such as the 2006 Mumbai train blasts.

Thakur was arrested in October 2008 and spent several years in custody. She later
secured bail in 2017 on health grounds and entered politics in 2019, winning a
parliamentary seat in Bhopal.

Courtroom Reaction
Following the verdict, an emotional Pragya Thakur addressed the court:

“This case ruined my life. | was arrested and tortured. | had lived a life of renunciation
as a sanyasi, but was branded a terrorist. No one stood with me. Today, saffron has
triumphed, Hindutva has triumphed,” she said, adding that divine justice would prevail
against those who defamed her.

Charges and Allegations
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The prosecution alleged that the bomb was planted on a two-wheeler registered in
Thakur's name. Investigators claimed forensic analysis had partially restored the bike’s
erased engine number. However, the court ruled the link to Thakur was unproven and
that suspicion could not substitute for legal proof.

Thakur’'s co-accused, including former Army officer Lt Col Prasad Purohit, Major
Ramesh Upadhyay (Retd), and others, were also acquitted.

Allegations of Torture and Political Controversy

Throughout the trial, Thakur maintained she was falsely implicated and subjected to
custodial torture — a claim investigated by the National Human Rights Commission in
2014, which found no evidence.

She sparked further controversy during the 2019 elections by calling Mahatma Gandhi’s
assassin Nathuram Godse a “patriot” and claiming that she had “cursed” ATS officer
Hemant Karkare, who later died in the 26/11 Mumbai attacks. The BJP and Prime
Minister Modi distanced themselves from her comments.

What's Next?

With all accused now acquitted, the case adds to the list of prolonged terror
investigations ending in collapse due to lack of evidence. The NIA has not yet confirmed
whether it will appeal the verdict.

KANNIYAKUMARI/MADURAI: CPM politburo member U Vasuki on Wednesday said
the state government should enact a law to prevent castebased killings.

Speaking to reporters, Vasuki, who is also the all India vice president of the All India
Democratic Women’s Association (AIDWA), said, “Chief Minister M K Stalin’s stand that
existing laws are adequate to prevent caste-based killings is not acceptable.”

A special session of the TN Assembly should be convened to enact separate legislation
as crime and atrocities against women and children are increasing in the state, she
added.

“Political parties should take a firm stand regarding dowry harassment. Film actors
should announce that they will not receive dowry,” Vasuki said.

Meanwhile, addressing reporters in Madurai, A Kathir, executive director of Evidence —
an NGO working for rights of the SC/ST community — said that the National Law
Commission of India, National Human Rights Commission, National Commission for
Scheduled Castes, National Commission for Women and National Commission for
Minorities should come together and prepare a draft model for a special Act against
honour killing, as per the apex court’s guidelines.

“The Supreme Court has given 20 guidelines in the Shakti Vahini vs Union of India case
on March 27, 2018, to prevent honour killings. One such guideline instructs states to
implement a special Act against honour killings. When CM Stalin was the opposition
leader, he said that the DMK will enact a separate law against honour killings.However,
after coming to power, he has said that there is no need for such a law,” Kathir said.

The SC must take suo motu cognisance against states that have not adopted guidelines
issued by it in the 2018 case, he added.

Nainar, Kanimozhi react
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Three days after the caste-based killing of Dalit youth C Kavin Selvaganesh, Tamil
Nadu BJP president and Tirunelveli MLA Nainar Nagenthran on Wednesday issued a
statement condemning the incident and urging the state government to act against such
crimes. Calling the killing an inhuman act, he also expressed condolences to the family.

“I urge the Tamil Nadu police and the ruling DMK government to take appropriate
measures to prevent such continuing cases of caste atrocities, sexual violence, drug-
related issues, murders and robberies in the state,” he said. The delayed response from
prominent leaders, including Nagenthran, drew criticism on social media.

Meanwhile, in a social media post on Wednesday, DMK MP from Thoothukudi,
Kanimozhi Karunanidhi, expressed shock and grief over the honour killing. CPI state
president R Mutharasan also condemned it, demanding stringent punishment for the
accused and urging the state to enact a separate law to prevent honour killings.

In a deeply unsettling incident, a junior engineer posted at the Rural Water Supply and
Sanitation (RWSS) office at R Udayagiri in Odisha’s Gajapati district, was allegedly
served urine instead of drinking water by a peon

Bhubaneswar: In a deeply unsettling incident, a junior engineer posted at the Rural
Water Supply and Sanitation (RWSS) office at R Udayagiri in Odisha’s Gajapati district,
was allegedly served urine instead of drinking water by a peon. The matter, which
occurred on the night of July 23, has triggered outrage and is currently under police
investigation.

According to official sources, Sachin Gouda, who had joined the RWSS office just a day
earlier on July 22, requested water after dinner. In response, peon Siba Narayan Nayak
reportedly handed him a stainless steel bottle containing a suspicious liquid. Gouda and
two other staffers, Ghana and Surya, consumed the liquid and raised concerns about its
taste and smell.

Following the incident, a first information report (FIR) was lodged at R Udayagiri police
station. A preliminary lab test detected 2.0 PPM (parts per million) of ammonia in the
sample, raising suspicion of urine contamination. A second sample was sent to a lab in
Paralakhemundi, Gajapati district headquarters, for confirmation. Gouda reportedly fell
il and was under medical treatment.

The complaint has also been forwarded to the Odisha Water Resources Directorate and
the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), seeking strict action against the
accused.

Describing the ordeal, Gouda told reporters, “After drinking from the bottle, | felt uneasy.
Two colleagues also tried it and confirmed something was wrong.” Peon Siba Narayan
Nayak, however, denied the allegation.

‘I had brought the water from an aqua guard machine and placed it in the junior
engineer’s room along with his food. | don’t know what happened after that. | am
innocent and have left everything to God,” he told the media.
