New Delhi: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken suo motu
cognisance of a media report that a Gurukul teacher, annoyed over bedwetting by some
students, allegedly branded them with a hot iron rod at a hostel inside a temple complex
in Rajasthan’s Barmer district.

The Gurukul, where students study Sanskrit and other subjects, has around 30 children
on its rolls. According to the report, carried on August 22, a video of the incident also
went viral on social media.

The matter came to light when one of the injured boys returned home and informed his
family, following which villagers gathered in large numbers to protest.

Taking note of the incident, the apex human rights body observed that the contents of
the report, if true, raise serious concerns of human rights violations of the children.

The NHRC has issued notice to the Barmer District Magistrate and the Superintendent
of Police, seeking a detailed report on the incident within two weeks, including the
health status of the victim students.

The Rajasthan Police has arrested the accused teacher named Narayan Giri under
Section 151 of CrPC and provisions of Juvenile Justice Act.

Established under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the NHRC, an
autonomous statutory body, is an embodiment of India’s concern for the promotion and
protection of human rights.

Its primary role is to protect and promote human rights, defined as the rights relating to
life, liberty, equality, and dignity of individuals guaranteed by the Constitution or
embodied in the International Covenants and enforceable by courts in India.

The apex human rights body has the power to take suo motu (on its own motion) action
based on media reports, public knowledge or other sources, without receiving a formal
complaint of human rights violations.

Twenty-Two Years Ziweya Leeroy, pursuing BSc Radiology and Imaging Technology
(RIT) since 2023, at Guru Kashi University, Talwandi Sabo town of Bathinda, had an
altercation with university security guard Dilpreet Singh on August 12. Dilpreet along
with his accomplices made a murderous attack on Leroy outside the university with
sharp edged weapons on August 13. With serious head injuries he was admitted to
AlIMS, Bathinda where Leeroy succumbed to his injuries on August 21.

A case was registered at Talwandi Sabo police station, and seven persons have been
arrested.

The Commission in its notice mentioned that it (commission) has examined the contents
of the news report, if true, raises serious issues of violation of human rights.
Accordingly, it has issued notices to the Director General of Police, Punjab and the
Registrar, Guru Kashi University, Bathinda, calling for a detailed report on the matter
within two weeks.

Bathinda Senior Superintendent of Police Amneet Kondal said that “we will send a
factual action taken report. Seven accused have already been arrested in the case, and
efforts are being made to arrest the remaining two accused, who are at large”.

Dilpreet, along with his accomplices, made a
murderous attack on Leeroy outside the university with sharp-edged weapons on Aug
13. With serious head injuries, Dilpreet was admitted to AIIMS, Bathinda, where Leeroy
succumbed to injuries on Aug 21.

A case was registered at Talwandi Sabo police station, and seven persons were
arrested.

The commission, in its notice, mentioned that it had examined the contents of the news
report, which, if true, raised serious issues of violation of human rights. It has since
issued notices to the director general of police, Punjab, and the registrar of Guru Kashi
University, Bathinda, calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks.

Bathinda senior superintendent of police (SSP) Amneet Kondal said, "We will send a
factual action-taken report. Seven accused have already been arrested in the case, and
efforts are being made to arrest the remaining two accused, who are at large."

New Delhi, Establishment of wellness and inclusion centres, annual anti-ragging reports
from institutions with evidence and accountability measures, and no closure of
complaints without the approval of a district administration were among the slew of
measures proposed to curb ragging in academic campuses during a NHRC-led session
here.

Chairing the discussion, National Human Rights Commission chairperson Justice V
Ramasubramanian "expressed concern" over the prevailing practice of ragging in higher
educational institutions.

Despite the abundance of laws, statutes, committees and regulations such as the 2001
guidelines, the R K Raghavan Committee and the 2009 UGC Regulations, he noted that
enforcement remains "a major challenge," according to a statement issued by the rights
panel on Thursday.

