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National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) Special Monitor Bal Krishna Goel conducted an
inspection of various departments in the district on Monday.

During the visit, he inquired in detail about the facilities being provided by the departments
concerned.

Goel began with inspection of the Anganwadi centre at Bawadipur Mohalla in Narnaul city. He
inspected children’s attendance, and tasted the food being served to verify quality.

He also matched the children’s height and weight with data recorded in the Nutrition Tracker to
ensure accuracy. Goel instructed Anganwadi staff to ensure that children memorised their home
addresses and their parents’ contact numbers, and that they were educated about ‘good touch
and bad touch’ for their safety.

Later, he visited the PM SHRI Girls Senior Secondary School, Narnaul, where he interacted with
girl students.

He discussed their fundamental rights guaranteed under the Constitution, urging them to report
any violation without hesitation. He also reviewed the grievance/suggestion box, and emphasised
the importance of staying informed about one’s rights.

Concluding his visit, Goel inspected the ration depot in the Kharkhari locality. He interacted with
ration card holders and inquired about the quantity and quality of ration being distributed.

District Social Welfare Officer Amit Sharma, District Education Officer Sunil Dutt, AFSO Arun Saini
and CDPO Kamlesh were among those present during the inspection.
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Pendency from handwriting bureau hits 6000, slows down progress on cases from
terror threat to forgery; bureau claims short staffed

Investigation into a number of major crime cases ranging from terror threats to forged
signatures have been stuck for months or even years on account of pending reports from

the Handwriting and Photographic Bureau — a wing of the Crime Investigation
Department (CID) that plays a key role in establishing documentary evidence at the trial
stage.

As sources within the department blame it on staff crunch, the pendency of cases has
gone over 6,000 and the bureau is currently analysing cases pertaining to 2019-2020,
except for a few high profile cases that they have taken up on urgent basis.

Significant cases

Among the significant cases that are awaiting the bureau report is the bomb threat case
on a flight in March this year. A handwritten note claiming a bomb in the Mumbai-New
York flight was found in its toilet. While the flight had to make an emergency landing at
the Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj International Airport (CSMIA) and nothing suspicious was
found in the search, police are still awaiting the bureau’s report on the threat note and the
handwriting samples of the 322 passengers and crew members.

Another case where the bureau’s report is pending is that of the 2021 case where a Unit
5 of the Mumbai Crime Branch seized 23 high-end luxury cars, including Mercedes Benz,
Audi and Mini Cooper, purchased by fraudulently obtaining bank loans using forged
documents containing identities of fictitious persons. While several documents having
forged signatures by the accused were sent by the police to the bureau, the reports are
still pending, said a crime branch officer.

The report is also pending in the case where CST railway police booked a Bhiwandi
resident in May this year for allegedly forging the signature of Member of Parliament
Suresh Mhatre to get railway ticket confirmation from Mumbai to Nanded. As there was
suspicion when the railway staff contacted Mhatre’s office, it was confirmed that the letter
was not issued by him and his signature was forged. Police identified the person and a
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writing sample and forged letter were sent to the Handwriting Bureau but the report is still
pending.

Senior officials in the bureau say that while the pendency is primarily on account of staff
shortage, they, however, say that they do prioritise high profile cases that need urgent
redressal. One such example is the suicide case of IIT student Darshan Solanki, who had
allegedly jumped from the seventh floor of the hostel, leaving behind a suicide note
allegedly blaming one of his classmates to have threatened him. In that case, the bureau
submitted the report within a month clarifying that the handwriting of the note belonged to
the deceased.

Pendency

Over the past decade, only 24 handwriting experts out of the 40 sanctioned staff working
at the four branches — Mumbai, Pune, Nagpur and Aurangabad. While 600 cases are
awaiting bureau reports in Mumbai, around 2,000 cases in Nagpur and 550 in
Aurangabad are also pending. The Pune bureau tops with a pendency of around 3,000
cases.

Data shows that the pendency of cases in Mumbai has jumped exponentially over the
past decade. While there were only around 35 cases pending in 2012, it now stands at
600.

An officer said, “The cases increased during the pandemic and at present, around 600
cases are pending. Mumbai has only six posts of handwriting experts. The officers are
being transferred on deportation within four branches as per requirement to clear
pendency.”