The NHRC chief called for "stronger monitoring mechanisms to stop ragging in its
various manifestations."

He emphasised the need to enforce statutes, "greater sensitivity" in handling complaints
and "strict anonymity" for complainants to ensure victims' protection and justice.

With active participation of various stakeholders in the discussions, suggestions that
emerged include display of the UGC's 24x7 anti-ragging helpline on every institution's
website; immediate mandatory reporting to police; representation of
SC/ST/OBC/minorities in anti-ragging committees; and ensuring victim safety and
protection post reporting, according to NHRC.

Other suggestions include regular audits, surprise checks, CCTV surveillance and
police visits to campuses; establishing wellness and inclusion centres with trained
mental health professionals; no closure of complaints without the approval of the district
administration; and annual anti-ragging reports from institutions with evidence and
accountability measures.
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Besides, the decision architecture needs to be changed by "emphasising the 'nudge
technique' by Richard Thaler to subliminally change people's mindset for preventing
ragging," it added.

Other suggestions that emerged were encouraging anonymous complaints of ragging;
recognition of "ragging-free campuses as a best practice"; parental involvement in
complaint cases; and collaboration between NHRC, NALSA and UGC, it said.

New Delhi, Aug 28 (PTI) The NHRC on Thursday said it has taken suo moto
cognisance of an August 22 media report that said a 26-year-old woman died allegedly
due to medical negligence in Jaipur.

The report said the woman died after delivery at the Women Hospital attached to the
SMS Medical College in the Rajasthan capital, it said.

"Reportedly, the family members of the woman have alleged that neither the hospital
staff nor the doctors took care of her, even as she was profusely bleeding and writhing
in pain after the surgery. They did not even allow the family members to meet her or to
shift her from the ward to the ICU," said the National Human Rights Commission.

The commission said it has sent notices to the state's chief secretary and the
commissioner of police of Jaipur, seeking a detailed report on the matter in two weeks.

According to the media report, carried on August 22, the woman came walking to the
SMS Medical College and was admitted to its Women Hospital wing, where she was
operated upon for delivery on August 19, the NHRC said.

The victim suffered excessive bleeding throughout the night and died the next morning.

The principal of the SMS Medical College termed the incident "serious," according to
reports.

The NHRC said the principal said the matter will be investigated and action will be taken
against the guilty.

New Delhi [India], August 28 (ANI): The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) of
India has taken suo motu cognisance of a media report detailing the alleged sexual
abuse of a seven-year-old boy by an Imam at a mosque in the Jhabreda area of
Roorkee district, Uttarakhand.

NHRC communication stated that the incident reportedly occurred on August 20, 2025,
when the child had gone to the mosque for religious studies.

The NHRC, expressing concern over the serious violation of the child's human rights,
has issued notices to the District Magistrate and the Superintendent of Police in
Roorkee, requesting a detailed report within two weeks.

According to the media report published on August 22, the Imam allegedly took the boy
to his room by force and committed the assault. He then threatened the child with harm
if he disclosed the incident. Upon returning home, the boy informed his family, who
subsequently went to confront the Imam at the mosque. However, the accused had
already fled the premises.

The police later arrested the Imam from a nearby village while he was attempting to
escape. The accused, a 32-year-old man, had been serving as the Imam of the mosque
for several years and was known to teach religious studies to children in the village. A
case has been registered against him under the relevant sections of the Protection of
Children from Sexual Offences (POCSOQO) Act, and he is currently in police custody.

The Commission emphasised that safeguarding the rights and dignity of children must
remain a top priority, and it awaits the official reports from the concerned authorities to
determine further action.

In a separate incident, the NHRC has also addressed reports from Bihar's Katihar
district. On August 21, around 18 students at a government school were allegedly
subjected to corporal punishment by their teacher. The teacher reportedly locked them
inside a room in Haflaganj area. Parents visiting the school for other matters raised the
alarm, ending the students' ordeal.