The maximum cases pending are in Pune as the bureau has much bigger jurisdiction
comprising Konkan range, western Maharashtra, Navi Mumbai and Thane. While
Aurangabad has five experts, including the head, which covers nine districts of
Marathwada area, and Nagpur has four experts covering seven districts of Vidarbha
region.

“The main reason behind pendency of cases is the shortage of staff and the absence of
clerical staff in the Mumbai office. This is an important bureau. The opinion of handwriting
experts during trials helps ascertain the evidence so that the culprits can be identified and
punished,” said a senior police officer.

According to a senior IPS officer, “The opinion of a handwriting expert has great evidential
value in many cases such as disputes due to forged handwriting or signature at
someone’s will or on property or share certificate after the death of a person. In such
cases itis required to take an opinion of a handwriting expert to prove the rightful person.”

Officials say that the workload in the department has also been increasing with the rise in
the population in the city. “We only give priority to high profile cases such as the report
submitted in IIT suicide case and in another case where a politician from Gujarat died by
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suicide in a South Mumbai hotel. But there are several cases pending for over six to seven
years,” said an official from the Handwriting Bureau on the condition of anonymity.

Demand to merge

Amid the challenges faced by the bureau, a report by the National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) has pointed out that the Handwriting Bureau and fingerprint
department should merge with the state Forensic Sciences Laboratory (FSL). Officials
say that the FSL does not have the technology and completely depends on manual work
that requires time.

Since 2019, the department has been writing to the higher authority in CID and Home
department of the state government to merge the bureau with the Forensic Science
Laboratory (FSL), where they could work in a scientific environment. They have cited that
in more than 25 states, the bureau works under the state FSL, but their request has
remained unheeded.
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Supreme Court Declares Beggars’ Homes a “Constitutional Trust,” Issues Pan-
India Directions for Humane Conditions

The Supreme Court of India, in a landmark judgment, has issued a comprehensive set of
directions to all States and Union Territories to ensure humane and dignified living
conditions in Beggars’ Homes across the country. A bench of Justices J.B. Pardiwala and
R. Mahadevan, while disposing of a long-pending appeal concerning deaths and
deplorable conditions at a home in Delhi, declared that such institutions are a
“constitutional trust, not a discretionary charity” and that their failure to provide basic
facilities amounts to a “constitutional breach of the fundamental right to life with dignity.”

The ruling came in the case of M.S. Patter v. State of NCT of Delhi and Others, an appeal
arising from a Public Interest Litigation (PIL) initiated in 2000. The Court, after years of
monitoring improvements in Delhi’'s homes, expanded the scope of the matter to
institutionalize systemic reforms nationwide.

Background of the Case

The case originated when the appellant, M.S. Patter, filed a PIL (CWP No. 3118 of 2000)
before the High Court of Delhi. The petition was prompted by a series of media reports in
May 2000 in publications like Rashtriya Sahara, Dainik Jagran, and The Hindustan Times.
These reports highlighted an outbreak of cholera and gastroenteritis at the Beggars’
Home in Lampur (Narela), Delhi, leading to the deaths of several inmates.

The news articles detailed that dozens of inmates were hospitalized and at least six had
died. While government departments allegedly blamed each other for negligence, the
Minister of Social Welfare claimed the inmates had died of natural causes. The appellant
contended that the authorities were concealing facts and that the inmates’ right to a
dignified life under Article 21 of the Constitution was being violated. The PIL sought to fix
accountability for the deaths, secure compensation for the victims’ families, and punish
the responsible officials.

During the High Court proceedings, an inquiry report by the Additional District Magistrate
(ADM) concluded that the deaths were “primarily attributable to the consumption of water
from hand-pumps,” for which the Beggars’ Home authorities and the Public Works
Department were responsible. The report noted faecal contamination in the water and the
presence of E. coli bacteria.
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On October 15, 2001, the High Court disposed of the writ petition, directing the
respondents to expeditiously conclude the departmental proceedings against two
suspended officials within six months and to complete all actions to make the homes more
habitable. When the appellant later filed an application alleging non-compliance, the High
Court, on July 8, 2003, disposed of it with a non-speaking order, granting liberty to
approach the appropriate forum. This led the appellant to file the present appeal before
the Supreme Court.