The NHRC has expressed concern over these allegations, stating that if true, they
represent serious human rights violations against the students. Consequently, notices
have been sent to Bihar's chief secretary and Katihar's superintendent of police. They
are required to provide a comprehensive report within two weeks.

Community Reactions and Police Involvement

The media report from August 22 also mentioned that villagers gathered at the Bihar
school to protest against the alleged mistreatment. In response to the growing unrest,
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all male teachers reportedly fled the premises. Police were dispatched to the scene to
manage the situation.

Both incidents have drawn significant attention due to their serious nature and potential
human rights implications. The NHRC's involvement underscores the importance of
addressing such issues promptly and ensuring accountability for those responsible.

The NHRC continues to monitor these situations closely, emphasising its commitment
to safeguarding human rights across India. The outcomes of these investigations will be
crucial in determining further actions and ensuring justice for the affected students.

The Ghaziabad police said the woman was found dead at her home on August 21, three
days after she was allegedly gangraped.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) Wednesday took suo motu
cognisance, and sought a detailed report from the Uttar Pradesh Police and Ghaziabad
district magistrate over the alleged suicide of a 23-year-old hearing and speech-
impaired Dalit woman who was gangraped last week.

The Commission stated in its statement that the report should be submitted within two
weeks, and should include the status of the investigation and compensation, if any,
granted to the victim’s family.

“The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India, has taken suo motu
cognisance of a media report that a speech and hearing impaired gang rape victim was
found dead at her house in Ghaziabad district, Uttar Pradesh, on 21st August, 2025.
Reportedly, she was subjected to gang rape by two men in the Loni area of the district
on 18th August, 2025,” read the statement.

In its statement, NHRC stated that if the reported media coverage of the incident were
true, it would raise serious concerns about human rights violations. “Therefore, it has
issued notices to the Director General of Police (DGP), Uttar Pradesh, and the District
Magistrate, Ghaziabad, calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks,”
read the statement.

The woman was found dead in the early hours of August 21 at her home, three days
after she was gangraped. She was undergoing treatment at the Institute of Human
Behaviour and Allied Sciences in Delhi.

After registering a First Information Report (FIR), the Ghaziabad police arrested two
men the same day she was found dead. They were nabbed following a shootout, after
the police traced them using CCTV footage, and were identified as Rohit, 31, and Vir
Singh Bhola, 53.

On Wednesday, Surendra Nath Tiwari, Deputy Commissioner of Police, Ghaziabad
(Rural), told The Indian Express that the two men have been sent to judicial custody.
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“They admitted to raping her, and said they were under the influence of alcohol,” Tiwari
said.

Tiwari said the men belonged to the same village, and knew each other. “When they
saw the victim last Monday evening, they called her. She didn’t respond. They felt that
the girl could neither speak nor hear, and then took her nearly 250 metres away to a
secluded area and raped her at a tube well,” he added.

The two alleged perpetrators have been arrested, who had abducted her when she was
walking alone on an isolated stretch and sexually assaulted her.

According to the media report, the woman came walking to the SMS Medical College
and was admitted to its Women Hospital wing for delivery.

The woman was admitted for delivery on August 19 and underwent Cesarean surgery.

Family members have alleged that despite excessive bleeding and severe pain, the
hospital staff and doctors failed to provide proper care. They further claimed that the
deceased was neither shifted to the ICU nor allowed to be seen by her family, following
which she died the next morning.

Taking note of the incident, the Commission observed that the contents of the report, if
true, raise serious concerns of human rights violations of the woman.

The NHRC has issued notices to the Rajasthan Chief Secretary and the Jaipur
Commissioner of Police, seeking a detailed report on the matter within two weeks.

Meanwhile, the Principal of SMS Medical College has termed the incident serious,
stating that an enquiry will be conducted and action taken against those found
negligent.

Established under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the NHRC, an
autonomous statutory body, is an embodiment of India's concern for the promotion and
protection of human rights.