Arguments Before the Supreme Court

The appellant argued that the High Court had ignored shocking findings from a court-
appointed committee’s interim report. These findings included “human excreta mixing with
drinking and cooking water, food unfit for human consumption, physical assaults on
inmates and the use of ferocious dogs to terrorize inmates.” It was further alleged that the
respondents had filed false and misleading reports before various authorities, including
the National Human Rights Commission and the High Court, to conceal criminal
negligence.

The State of NCT of Delhi, represented by the Department of Social Welfare, contended
that it had complied with the High Court’s directions. It submitted that disciplinary
proceedings against the delinquent officials were completed and penalties were imposed.
The government also detailed numerous steps taken to improve the homes, including the
provision of safe drinking water, regular medical care, vocational training, and better food
and lodging, in accordance with the Bombay Prevention of Begging Act, 1959 (BPBA),
and associated rules.

Supreme Court’s Analysis: A Paradigm Shift from Punishment to Welfare

The Supreme Court undertook a detailed analysis of the constitutional framework
governing the treatment of indigent persons. The bench observed that colonial-era
vagrancy laws, including the BPBA, were designed as “tools of public order and colonial
governance,” viewing poverty as a “moral failing rather than a socio-economic condition.”

In stark contrast, the Court held, the Indian Constitution mandates a “decisive normative
shift” towards a welfare-centric state. Referring to the Directive Principles of State Policy,
the judgment asserted that “beggars’ homes cannot be conceived as quasi-penal
facilities. Their role must be restorative, not retributive.”

The Court heavily relied on the expansive interpretation of Article 21 (Right to Life and
Personal Liberty). Citing its judgment in Francis Coralie Mullin v. Administrator, Union
Territory of Delhi, the bench reiterated that the right to life includes the right to live with
human dignity and the bare necessaries of life. It stated:

“This judicial articulation leaves no doubt that the State’s responsibility towards indigent
persons is affirmative and non-derogable. A beggars’ home, maintained by the State, is
thus a constitutional trust, not a discretionary charity. Its administration must reflect the
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values of constitutional morality — ensuring liberty, privacy, bodily autonomy, and dignified
living conditions.”

The Court noted that if such protections are owed to convicts, “a fortiori, they must apply
to residents of beggars’ homes, who are not offenders at all.” After reviewing the extensive
record of its own monitoring since 2004—which included issuing numerous detailed
directions for improving food, sanitation, medical care, and infrastructure—the Court
concluded that the respondents had, by and large, complied with the original High Court
order regarding the specific homes in Delhi.

Final Decision and Nationwide Directions

Finding that the progress achieved in Delhi must be institutionalized across the country,
the Supreme Court issued a comprehensive set of directions for all Beggars’ Homes in
every State and Union Territory, to be implemented within six months. The key directives
include:

Preventive Healthcare and Sanitation: Mandatory medical screening for every new inmate
within 24 hours, monthly health check-ups for all, and establishment of a disease
surveillance system. States must enforce minimum hygiene standards, including access
to potable water and functional toilets.

Infrastructure and Capacity: Independent infrastructure audits every two years, and a
strict prohibition on occupancy exceeding sanctioned capacity to prevent overcrowding.

Nutrition and Food Safety: Appointment of a qualified Dietician to verify food quality and
ensure adherence to standardized dietary protocols.

Vocational Training and Rehabilitation: Establishment or expansion of vocational training
facilities to promote economic self-reliance, with partnerships explored with NGOs and
private institutions.

Legal Aid and Awareness: Inmates must be informed of their legal rights. State Legal
Services Authorities are to designate lawyers to visit homes quarterly to provide free legal
aid.

Child and Gender Sensitivity: Separate and safe facilities for women and children.
Children found begging are not to be detained in Beggars’ Homes but must be referred
to institutions under the Juvenile Justice Act, 2015.

Accountability and Oversight: Constitution of a Monitoring Committee in each State/UT,
comprising officials and civil society members, to publish annual reports. In case of an
inmate’s death due to negligence, the State must pay compensation to the next of kin and
initiate proceedings against responsible officials.

Implementation and Compliance: States/UTs must maintain a centralized digital database
of all inmates.
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The Court directed the Union Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment to frame and
notify model guidelines within three months to facilitate uniform implementation of these
directions. The appeal was disposed of with these observations.