Its primary role is to protect and promote human rights, defined as the rights relating to
life, liberty, equality, and dignity of individuals guaranteed by the Constitution or
embodied in the International Covenants and enforceable by courts in India.

The apex human rights body has the power to take suo motu (on its own motion) action
based on media reports, public knowledge or other sources, without receiving a formal
complaint of human rights violations.

New Delhi: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India, has taken suo
motu cognizance of a media report that four workers died and two were injured after
inhaling Nitrogen gas that leaked at a pharmaceutical manufacturing unit located in
Boisar Industrial Estate of Tarapur, Palghar district, Maharashtra. At the time of the
incident, 36 workers were present.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise
serious issues of violation of human rights. Therefore, it has issued notices to the Chief
Secretary and the DGP, Maharashtra, calling for a detailed report on the matter within
two weeks.

The report is expected to include the status of the investigation, compensation, if any,
provided to the next of kin of the deceased and the health of the injured workers.

According to the media report, carried on 22nd August, 2025, the district authorities
have initiated an enquiry into the incident to determine the cause of the gas leak and
assess if there were any safety lapses.

Meanwhile, as reported last week by Medical Dialogues, the Police have registered a
case against four senior employees of Medley Pharmaceuticals. The case has been
registered under Section 105 of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), which concerns
“culpable homicide not amounting to murder”.

Chief of Palghar district disaster management cell, Vivekanand Kadam, told PTI that
gas leaked from the nitrogen reaction tank at the pharma company between 2.30 pm
and 3 pm, seriously affecting six workers.

"The six workers were rushed to Shinde hospital, where four of them - Kalpesh Raut
(43), Bengali Thakur (46), Dheeraj Prajapati (31), and Kamlesh Yadav (31) died around
6.15 pm.

National Human Rights Commission: On 27-08-2025, the National Human Rights
Commission (‘NHRC’) took suo motu cognizance of the reported gang rape and death
of a speech and hearing-impaired woman in Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh.

As per the media report, a speech and hearing-impaired gang rape victim was found
dead at her house in Ghaziabad on 21-08-2025. Reportedly, she was subjected to gang
rape by two men in the Loni area when she was walking alone on an isolated stretch of
road, on 18-08-2025, and was undergoing treatment at the Institute of Human
Behaviour and Allied Sciences, Delhi. Furthermore, the two alleged perpetrators have
been arrested.

The NHRC stated that if the contents of the news report were true, it raised serious
issues of human rights violations. Therefore, the NHRC issued notices to the Director
General of Police (DGP), Uttar Pradesh, and the District Magistrate, Ghaziabad, calling
for a detailed report on the matter, including status of the investigation and
compensation, if any, granted to the victim’s family, within two weeks.

New Delhi : The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) of India has taken suo
motu cognisance of a media report detailing the alleged sexual abuse of a seven-year-
old boy by an Imam at a mosque in the Jhabreda area of Roorkee district, Uttarakhand.

NHRC communication stated that the incident reportedly occurred on August 20, 2025,
when the child had gone to the mosque for religious studies.

The NHRC, expressing concern over the serious violation of the child's human rights,
has issued notices to the District Magistrate and the Superintendent of Police in
Roorkee, requesting a detailed report within two weeks.

According to the media report published on August 22, the Imam allegedly took the boy
to his room by force and committed the assault. He then threatened the child with harm
if he disclosed the incident. Upon returning home, the boy informed his family, who
subsequently went to confront the Imam at the mosque. However, the accused had
already fled the premises.

The police later arrested the Imam from a nearby village while he was attempting to
escape. The accused, a 32-year-old man, had been serving as the Imam of the mosque
for several years and was known to teach religious studies to children in the village. A
case has been registered against him under the relevant sections of the Protection of
Children from Sexual Offences (POCSOQO) Act, and he is currently in police custody.

The Commission emphasised that safeguarding the rights and dignity of children must
remain a top priority, and it awaits the official reports from the concerned authorities to
determine further action.