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7-year-old Muslim boy allegedly assaulted by teachers in Uttarakhand’s govt
school, FIR registered

A 7-year-old Muslim boy in Haridwar's Jhabrera village was allegedly beaten, pinned
down, and stomped on by two government school teachers over a brief absence, leaving
him with a fractured hand and severe trauma

In Uttarakhand’s Haridwar district, a seven-year-old Muslim boy was allegedly subjected
to brutal physical assault by two teachers at a government primary school in Jhabrera
village. The assault, reportedly triggered by the child’s two-day absence from school.

Child was assaulted by two teachers in the classroom

According to a police report, the child was assaulted by two teachers—Rakesh Saini and
Ravindra—inside the classroom shortly after he returned from a short absence. The
complaint, filed by the boy’s father, alleges that one teacher held the child down while the
other repeatedly beat him with a stick.

According to the Indian Express, Jhabrera Station House Officer Ajay Shah said that
victim’s father alleged that one of the teachers ‘threw the child to the ground, pressed his
face with a shoe, and held his hands’ while the other ‘beat him with a stick’.

The child reportedly sustained multiple injuries, including a fractured hand and trauma to
his back and hips. Photographs of the boy, shared by the family, show red scars on his
body, highlighting the severity of the attack.

Principal accused of inaction

The child’s father initially approached the school principal to report the incident, but claims
his concerns were dismissed. Instead of receiving support, he alleges he was met with
threats from the accused teachers.

“‘When | went to the school, both teachers threatened me, saying: ‘Go away, otherwise
we will kill you,” the father stated in his complaint, as reported

Following the alleged inaction by the school authorities, the father took the matter to
Jhabrera police station, leading to the registration of a First Information Report (FIR) on
September 11, 2025.

Legal action and investigation

Police confirmed that the FIR has been filed under Section 75 of the Juvenile Justice
(Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015, for cruelty to a child. The case also includes
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charges under the Bharatiya Nyay Sanhita (BNS) Section 115(2) for voluntarily causing
hurt and Section 351(2) for criminal intimidation.

“Further investigation and due legal proceedings are underway,” officials at Jhabrera
police station said.

The child is currently undergoing treatment at a local hospital for his injuries. His family
says he remains in shock from the incident.

Complaint filed with Minority Commission and NHRC

Mohammad Saddam Mujeeb, former advisor at the Delhi Minorities Commission, has filed
complaints with the National Commission for Minorities, the National Commission for
Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR), and the National Human Rights Commission
(NHRC).

“This is a clear violation of child rights and it needs to be investigated. Student safety is
at stake,” said Mujeeb, Maktoob Media reported.

He added, “This can happen with any student in the state. It should not be repeated;
hence, accountability must be ensured.”

Guwabhati: The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has taken suo motu
cognizance of a media report regarding the assault of a journalist in Lumding, Assam, by
a group of miscreants on September 7.

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC), India has taken suo motu cognizance
of a media report that a media person was assaulted and grievously injured by a group
of some anti-social elements near Lumding Railway Institute in Assam on 7th September,
2025. Reportedly, he was rescued by the police and taken to the hospital for treatment.

The Commission has observed that the contents of the news report, if true, raise a serious
issue of human rights violation. Therefore, it has issued a notice to the Director General
of Police, Assam calling for a detailed report on the matter within two weeks.

According to the media report, carried on a news portal on 9th September, 2025, the
incident happened around mid-night when the victim was returning home after work.
Reportedly, he has expressed concern for his safety and has urged the authorities to
register a case against the perpetrators to take appropriate legal action against them. The
Lumding Press Club as well as local citizens condemned the incident demanding strict
action against the culprits and better security for the journalists.

Abdul Wahid Shaikh, the sole individual acquitted in the 7/11 Mumbai train blasts case
by the trial court in 2015, has petitioned the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC),
State Human Rights Commission, and National Commission for Minorities, demanding
%9 crore as compensation for incarceration for 9 years, ¥1 crore for each year of his
wrongfully spent in jail. Shaikh cites financial debts nearing %30 lakh, professional
setbacks, and enduring stigma as reasons for his plea. He references precedents where
the NHRC directed compensation in cases of wrongful detention, including ISRO scientist
Nambi Narayanan (10 lakh, 2001), Fauji Ansari in Jharkhand (%2 lakh, 2012), and
Mohammad Amir (%5 lakh, 2014).

In his complaint to the NHRC, Shaikh emphasized the profound impact of his nine-year
imprisonment on his personal and professional life. He explained that his delayed
compensation claim was intentional, aiming to ensure that all co-accused in the 7/11
case, who were also innocent, receive similar redress. Shaikh’s demand aligns with the
Bombay High Court’s recent judgment, which reaffirmed the case’s baselessness and the
violation of fundamental human rights over nearly two decades.

“The wrongful imprisonment caused a severe nine-year gap in my professional and
personal life. My career, education and personal development were destroyed. The
stigma of being falsely branded a ‘terrorist’ continues to haunt me even after acquittal.”he
wrote to NHRC

‘It was not a pleasant moment for me to seek compensation when they were still
languishing behind bars, and | feared that the State could have been more brutal towards
them and taken revenge for my compensation claim. | decided to wait until all my co-
accused were acquitted and proven innocent. Now that these acquittals have taken place,
it is clear that the entire case was a forgery, and therefore, my demand for compensation
becomes even more legitimate and urgent. At this juncture, | believe it is fully justified to
seek justice for myself. ‘ he said in a press note

Shaikh reiterated his long-standing position that those wrongfully incarcerated should be
granted at least %1 crore for each year of imprisonment, though he added that no amount
could ever truly compensate for the years lost.

Referring to the recent Bombay High Court judgment, Shaikh said it reaffirmed what he
and others have maintained for years — that the case was “entirely bogus” and that their
fundamental human rights had been gravely violated for nearly two decades.
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Muhammad Aamir Khan, who spent 14 years in prison for being accused of involvement
in bomb blasts in the Delhi-NCR region. Before being acquitted of all charges in 2012,
told This reporter that he has continued to work on the issue of wrongful incarceration
since his release. “We have even met the President regarding compensation. He
expressed concern, but nothing concrete has materialized yet. Still, | remain optimistic,”
he said.

Highlighting what he sees as a stark injustice, he pointed out that in India, “militants who
surrender their arms are often rehabilitated and compensated. Those who openly admit
to killings or bombings are offered state support. But people who are wrongfully accused
of terrorism, who lose years of their lives in jail, are almost never compensated.”

In 2014, the NHRC awarded Khan %5 lakh in compensation for his wrongful incarceration;
he received it in 2018.

India currently lacks a statutory framework mandating compensation for individuals
wrongfully accused and incarcerated, including in terrorism-related cases. Over the years,
civil society organizations, legal experts, and the Law Commission of India have
advocated for such a framework to ensure that victims of wrongful imprisonment receive
recognition, financial relief, and a formal acknowledgment of the state’s error.
Compensation in these cases serves as both an apology and a step toward
accountability, acknowledging the grave injustice suffered by individuals and their
families.

The Law Commission of India’s Report No. 277 (2018). highlights the absence of a
statutory framework for compensating victims of wrongful prosecution and incarceration.
It underscores the severe social, psychological, and economic consequences endured by
the wrongfully accused, including loss of liberty, livelihood, and reputation. Drawing on
international practices and findings from the Innocent People’s Tribunal, the report
recommends a legal mechanism providing both monetary and non-monetary relief,
reflecting the duration of detention and personal losses, along with specialized courts to
assess compensation claims efficiently.Civil society initiatives have complemented these
efforts. Notably, the Innocent Network’s People’s Tribunal systematically examined cases
of individuals acquitted in terrorism-related cases and highlighted the urgent need for
state recognition and redress.

‘I'm quite hopeful | would be compensated for my lost years , especially after this case
has been proven to be bogus by the Bombay High Court’, said Shaikh with a smile.

The National Human Rights Commission of India (NHRC) has issued a notice to the
Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology (MeitY) following a complaint alleging
that e-commerce platforms, including Amazon India, are selling prohibited knives,
according to a report by ET Retail.

The notice, dated September 11, was issued under Section 12 of the Protection of Human
Rights Act, 1993, directing central government authorities to take cognizance of the
matter.

The complaint was filed by a social activist and advocate from Maharajganj, Uttar
Pradesh, who alleged that Amazon India was enabling the sale of restricted knives. The
complainant has urged the authorities to take immediate corrective action.

According to the proceedings, the NHRC registry has been instructed to issue a formal
notice to the Secretary, Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology, with
directions to investigate the allegations mentioned in the complaint. The ministry has been
asked to submit an action taken report within 10 days for review by the Commission, the
report added.
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
